Judge and Attorneys of North Carolina
met in the Senate Chamber, at 'Z o clock
P M on Wednesday.

On motion of Jas M McCorkle, Esq, the
Hon T R Caldwell was called to the Chair,
and on motion of Judge J M Cloud, J M
McCorkle Esq, was appointed Secretary.

Judge Cloud fctatod that the object oi
tho meeting wa to interchange views with
tho Code Commissioners, and to make
such suggestions in regard to changing
tho Code of Civil Procedure as were deem-
ed necessary. He also called the atten-
tion of the meeting to several sections of
tho Code, which, in his oppion, required
amendment, and concluded by offering the
following resolution : ,

i:eso!vcd, That when the mee'ing adjourn, It will
adjourn to meet on the 7th of January next and that
the Chairman appoint eight members of the Bench and
Bar of the state, who are requested to report to said
au.iournHl meeting what bencflcal amendments, not
inconsistent with the Constitution, can be made to the
Code of Civil rocedure.

violated their own chosen constitution to
do so. Against the solemn protest of tho
Stockholders of tho Wilmington and Wel-do- n

Railroad, of which Estes is a State
Director, he is still endeavoring to placo
the Chatham Railroad bonds on tho mar-

kets again.
These men know that if they wero re-

sponsible to an intelligent constituency
there would be no party discipline sufficient
to save them from political death. Yet the
poor negroes, who rnu9t be seriously in--

jured by tho votes and mflaenco of such
men, will adhere to them from ignoranco
and prejudice. They know this and cow
ardly take advantage of it to striko a lick
at tho welfare of tho very people whose

prosperity is linked with those whoso votes

give them tho power thus to stab it.
Such are somo of the evil results of

negro suffrage evils which can net be cor-

rected until experience aud education
qualify this race to use tho ballot with in-

dependence and without prejudice. This
power has been violently and illegally
conferred upon them against the judgment
of tho better class of whitos, and wa be-

lieve prejudicial to their own interest and
that of the State. We are the last to advo-

cate auy violeut prohibition of this privi-

lege. The evil, for such we honestly be-

lieve it to be, must work out its own end,
and tho disasters which it entails must bo
borne with that fortitude and adherence to
principle which havo animated our peoplo
in other trying ordeals.

From the Wilmington Poet.
An Avt to Amend the Charter f thr, City

of Wilmington.
Sec. 1. The General AssembJy of Sorth

Carolina do enact, That tho act of tho Gen-
eral Assembly ratified the 1st elay of Feb-
ruary, 18G0, entitled "An act to incorpo-
rate the city of Wilmington," bo amended,
to that the thirteenth section of the
above recited act shall reael us follows :

that all penalties and lines whatever rela-
ting to tho city, imposed by an ordinance
or regulation of tho Mayor and Aldermen
of the city or by any ordinance or regula-
tion of the commissioners of the town of
Wilmington, heretofore maele, or by any
act or oidiuance'iherealter passeel, or by any
act heretofore passed, shall bo recoverable
before tho Judgo of the Special Court of
the city of Wilmington, and from any judg-
ment of tho said Judgo for any penalty or
fino or other cauc of action, ot which ho
may have jurisdiction, the party dissatisfied
may appeal to the Supremo Coutt in like
manner, anil under the satne rules and
regulations as arc prescribed iu appeals
from tho Superior Court of this State.

Sec. 2. That so much of the 14th section
of tho above recited act as may bo repug-
nant to, and in conflict With this act, be
and the smo is hereby repealed.
. Sec. 3. That there shall bo taxeel against
each defendent upon conviction or submis-tion- ,

or who may be adjudged to pay a fino
or penalty, the name costs as aro now taxed
in liko cases in the Superior Court for pro-
cess and eervice of the same and for the
judgment. And all such costs, penalties
and fines recoverable and paid as aforesaid,
shall bo paid by the Clerk of said Court to
tho Treasurer of the city for the use of
said city.

Sec. 4. That the Mayor and Aldermen
rif tVifl ritv r,T Wiimirioton Khali rtv tn if
Clerk of said Court, a reasonable comoen- -

sation in all cases in which tho city mav bo
a party, and allow to the Judge f uch addi-
tional sum as they may, in their judgment,
deem just and reasonable, not less than live
hundred nor exceeding one thousand dol-
lars per annum a3 compensation for his ser-
vices in the trial of the above named can-so- ?.

Sec. 5. That the Judge of said special
courts shall hole! the said court elaily (San-day- s

and holidays excepted), and
shall have all the power and per-
form the duties of a Justice of the
Peace, anel shall receive the samn fees as
aro now or may be hereafter ahowed to
Justices of tho Peace where there shall be
no jury trial :

Provided, that no fees shall bo allowed
said Judge upon tho trial of violations of
the'eity Ordinances, or any acts relating
thereto, aud that the said Judge shall be
declared to be the Special Magistrate of
the city of Wilmington, all laws to the
contrary notwithstanding.

Sec. 0. That the poor lax levied by the
County Commissioners for tho support of
tho indigent of the county of New Hanover
which may bo levietl or assessed upon ci-

tizens of the city of Wilmington and their
property in tho city, shall bo collested and
paid to the Treasurer of eaid city by tho
Sheriff of New Hanover county, and he
shall bo required to keep a separate and
distinct account of said tax levied or as-
sessed as aforcscid, and upon default or
failure to pay the same at the time and
times that he may be required so to do, it
shall be lawful for the city of W ilmington
to institute suit upon such Sheriff's official
bonds for the recovery of the same, eo due
the city, by motion before the Judgo of
tho buperior Uourt alter twenty day notice
of the motion to the paid Sheriff and his
securities.

Sec. 7. That the city Marshal shall no
longer collect the city tax, and tne same
shall be collected by a tax collector, to be
appointed by the Mayor and Aldermen for
that purpose, who are required to hx iiis
salary anel fees, and the tax collector so
appointed shall be .the city Treasurer, and
shall, before he enters upon the duties of
his office of Tax Collector aid Treasurer,
be required to enter into bono with ap-
proved security, payable to the city of Wil
mington, in such sum as the Mayor and
Aldermen shall prescribe, conditioned fot
the faithful performance of his duties as
tax collector for the city of Wilmington,
ana the faithfully accounting for. ana pay
ig into the Treasury, all monies that may
