Washington, Feb. 10, 1869.
The ceremony of counting the Presiden-

tial electoral vote, in the presence of the
two Houses of Congress, to-da- y drew to
the National Capitol an immense throDg
of spectators. At au early hour men,
women and children crowded tho streets
and avenues, and a vast procession seemed
to bo moving towards Capitol Hill. The
halls, corridors and spacious galleries wero
by noon packed to their utmost capacity,
and by resolution the doors of the Houso
of Representatives wera thrown open for
the admission of ladies and gentlemen in
the rear of the bar of tho House, whero
they squeezed iu as long as standing room
could be found.

According to tho provisions of a joint
resolution previously adopted, the Senate,
headed by it3 President and Sergeant-at-Arm- s,

entered at tho north door at 1
o'clock, and filing down tho main aisle,
President Wado took the chair of the
Speaker, who at the same time retired,
while Senators becamo seated on Mr.
Wade's right. Tho members of the House
closed up iu front and on the left of the
Chair. The scene now becamo one of
grandeur, as well as of great interest.
Never before, perhaps, was tho Represen-
tative Hall so completely filled. The spec-
tators numbered thousands all within tho
walls of the one room, and yet so quiet was
tho crowd in the great anxiety to hear that
a whisper attracted attention. For tho
first time the diplomatic gallory was full,
the foreign Ministers and attaches turning
out in all their strength to witness our dem-
ocratic manner of choosing a National Ex-
ecutive.

Hia Metuod of Application and Results.

Editors Southern (hiliivator : As I am con
stantly receiving letters from all parts of the cot- -
ton-growir- g states, asKing my views vi uuauo- -
what kinds 1 prefer now i ns it, anawnat quan
tities V I wili make the (julticat-j- r the medium ot
my answers to all. Some twenty-fiv- e years ago
I b6gan to experiment with Guano. First, I tried
Peruvian. This gave good satisfaction, but was,
I then thought, rather expensive. I have since
tried all of the other varieties of note. Some
were good others worthless. I had come to the
conclusion that the Peruvian, however costly,
was tb.6 cheapest in the end, as a hard-workin- g

industrious man could manipulate it with any
other substance he thought proper. I have found
salt, plaster, flower of bones, swamp mucu, sc.,
valuable to manipulate with Peruvian Guano, but
the labor of manipulation is great, and in the
process of manipulation much of the ammonia
escapes. From this fact I have been led to in-oui- re

whether there was not an excess of ammo
nia in Peruvian Guano, and whether it would not
be more advantageous to pay for the Phosphates
than to pay so much extra for the volatile ammo-
nia. Whilst full of this idea I struck the Soluble
Pacific Guano, and was so well pleased with it
that last year I manured one-ha- lf of my cotton
with it, and the other half with the genuine Peru-
vian.

W. S. Battle's Cotton Factory.

J. 11. Ne-uhr- tt-- Co.: As the columns
of your paper have uniformly been devoted
to the extension of information regarding
the natural resources of North Carolina and
the promulgation of all the facts tending to
make non-residen- ts teek therefor, I will
aid your praiseworthy endeavors by giving
a short statement of the history and pres-
ent prosperity of the large manufacturing
interests located at the 4 Falls of Tar Ri-
ver,'1 about one mile from the town of
Rocky Mount, in Edgecombe County.

I am reliably informed that tho First
Cotton Factory in North Carolina was pro-
jected by Henry A. Donelson, the corner-
stone of which was laid in 1816 at the above
mentioned point. The building was con-
structed (so the present owner informs me)
in 1817, under the immediate direction of
Donelson, and under the proprietorship of
Joel Battle. Esq., Col. Benjamin D. Bat-
tle, Henry A. Donelson and Toter Evans.
The entire structure was of rock granite

with which the spot so abounds, and
three stories high with a basement. With-
out data, no conception can be formed of
the original cost of the factory with all its
appurtenances, including the machinery,
but it must have been "enormous at that
date. It was operated by Joel Battle and
his sons until 1S48, when it passed into the
hands of James S. and William S. Battle,
who refitted it with new und improved ma
chinery. In 1858 William S. Battle became
sole proprietor.

