SENATE 'ROCEEDINGS, MONDAY, FEGRUARY 15,

(CONCLUDED.)
Mr. Wynne, by leave, introduced a reso-
Intion directing the Secretary of State to
notify the Senate what nomber of registra-
tion books he ordered, how many he dis-
posed of and to whom, and the amount of
money he drew to meet ihe expense, for
distribution, and by what authority.
After considerable debate, Mr. Wynne,
by leave, withdrew his resolution and of-
fered another, instructing the committee
appointed to investigate the affairs of the
Treasurer’s office : to investigate, zlso, the
affairs of the Secretary of State’s office.
After discussion, on motion of Mr.
Moore, of Carteret, the whole matter was
laid on the table.

Bill authorizing the Board of Education
to sell stock in the Wilmington and Man-
chester and the Wilmington and Weldon
jailroads came up, was discussed at
length, amended, and passed its several
readings nnder a suspension of the rules.

Mr. Jarvis sid he did not intend to make
any extended remarks upon this matter as
this proviso was nothing mare than carry-
ing out the plain provisions of the Consti-
tation. He thought this was the proper
place for this Assembly to state explicitly,
now they were levying taxes, whether or
not they intended to confine themselves to
the constitutional limitations,
Messrs, Estes, Vest and others opposed
it on the ground that the bill was no place
for it as 1% was a matter for the Supreme
Court to decide as to this limitation.§
Mr. Mendenhall said he hoped the gen-
tlemen would stick up to their promises to
the people last Spring. All Republican
speakers in that campaign declared that
this was the limitation and that taxation
could not go beyond it. Upon the adop-
tion of the amendment, the yeas and nays
being called resnlted in the following bal-
lot :

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Small~Pox nnd Vaccination.
1t was stated some days ago, on the au-

small-pox has been prevailing to a fright-
ful extent, that vaccination proved of no
avail, and that even pergons who had pre-
viously had the disease, and were well mark-
ed by it on every part of their body, con-
tracted it a second time and died of it.—
These facts; which seem to be well authen-
ticated, were calculated to alarm the publie
mind and to destroy eonfideuce in the
only preventive Litherto relied on. The
subject seems to be attracting the attention
of medical men, and Dr. Hall, in a late
number of his Journal of Health, gives
the following as his opinion.

1. Infaniile vaccination is an almost per-
fect eafegunard until the fourteenth year.

2. At the beginning of the fourteenth
the system gradually loses its capability of
resisting until about twenty-one, when
many persons become almost as liable to
small-pox as if they had not been vaccina-

3. The liability remains in fall force
until about 22, when the susceptibility be-
gins to decline, and continues for seven
years to grow less and less, becoming ex-
tinet in about fifty, the period of life when
the general revolution of the body begins
to take place, during which the system
yields to decay, or takes a new lease of life,
for two or three terms of seven years each.

4. The great practieal use to be made of
these statements is—let every youth be re-
vaccinated on entering fourteen. Let sey-
eral attempts be made, so as to be certain
of safety. As the malady is more liable to
prevail in cities during winter, special at-
tention is invited to this subject at this
time.

Shrewd Method of Evading the Tarifl
Laws,

One of the shrewest dodges yet invent-
ed for evading the payment of duty on
imported goods hae just been reported to
the treasury. A Boston hotel keeper,
wishing to furnish his botel with the very
best of furniture at the cheapest possible
cost, went to Paris, a short time since,
rented a house, bought about $60,000
worth of furniture and took it into the
house. A portion of the furniture, such
as bedding, towels, carpets, &e¢., were made
up in the house by workmen employed
for the purpose. An officer of the customs
in New York city, who happened to be in
Paris at the time, was invited by the hotel
proprietor to become his guest, to which
he consented, thereby saving all expenses
of board, lodging, &c. In afew days af-
ter the customs officer left, the furniture
was shipped for New York, and, it 1s alleg-
ed, was admitted free of duty on the proper
evidence having been snbmitted showing
that the goods were pexsonal efiects which
had been in use before shipment. Once
landed in New York, the farniture was
forthwith carried to Boston, and the enfer-
prising Yankee had achieved o success,

; The Copper Tarllf Veto—-Suflcage Counstltu=

tiopal Amendment—Another Senatorial
Muddle_.Interosting Contest—Course of
Souihern Senators on the Suffrag
Amendment _Generai Sherman , &ec.

Wasnixarox, Feb, 17, 1869,

The copper tariff bill is yet in the hands
of the President, with no authoritative as-
aurance thet it will be vetoed, though
there is o general impression that Mr,
Johnson must retarn the bill with reasons
for refusing to approve. This opinion is
not based upon anything said by the Pres-
ident since the bill wasplaced in his hands,
but it is argned that Mr. Johnson, to be
consistent with his well understood senti-
ments as to free trade, muast veto this cop-
per bill. There is great anxiety manifest-
ed on the subject, alike by the friends and
opponents ot the measare, and the latier
affirm that if the bill comes back to Con-
gress it eannot be passed over the veto.
The President has appointed Thomas
Marphy and Hampton B. Denman com-
missioners to negotiate a treaty with Mi-
ami Indians of Kausas and Indiana, now
temporarily in this city,

Another scene of confusion amounting to
an almost inextricable parhamoutary muod-
dle, took place in the Senate this after-
noon in diecussion upon the proper mode
of disposing of the suifrage constitutionsl
amendment, which had come back from
the House on the refusal of that body to
concur in the Senate amendments.

Over three hours were spent in deter-
mining the effect of the Senate receding
from its amendment, nearly one-half of
the Benators. arguing that such aection
would have the effect of passing the joint
resolution as it came from the %Iouse ori-
ginally; the other half holding that the
passage of a motion to recede left the snf-
frage amendment open: for amendment, or
adoption, or rejection.

It became evident that the Republican
Senators were about equally divided upon
the House proposition, which was constru-
ed to prohibit, by implication at least, col-
ored citizens from holding office. On this
ground the southern Senators appeared to
be a unit in opposition to the resolation,
they demanding that the mecasure should
be so worded as to give negroes the same
rights and privileges as are aceorded to
them in South Carolina, Louisiana, etc.
On this subject quite a heated conversa-
tion was indulged in between Senator
Stewart and the Southern Senators in one
corner of the Senate chamber whilst the
various votes were being taken. Mr. Btew-
art had undertaken to engineer the suffrage
resolution through in a }iffy, to-day, and
had counted upon the co-operation of the
southcrn Senators.

The Senate having subsequently receded
from its amendments and refused to adopt
the Honse resolution, left the whele sub-
ject again open, to begin e novo, This
was just what Seuntors Sumner and Wil-
son desired, and thercupon they simultsa-
neously, with @ dozen other Senators,
jumped to the floor, clumorons for recog-
pition from the Chair. Mr. Stowart rush-
¢d down clese to the U'resident’s chair and
suceeeded in getting in a motion to take up
e sufleage resolunon adopted by the Sen-
ate judiciary committee, which gives the
colored citizen the right to hold office.
This resolution was expeeted to have the
sapport of the southern Senators, and that
therefore it wonld pass instantaneously ;
mt to the consternation of the exeited
Stewart, up sprang Senator Ioward, one
of the most radical of radicis «ud an-
nounced his determiuation to ¢, ,» s aud
discuss the resolution. Senator Nrve aiso
said he would oppose the measnr:,
