A1, Beali, from a Belect Committes. v whom
was referred o petition from W. H. Deasley, re-
lating to the maaufacture of gugar from Sorghum,
mude a favorable report, but, owing to the pres-
ent cmbarrassment of the Btate they do not feel
authorized to recommend the purchase o the
right by the Stat~, but would suggest Lthe crgaci-
zation of Joint Btock Companies in tho State to
carry out the aforesaid object.

Schools of different grades.

In each township there shall be biennially
elected by the gualified voters tkereof, a School
Committee, to consist of three persons, who
shall, under the supervision of their County
C‘ommissioners, have power and it shall be their

lgt. To establish and maintain for at ieast four
montks in every year, a suflicient number of
separate and distinct <chools of different grades
for the white and colored races, and at conve-
pient loecalities, which shall be under their imme-
diate control for the education of all children be-
tween the ages of six and twenty-one years re-
siding therein.
2d. Toestablish and maintain, whenever it ghsll
be deemed practicable, a Public School Library
for the use of the inhabitants genersally cf the
township, and such Library shall be kept together
at some convenient place.
3d. To determine what amount of money shall
be raised by tax on taxable property of the town-
ship for the purpose of building and farnishing
school houses, and to defray the expenses of any
school or schools.
A division of the question was called for and
sustained—the section was stricken out.

1
have made an estimate based on the state-
ment of the Governor in relation to the
amount of taxable property in the State,
and, sir, this fifty per cent. tax provided ino
this abomination of desolation will amount
to one million twe hundred and fifiy thou-
sand dollars. Now, sir, what is wanted with
this large ameunt of money in addition to
the funds in the hands of the Board of
Education to build elegant Gothic strue-
tures to frown down on the poor ragged
children of North Carolina—the proposi-
tion is absurd, the people do not want to
be taxed to erect such buildings, they pre-
fer to meet together and bauild their own
school houses as has been the custom here-
tofore ; besides, it is utterly impossible for
the people of the State to bear this addi-
tional burthen., I trust, sir, this Senate
will give that calm consideration to this
subject as it deserves, and strike out both
the 32d and 33d sections which contain this
provision.

Mr. Welker said he was satisfied that the
Senator did not fully understand the pro-
visions of the section. Iis provisions sim-
ply authorize the queslion to be submitted
to the people whether they will be taxed
or not, limiting the amount to 50 per cent.
