He said that in regard
to the argument advanced by gentlemen
who favored high salaries, about provi-
ssons and the necessaries of life betng so
much higher now than fuormerly; that be-
fore the war North Carolina was far more
able "to pay the Governor and others
$10,000 a year than she was now to pay
$1,000.

He would oppose these extravagant
salaries, especially when the men and every
women were toiling dunily for the merest
pittance.

The lowest sum assigned to any eflicer
in the substitute was about $6 per day for
each working day of the year, and he
thought it ample when taking Into consid-
eration the distressed and impoverished
condition of the State.

After some further discussion the whole
matter was laid on the table on motion of
Mr. Ellington.

On motion of Mr. Ellington, the Icusze
adjourned until 7} o’clock this evening.

J. W. Leary colored said he could ap-
preciate the principles of this resclation.
He, by the magnaoniwity of the Congress
and the people had been relieved from a
heavy burden indeed, and therefore he
could appreciate the spirit of the resolu-
tion and was prepared to vote for it. They
might call bim ‘““weak kneed” bat be could
claim censistency, as he did not one day
introduce here a resolution and the next
day vote against one of the same character
as did some gentlemen on this floor (al-
lading to Mr. Sinclair.)

Bat it was time to cease
to speak of the war and those engaged in
it. It had been four years since the Con-
federate looked upou his flag, Confederate
and Federal sleep side by side, their ashes
co-mivgle, and the gruss grows over their
graves on a thousand fields. Can't we
forget those past differences and go for-
ward band in hand to build wp a great
country. Who were the mujority of the
mer luboring under political disabilities?
Why they are the very men who in 1860
and 61 stood firmly by and battled brave-
ly for thie Union until hurried into the war
by a whirlpool of excitement. They had
held some putty office of magistrate, eon-
stable, &c., and hinl probably given com-
fort in some way tothe war. The men
who fought the war out had never been
upder disabilities aud bad never held any
kind of office previous (o its breaking out,
therefore, not effected by laws imposing
disabilities. Do you gentlemen who es-
tablished this government, wish the peo-
ple of the State to love both the goveru-
ments at the State and United States, or
do you, by a proseriptive policy, seek to
alienate them. Must the men who North
Carolina in days gope by delighted to
hunor, be serter ced forever to be debar-
red of the rig! {* r :.d privileges of freemen
and eitizens. ... true anc ¢71zect polioy
of a wise goveroment is t0 ma.. its best,

purest and wisest men in places of known
trust apd protit, yet, the most honorable
men, possessing the highest order of talent
'are ineapable of holding the lowest
and most insignificant office. Can you
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;rnsuh.:l:}_‘; 'l-!(pt'('t men thus Stlgm‘“nd
aud degraded to love and honor the gov-
erument whose luws place in that position.
If North Carolina was called npon te point
, ont her jewels, like the mother of the Grac-
chi, she would point to her children.
He did not think the resolution would
accomplish nuything, but it had to be voted
upon one way or the other. By refusing
to adopt it you allow the declaration to go
ont that a large portion of onr best citizens
are unworthy and unfit to be trusted with
the privileges of citizenchip. Pass it and
you take a step in the right direction to-
wards coneigning to a merited oblivion all
racollections of the past difierences, and to
heal the discords and dissensions that
have torn the country.
The passage of this resolution will not
put any one in office. It will remain for
the people to do that, and if a man is so
popular and deserving thet the people will
elect him to office, is it right to legislate to
keep him out of it. Then let us forget
the past, clear away the last vestige of the
war and unite in repairing our waste pla-

ces.

Mr. Durham said last Summer the gen-
tlemsan from Robeson (Mr. Sinclair), fu\
out Heroded Herod in his efforts to got
the House to adopt a similar resolution, —
He (Sinclair) was far more sactive in such
measares than he (Mr. Durhum) was, for
he (Mr. D.) did not, at that time, think it
would accomplish any good. In fact the
gentleman had introduced resolutions
similar to this one at the early part of this
lesali;m. (llmt now he has thrown e somer-
sault and is strenuous in his o tion to
this measure. He (Mr. Duri,nmlm.)i would
feel and cxpress suprise at such bare face
and ridiculous inconsistency if he did not
know the gentleman’'s character so well.—
The gentleman from Robeson is, no doubt,
shrewd at times in his taotics, but this
time the motives that influence him are
too apparent and plain to be concealed.—
