Trucking,

The present delightful weather will have
the effect of mrging our truck farmers to
renewed exertions. . We may well believe
that the Spring has now fairly opened, and
no efforts should be spared to prevent one
moment of the present season of genial
<unshine from being lost. We are aware
that there has been much activity displayed
among this class of farmers, and that a
much larger area has been planted in vege-
tables than heretofore, while some of the
largest orchards in the country have been
set out in this immediate vicinity. The
attention which these crops are receiving
is much greater than that which has char-
acterized * their cultivation during pre-
vious years.

Having greatly the advantage of our
Norfolk neighbors in climate, and those in
Charleston and Savannah in accessibility
to market, there is no reason why the crops
of the present year should not prove very
profitable to our truckers. If no ontoward
circumstance interferes, we predict great
profit during the Spring, attended by
greater exertions next year. We learn that
thoee who have planted radishes will soon
begin to gather them. In some ten or
twelve days many boxes of this vegetable
will be forwarded to the North.

The Railroad cfficials will not be behind
our farmers, A special train will be pat
on the roads between this point and Nor-
folk, leaving here late each afternoon, and
reaching Norfolk in time for the steamers
of the following day, as soon as the crops
are ready for shipment. We sincerely trast
that all parties will receive benefit from
this liberal provision.

Official and Personal Conduct.

Governor Holden, with illy-concealed
prejudice and vindictiveness, hastened
negro militiamen to Alamance county to
vindicate the majesty of the law, and to
bring to punishment men who had violated
the tlaw only when sorely tried. There
had been no resistance to officers; there
was no laches upon the part of the officers,
and proper punishment would in all proba-
bility have been meted out to the offend-
ers in due course of law. But wo suppose
the Governor felt the solemn responsi-
bility of his official position, and if not a
duty to the people, at least a good tnra to
the party could bo given. The official
ukase was forthwith promuigated, and his
sable troops were armed and sent to the
scene of action.

So much for the official.

Two days after this coup o elal, us we
learn from the S:ntinel (an account of
which we have already published,) this
same (Governor, in the city of Raleigh, in
the presence of the Mayor and other peace
officers, while the Mayor's Court wasin
gession, and when the multitude there col-
lected were much excited, did harangue
the infuriated mob, against the earnest
protest and efforts of the Mayor, and did
then and there endurse expressly the breaking
of the peace on the part of his son and others
who had collected together and conspired to
assassinate Mr. Turner,

He not only did this, says the Sentinel,
but only a few moments before, as he was
on his way to the Mayor’s office in com-
pany with four or five of his body-guard,
without the slightest provoeation, he raised
his stick against a minister of the Gospel
who was quietly passing him, and who was
not at the moment looking towards him,
exelaiming in excited and angry tones as
he did so, *‘wHao are you ?” The glentle-
man quietly told the warlike Governor

that *‘‘he would have nothing to do with
him,”

8o much for the individual.

The South Carcolina Railroad.

1t seems as if our pleasant little contro-
versy with our friends of the Charleston
News was about to result in something
practical, and we trust, beneficial. If the

/ews and the Journal can arrange a tariff
of through rates between the Sonth Caro-
lina and those North of it as far as Norfolk,
which will be mutually satisfactory, we
shall accomplish that which the railroad
officials have thus far entirely failed in
doing, and which must prove of advantage
to these roads.

In denying our statement that the Sonth
QOarolina Railroad Company has been
offered the same rates upon through
freight from Kingsville to Augusta as it
charges from Charleston to Augusta, it
sabmits by authority the following propo-
sitions :

1. The South Qaroling Rsilroad Company has
always offered to the roads East to take freight
from or to Kingsville at the same rates which are
paid from Charleston, so that for freight, for ex-
ample, from 'ugsville to Augasta the South
Carolina Road would receive as much as from
Charleston to Augusta. This is a standiog offer
which may be aceepted at any time.

2. The South Carolina Railroad is willing to do
better than this, and will p»v rate with the Wil-
mipgton Ronds, if they will make the rate to New
York vis Kingsville, as much more than the rate
via Charleston, as is equal to the difference of in-
surance by tho two routes. This difference the
South Carolina Raiiroad will commute at twenty
per cent., and will pro rate via Wilmingtoun, if tha

rate is made twenty per cent. higher than the
rate via Gharleston.

In pehalf of the roads connecting at this
pouint we will say these propositions will
be accepted, and it will require but a
meeting of our railroad officials {o seal the
contract.

