The Government has at last consented to

Mr. Corcoran will at once turn
it over by deed to trustees for the pur-
poses of u great national art gallery, and
add to the munificent gift the entire rent
due from the Government, together with
hiseplendid private galleryof paintings and
sculptuare. This magnificent donation
altogether will amount to over a million
of dollars, and is intended for the benefit
of the people at large, and as the founda-
tion of an institution of permanent credit
to the country, and of incalculable advan-
tage to the students of art in future times.
