GOV, SWAIN S HISTORICAL COLLECTIONS,

This lotter 15 one of very many ~oilected
by Gov, Swain to illustrato the history of
the State and University. A rich and in-
storehonse of material for the
future Historian. It is not among the
least of the debts which North Carolina
owes to Gov. Swain that he was for many
years so indefatigable in collecting such
material.

Ilis wide acguaintances thoughount the
Uunton, his large correspondence, and the
gonernl esteem felt for him by all classes
and parties, grave him nnusual facilities for
gathering information. He was himself a
storchouso of faets and anecdotes, and
eenealogical and traditional lore, such as
no other man’s memory in the State could
ecompass. He loved such investigations,
and was never happier than when he re-
ceived a communication from some like-
minded friend, throwing fresh light on
some obseure corner of inquiry. Losing
him, we lost the key to his vast collection
of papers, and the only hand competent to
fuse and present them to the world in a
competent form. Let who will take up
his mantle and endeavor to earry out his
designs, the nameo of Davip L. SwaIN
must ever remain first on the list of those
who loved and honored North Carolina,
and who, more than any other man of his
day, keeping himsclf aloof from State
politics, had fostered State pride, and laid
the fonndation for bnilding up our State
Iiistory.

FINALLY,
Ciov, Swain’s death oceurring when it did,
gave adramatie and tragieal interest to
e elose of his eonnection with the Uni-
cevsity and to the close of the fifth Act of
tho University's career. That there should
now be an icterlnde of a Farce seems
proper.  Dint that the curtain will rise

loves onr State is willing to doubt. As
by the orator atthe late
meeting of the Board, to her Alumui must
the University look now for aid and res-
torntion.

InrorTaNT DECISION OV
Count.—We learn that the Supreme Court
has just rendered a deeision to the effect
that the appropriations made by the recent

Legislature in aid of the new railroads—
that is, such as have been chartered or ex-
tended since the new Constitntion took
effect—are unconstitutional and invalid.—
This decision corroborates fully the views
held by our members {from  this
county in the Senate and House, and vin-
dicates their course in refusing to vote
for what they said and what s
now admitted by oar highest tribu-
nals, was unconstitutional and ille-
gal  legislation. The decision we
speak of was made in the ease directly con-
cerning the Chapel Hill railroad,—or, as it
was nicknamed by a Democratic Senator
at Raleigh, *‘'the Ornamental railroad ;"
bhat the decision, as we have said, virtnally
covers the casea of all the other roads, and
parts of roads, that are ncew.

Another most important feature of this
decision is that the Court has diseussed in
it the lLimit of tacation, and has said that
the tax on property cannot go above G0
cents on the huondred dollars worth. —
Nothing can be more far-reaching in its
effeets than such a decision.
