'Thisis an error, The word coolie
is Bengali, and cignifies laborer, and is not
Chinese at all. 1tis nsed by the popunla-
tions of the scaboard towns, who, for the
rmost part, speak, in common with the for-
eiyn residents; whit is ealled “Pigeon
Enclish,” to designate a particular elass of
cupioves. Thero are ** coolia riggers,”
“coolic earpenters,” *¢ eoolie deek hands,”
‘““hounse coolies,” &e., but they form o
soparate elass from the popualation around
them. In like manner the word mandarin
is generally supposed in this country and
in England to be a Cliinese term ; bat it is
not, Tt i also Pigeon English, and is de-
rived from the Portuguese word * man-
dar,” to command. Beingaccopted by the
foreiguers of the seaboard as cutirely satis-
factory, the Chinese themselves, wuo take
kindly to the absardities and facilities of
the ** Pigeon English ” for the transaction
of business, have adopted it into their
vocabulary. In like mannor many other

words, eommon to both natives and
forcigners” in China, are misunder-
stool in the homes of the ¢ out-

side barbarians,” and Lleing misunder-
stood, are of course misapplied, TFor in-
stance the epithet ** coolies,” applied to
emigrants from China to California, and
fastened on theso enterprising people in
the Golden State, is a misnomer. Yet
thousands believe that the Pacific States
are being overran by a different class of
Chinese laborers from what they actually
are. The Chinese, who labored so faith-
fully and well in the building of the Pa-
eific railroad, and who form so important
and valnable an ¢lement in the laboring
population of the State of California are
not ecoolies properly so-ealled, but emi-
grants from Chinn seeking for higher re-
muneration and better means of subsist-
ence than was afforded them in the centrsl
flowery land. Very many of them, it is
true. enter into contracts with wealthy
merchanis of China, to do a specified
amount of work and stay a certain length
of time in the territory of Uncle Sam, and
agree to terins nnderstood and agreed upon
before they leave the coast of China, just
as coolies agree with coolie agents at Chi.
nese sea ports ; but they are entirely a dif-
ferent class of people. The majority are
emigrants from China, who have volunta-
rily left the shores of the Celestial Empire,
just as Irishmen have abandoned their mud
cabins in Connaught or Muanster to seek a
wider ficld and a bigher scale of remune-
ration in the teeming West ; and like the
Irish they pay their own way, and are
““ free and independen:” from the start.

It is probably known to few readers that
tho £mpress JBugenie has German blood in
her veins.

We find the annexed singular statement
in the Columbus ( 3a.) Inquirer of the 20th
instant:

Mr. Jas. T. Holland told us yesterday
that he thonglt until one of the late storms
that he had saffered from ** bad Inek” all
that cculd be regnired of him, but one
more lick, and thet from the most unex-
pected direction, fell on him & few days
ago in the shape of lightning. He says
about one-half an sere of his best cotton
averaging nearly three fest high, was
stronck by lightning, and the cotton
and every living thing of whatever kind
were killed as dead as December. He says
the earth itself seems so paralyzed by the
stroke that it has lost all its vegetating
forever. Mr, Holland’s plantation is only
a few miles west of the city, in Lee conn-
ty, Alabama, and as singularly as the fact
stated is, he is too well known for any one
to question its trnth. Lightuing rods in
cotton fields would look queer.

Archbishop MoCloskey administered the
rite of confirmation to fonr hundred per-
gons in St. Stephen’s church, New York,
on Wednesday. Among the postulants

of the Iirst Michigan cavalry daring the
war—wns busily engaged in lis oflice, a
tall, military-looking gentleman walked in,
whom lie instantiy rcecognized as Mr. Henry
E, Lee, nephew of Genreral Robert E. Lee,
and colonel of the First Virginia cavalry
duripg the war, The recognition was mn-
tual, and called up bitter aud painful remi-
niscences of events that ocecurred during
the terrible eonflict between the armies of
the North and the Southern Confederacy.

It appears that during the war the Flivst
Virginia and Firat Michigan eavalry hap-
pened to be arrayed each against the other,
and the feeling of animosity between the
tworeoiments was ag bitter as that enter-
tained towards each other hy two single
persons who are deadly cnemies. At the
famous battle of Geottyshurg the two regi-
ments fonght face to face, each learning to
respect and hate the other for blows given
and the courage displayed.

Between Colonels Maxwell and Lee, the
leaders of the two regiments, the hate en-
tertained by the respective members of
cach regiment scemed to concentrate, and
when the contending armies were engaged
on James river, the two colonels met face
to fuce, and there swore to fight it out in a
personal conflict. The resolve was no
sooner formed than cxecnted, and deter-
mined and deadly conflict immediately en-
sued, the two regiments for the time being
niere spectators,  The result was that Max-
well recerved a sword thrust in the groin,
and Tiee had his shoulder disabled.

Since that day up to yesterday we sup-
pose that the two men have never met, and
it may well be supposed the meefing was a
strange one, and that siognlar feclings
were evoked on the occasion, They both
bear the ineffaceable maiks of hard service.
Colonel Maxwell has 1ost one lexr and has
sustained other serious physical injuries,
while the left arne of Colonel Lee 1s disa-
bled by the wonnd received in his conflict
with Colonel Maxwell.—Des., Utal, Neis.

A MURDERESS REPRIEVED.

Her Confession-- A Young Gicrl Killed for
Three Dallari and Twenty CUenta.

Governor Ballock, of Georgia, reprieved
Harriot Grier, alias Harriet Crittenden. a
negress, who was condemned to be execa-
ted at-Macon on Friday last, for the murder
of Nancy Wright, a white girl, about sev-
enteen years of age, near that city, =n the
16th of March last. A reprieve wasgrant-
ed until August 20, that she “ might bhave
full opportunity for prayer and penitence.”
On Wednesday last, while anticipating a
speedy death, she made the following con-
fession :

My right name is Harriet Crittenden,
and not Harriet Grier, as 1 am celled in
Macon, When a stave I belonged to Mr,
Oliver Crittenden, at Americus, Georgia,
My father 18 named Joy Crittenden. 1
came to Macon lrom Americus about three
weeks before I committed the crime for
which T die to-morrow. I met Nancy
Wright on the strects the evening before
the murder, an1 went home with her and
stayed all night. She showed me some
money that night which the had wmade by
selling lightwood, but I did not intend at
the time to steal it or kill her to ge$ it.—