The vicissitudes of war did not permit
the ".venerable pile" to " pass the fiery
ordeal unscathed, " however. A detachment
of New York cavalry raided from New
Berne in 1863 and burned the factory and
grist mill with other buildings to the ground

of the first, only leaving blackened and
crumbling walls to mark the remains.

Mr. Battle, with a true spirit of enter-
prise and a provident eye, seeing that so
magnificent a water power should not re-
main " unattuned to the wants of man"
commenced in 1866, and completed in 1867
a splendid brick building on the oid site.
The foundation is of rock, and with the
basement, a large and commodious room,
is equal in room to four stories. The base
ment is devoted to the looms, the first sto-
ry to carding, the second to spinning, the
third to the reels, in which the "dressing"
is also effected.

The factory contains thirl-eigh- t looms,
sixteen hundred spindles, and all necessary
adjuncts. The machinery is new and of the
most improved kind, put up to order by
tha Rogers Locomotion and Machine
Work of Paterson, New Jersey. In full
operation it has capacity to consume 700
pounds of raw cotton per day, and the
looms will turn out about 1,200 yards of
shirting and 500 pounds of cotton yarn.

Fifty operatives find daily employmetn
in this institution ; and when it is remem-
bered that they are exclusively native
whites, with a large preponderance of fe-

males principally between the ages of 12
and 25 the heart of the moralist will
thank Mr. B. for enabling ' so many poor
girls to earn an honest livelihood, and
avoid the paths of crime to which destitu-
tion so frequently drives them. This class
of laborers is always abundant and cheap,
as they infinitely prefer working in numer
ous companionship in the shade, for cer-

tain wages, to farming, exposed to the
weather with remuneration more uncer-
tain.

The water power embraces the entire
volume of tho water of Tar river, which, at
this point is about 80 yards wide, and av-
erages 6 or 7 feet in depth. There ia a
natural fall, but the water is ren-
dered available by a substantial dam, con-
structed of massive blocks of rock hewn
out of the large rocks lining the river,
which gives a fall of 11 feet, and which, by
raising the dam, could easily be made 20,
giving a force to a several hundred horse
power.

This acquatic monster is not allowed to
expend itself on the cotton factory alone,
but is made subservient to a large and per
fectly appointed wheat and corn mill, run
ning five pairs of stones, and completely
fitted with every convenience of a first--

class flouring mill, and a large circular saw
mill. The cost of rebuilding the factory,
mills, store-roo- m, refitting with machinery,
fcc, could n t have cost, in 1867, less than
sixty or seventy thousand dollars.

The operatives live in neat white cot
tages, sufficiently numerous to have tha
appearance of a village, situated within a
convenient distance to their labor.

With the multitudinous advantages of
fered by this location, within a mile of tho
Wilmington and Weldou Railroad, and the
terminus of tho iarboro branch, whicli
will soon be completed to Wiliiamston, on
the direct line of the railroad contemplated
to run from Rocky Mount to Clarksville
Junction, in Warren county ; accessible to
anv market in the United States : in the
heart of the richest section of North Caro-
lina, thus guaranteeing, at cheap rates, a
bountiful supply of the raw material water
power unsurpassed, climate salubrious,
labor, for manufacturing purposes, cneap
and plentiful, it is somewhat astonishing
that the eyes of intelligent capitalists have
not been turned in this direction. The
Spragues might have made a safer invest-
ment nearer at home.

Could some millionaire, seeking a place
to deposit advantageously his superabund
ant cash, once look upon tho fine growth
of stupendous oak, which overspread a
portion of the village, (called "The Falls,')
and view the site, designed by nature and
endorsed by art, for a large manufacturing
town, he would settle down, be welcomed
by all good men, enrich himself and help
us to prosperity.

I omitted to state that Mr. Donelson,
after building tho factory at this point,
proceeded to Fayetteville and awoke the
people to manufacturing enterprises ia
that locality. Enterprise.

A Fact for Cotton Grawers.
Dr. Boagin has recently delivered a well

considered address on the subject of cot-

ton erowiner. in which ho suggests a very
simple means for tho destruction of the fly
which produces the cotton worm. The
importance of destroying the fly is thus
calculated : One fly of to-da- y will be repro
duced by 250,000 on the 13th of August ;

then by 135,000,000 on the 13th of Septem
ber ; then by 62,500,000,000 on the 14th of
October.