So far as the first proposition has refer-
ence to the past, we have to say that while
it is true the offer may have beem made,
our information is that whenever a
cargo of freight passed over the Bonth
Carelina Railroad under these verbal agree-
meuls, local charges were made out against
the freight and much trouble wag given
before the matter was sottled. Ounp infor-
mation is that other impadiments haye

‘been thrown in the way of such through}

freights—such as a refansal to coliect the
'throigh charges by which business is
greatly facilitated, and losses were not
promptly made good. Our friends know
well enough that there are a thousand ways
by which such business can be pro-
moted and as many by which it can be
checked, and in either ca-e there may exist
the same agreement.

After there shall have been a contract
entered into by these roads, which we
sincerely trust may result as the efforts of
the two papers, we have this proposition
to make to our esteemed cotemporary :
That both the News and Journal publish the
facts relating to the breaking of the agree-
ment, in letter or spirit, by either or all of
the contracting roads. What say our

friends ? ]

The Suffrage Amendment,

A correspondent of the New York Zimes,
who is a retired statesman, and evidently a
man of great ability and experience, writing
under the sobriguet of **A Veteran Obser-
ver” of the proposed Fifteenth Amend-
ment, says :

“ My opinion has always been that what is called
the Fifteenth Amendm-nt to the Constitution,
cannot be adopled in eithe~ Ohio or Indwana or
probably Hinois. 1f I understand that amen!-
ment, it forces the Etates to admit Chinese as well
a8 negroes Lo vote, and Hindoos if they shall come
Now [ waut to »sk you in the Pimes; Furst, 1fit
is right to admit pagan Chinsse acd Hindoos o
vote, if you couid ? Second, If yon Lave aright
to force npon any State, even by an amendment
to the Counstitation, s change iu its lundamental
stroctore, viz : the members of (he civil comma-
nity ? And third, How yon propase to eufurce
that amendment on the States that reject the
amendment ? Ifthe State of Ohbio should rejaect
that amendment, what can you do to enforce it ?
These are very serious questions, and if that
amendment ia to be earried into party issnes, I
think the Republican party has more to dread
than at any time since it formation.”

It has been our opinion that thisamend-
ment would become a stumbling block in
the onward path of the Radical party. The
result of the election in Indiana has proved
the correectness of the correspondent
of The Times, in regard to that State,
and we bave no doubt Ohio will be as em-
phatie in its rejection in October next.

To show how completely States have
been subjugated by Congress, we have only
to publish the answer of the Zimes to the
(uestions proposed. States which were
jealous of their own rights bave had tleir
powers taken from them by endorsing the
action of Clongress in destroying Stute
governments in the South. The chalice
prepared for others, they themselves have
been made to drink.

The Zimes says :

““ As to the right to forco aunything we
choose upon a State, by an amendment of
the Federal Constitation, we supposed that
had been settled affirmatively during the
last three years, and that it had now be-

come little less than treasou, to the party
at all events, to doubt it. The States have
practically been reduced to very insignifi-
cant positions in ouar political system ; and
we have no doubt a very strong portion of
the dominant political sentiment of the
country looks upon them as much more
like cownnties, or wholly subordinate frac.
tions of the nation, than as essential ele-
ments of its sovereigu authority.

“ How the ameudmont is to be enforced
upon States that reject it, we do not know ;
bat we presame in the same way as any
other obligation of the national Counstitn-
tion is enforeced upon any State. Woshould
like to answer this question by askiug cur
correspondent another :—how is the au-
thority of the amendment, if it becomes
part of the Constitution, to be resisted by
any Stato ? Experiments made hitherto
by States in that direction have not had
prosperous or encouraging issues.

““ Ono thing scems to us clear—it is an
infamous mockery of justice and equal
rights, to talk of making laws or passing
constitutional amendments, securing politi-
cal or civil rights to all men, without dis-
tinction of race or color, so long as Chinese
or Hindoos are treated as they now are in
California—without hindrance or protest
on the part of the General Government,”

The Thing Works.

The New York Cilizen announces that
the prospectus of a paper to be called 7%e
Imperialist has been issued in that city.
Its creed, according to the prospectus, is
“revolutionary.” Its mission is to prepare
the minds of the American people for the
revolution, already begun, which 1is to
terminate in the Imperial Government. It
declares that the national faith in the
keeping of the populace will be sullied by
repudiation ; that ‘‘the Republic means
lawlessness, corruption, insecurity to per-
son and property, robbery of the public
creditors, and civil war ; and that the Em-
pire means law, order, security, public
faith and peace.” This journal, says the
Citizen, is likewise to advocate General
Graxt as Emperor. Things do not move
much just now in the direction indicated
by this advanced expression of the opinion
of the Imperialist. If such a paper really
appears it will have an up-hill business.
Imperialism will never manifest itself pop-
ularly, and will be enthroned by a coup
d' etai—the people passively submitting.