The method recommended is simple,
cheap and easily applied. He . suggests
building small hres of any substance which
burns with little smoke, these to be kept
up from dusk until 9 or 10 o'clock. The
fly is attracted by the light and buzzes into
it. unless tho heat is too creat, which is
avoided by the small fires recommended
by the Doctor. These, bailt at intervals
of a hundred vards. are found to be the
best protection against worms either in
cotton or tobacco yet devised by the in-

genuity of the growers of these great sta-

ples.

the counting of the electoral vote com-
menced with tho State of New Hampshire.
This astonished the uninitiated, as accord
ing to no rule could New Hampshire come
first in the list of States. The secret of tho
movement, however, was well understood
among the wiro-pulle- rs of tho Radical
party. It had been determined to reject,
if possible, the electoral vote of Georgia.
and under no circumstances to allow it to
be couuted, except hypothetically, and to
avoid a contest in the middle of tho consti-
tutional count, it was arranged to place
Georgia at the foot of tho list.

Henco
the States were seemingly called at ran-
dom, as they happened to be reached, and
the count proceeded quietly and in order,
until the vote of Louisiana was presented.
At this point an unexpected scene ono
not called for in the bills was presented
by the Hon. James Mullens, better known
here as "Old Mullins, of Tennessee. Ho
objected to tho vote of Louisiana being
counted, to the great disgust of the Grant
wing of the Radical party, many of whom
wrere heard to exclaim, in the most unpar-
liamentary language, "Old Mullins is a
fool." Yet his movement was backed by
Butler, who headed the anti-Gran- t faction
of the Radicals. Tho result was tho Sen-
ate had to be sent bask to their Chamber
amid confusion and uproar.

This knot in tho proceedings, however,
was soon untied, and the list of States was
gone through with, and Georgia, according
to the programme, was reached. Now tho
war began in earnest, and the Senate was
again forced to retire. It will be remem-
bered that only a few hours previously the
two Houses of Congress adopted a joint
resolution providing specially for the count-
ing of tho vote of Georgia. It was agreed
in this joint resolution that if it should bo
ascertained that the vote of Georgia did
not alter tho result, then the presiding
officer should announce that, if tho vote of
Georgia should be counted, tho result
would bo thus and so; and if not counted,
then it would stand thus and so. Yet in
violation of this joint resolution Butler
objected to the vote of Georgia being
counted for several reasons which ho as-

signed in writing, and tho Senate retired
to consider the objections.

The House by a large vote determined
that the vote of Georgia should not bo
counted, and tho Senate camo to tho op-

posite determination. This issue present-
ed a serious dilemma, Gen. Grant's claim
to the Presidency yet depended upon his
being declared elected according to tho
forms prescribed by tho Constitution.

The Senato determined to take tho bull by
the horns, and without waiting for an in-
vitation they returned to tho hall cf repre
sentatives and resumed their positions.
Mr. Wade then announced his purposo to
declaro the result of the vote according to
tho terms of the joint resolution. This
announcement was followed by a scene of
the wildest confusion, and vo dipgraccful
did the Butler wing of tho party behavo
that Speaker Colfax sprang upon the stand,
seized tho gavel, and after a violent rap-
ping ordered tho Sergeant-at-Arm- s to ar-

rest any member who dared further to in-

terrupt tho proceedings. Butler yelled
and howled with rage, and poured out his
vials of wrath upon the head of " Old
Ben ;" but all in vain. Tho vote was an-

nounced, and Ulysses S. Grant and Schuy-
ler Colfax declared elected President and
Vice-Presiden- t of the United States. Tho
presiding officer then immediately de-
clared the " joint convention " at an end,
and the Senate hastened to escape from the
Hall, leaving Butler still rampant and
abusive of the venerable " Ben," whom he
denounced in terms unsuited to ears po-

lite.
The agony is over and the forms of tho

Constitution have been complied with, the
votes have been counted, and Gen. Grant
haa been declared elected President. In
calmly reviewing this day's proceedings he
will no doubt find food for reflection, and
facts which may in some measure control
his futre action.