Common Schools A Fat Job,

We notice in the debates upon the bill
te provide a system of publie instruction,
that Mr. Bowman and other native Radi-
cale object to the sections of the act
which require the Board of Education to
provide a series of books for the Common
Schools, and that such as shall be selected
to be used until ctherwise provided by the
General Assembly. Mr. Bowman thinks
obnoxious systems of religion and politics
might be inculeated into the minds of the
youth of the State.

We will tell Mr. Bowman further, that
there is a schemo on foot by the carpet-
baggers to publish a series of school books
to be nsed by the common schools of the
State, and several of them expect to make
a ‘‘good thing” of it. Poor North Caro-
lina must be bled to give life to these va-

grants. From the haste with which they
act, and the big slices which they take, it
appears as if they believe the fountain will

From the Eale:gb Btandard.
REVEMNUE ACT.

The following act has passed both Houses of
the General Assembly:

Rection 1. The GGeneral Assemnbly of North Caro-
lina do enact, That the taxes hereinsfter desig-
nuted, payable in the exisling pational currency,
ghall be assessed and collected under the rules
an1 regulations prescribed in this act, and in tho
aet fur collectiog revenue, ratified March twelfth,
eigntesn hundred and eix‘y-six, or such act as
may be substituted therefor by this Geperal
Assembly; all ths provizions of which, excep: so
far as modified or rep=a'ed, shsll be held applica-
ble to secure ths assessmeunt, co:lection and returo
of the taxes herein impoeed.

Hee. 2. On each taxable poll or male between
the ages of twenty-one and fifty, except such
poor and infirm persons as the Connty Commis-
sioners m:y declare and record fit subject for
exemption, there shall be annually levied and
collectad a tax of one dollar and five ceunls, the
proceeds of such tax to be devoted to purposes of
education as may be preseribed by law, .

17 any po!l tax shall not be psaid withio sixty
dave after the same shall bs demandable, it shall
be the duty of the sheriff, if he can find no p-opeity
of the person liable sulficier t to satisfy the same
to garuishee aoy person indebted to the person
liable, or who may become indebted to him be-
fore the expiration «f the calendar year.

Dear Eprtors :—While looking round
the town of Lenoir, I was struck with the
appearance of a pile lying under shelter
which looked not far different from s pile
of chopped potatoes. On examination I
found it te be ehopped roots, and further
inquiry bronght ont the information that
there was a great trade at that place in
medicinal roots and herbs. Let me give
you the usnal names of a few of them, and
if you have any curiosity you can hunt up
the botanical terms for yourself : Poke
Root, Rattle Weed, Wild Indigo, Wild
Ratbane, Gravel Plant, Liverwort, Star
Root, Balm of Gilead Buds, Indian Hemp,
Blne Flag, Butterfly Root, Bitter Root,
Queen of the Meadow. All these find a
ready market chiefly in Philadelphia, and
at remuancrating priees. I suppose I saw
three tons of them ready to pack for mar-
ket.

How wonderfully diversified are the pro-
ductions of North Carolina ! 1 passed from
the medicine prodaeing region—{from the
place where dyes are bronght to light te
adorh  the forms of the belles of our
land, into that which brings to light that
which heals many as aching heart, and
looks more beautiful in the eyes of thon-
sauds than all else that nature affords—
Gold. I cannet speak of the 1nines
particnlarly, not go into any details.—
The cperations of the ** Mountain Mining
Company 7 are quite extensive, as they are
working seven mines, generally with profit,
There are many other firms and many in-
dividoals working ; seme with but poor
i success, owing, as I believe, chiefly to the
fact that too large an expenditure is made
for machinery before it is ascertained with
certainty that as much ore ean be obtain-
el as the machinery will work. TIustances
could be cited of immense works being put
up to worka vein that could have been
worked with one-eighth of the expendi-

ture. The priocipal mines are on
what is called in Georgia, * The
Pigeon Roost belt,” and its branch

veins. The belt reaches nearly the whole
length of the United States, commencing
in Nova Scotia aud ending in Alabama,
with a general course of Northeast and
Sounthwest, and lying entirely east of the
Blue Ridge, to which it approaches very
near at some points, cropping out in Vir-
ginis, North Carclina, Georgia and Ala-
bama.

posure to the air for some time. 1 saw
s;ecimens with thousands of the beautiful
little garnets sparkling through them, and
occasionally some of large size and great
beauty are found, the splendid *‘‘hya-
cinth garnet” being pot uncommon.—
Sometimes they strike what is called a
“saccharoid vein,” whiech looks and cuts
like loal sugur—hence the name. I do
not say that gold is found only in these
formations ; there are others, but I have
not time to mention them.

I had the pleasure of traveling with two
of the most experienced men engaged in
the mines, one of them being an engineer
and assayer,and on our route,at my sugges-
tion, we explored oune of the excavations
of the **Wilmington, Charlotte and Ruther-
ford Railroad,” made some years ago, and
in which the track has not yet been laid.
