The Blshop of Excter,

[lenry Phillpotts, D, D., died in London
on Satnrday, nged 91 years. 1le was the
son of a hotel keeper of (loucester, Eng-
land, and was born in that city May, 1778,
e was eduecated in Corpus Christi Col-
lege, Oxford, and took his degree of B. A.
in 1795, and his degree of M. A, in due
course, in Magdalen College. In 1804 he
marriedl Miss Sartee, a nicce of Lady
Eldon, and beeame one of the chaplains of
the late Dr. Barrington, DBishop of Duar-
ham, in 1806. Three years afterwards he
was made prebendary of Durham Cathe-
dral, and held the care of one of the
larger parishes in that city ten years, when

1829 he took his degree of D. D., and in
1828 entered into his famons controversy
with Dr. Dutler. In 1528 he was ap-
pointed to the deancry of Chester, and in
the following year, at the instance of the
Duke of Wellington, was made Bishop of
Exeter, in which position he continned
until his death,

The Ilecord Found on the Beach at Buenn~
ventura.

We have received the following commu.
nication by express from a party in San
Buenaventura, who signs his name and i8
vouched for by a respectable firm in this
city as an honest, reliable man. The com-
mnniecation reads as follows :

NEWS OF BIR JOIIN FRANKLIN,

I'oand on the beach at San Buenaventu-
ra, on the 30th of August last, a document
measuring thirteen by ten inches, much
mutilated, requesting the finder to forward
it to thc Secretary of the Admiralty at
London, or to the DBritish Consul at the
nearest point. This request is printed in
six commercial lnguages. The margin
and every vacant portion of it has been
filled up with writing relating to Sir John
Franklin and his party, and was evidently
cast to the waves in Ilatitude €9 degrees,
37m.and42s., and long. 98 degrees 4m.and
5s. It gives an account of the desertion of
the ships Erebus and Terror. At the
same time of the desertion the party num-
bered one hundred and five souls, under
the command of F. R. M. Crozier, and suc-
ceeded in getting as far sonth as the lati-
tnde and longitude mentioned above.
Here they found relics of the late Sir John
Ross. The document states that Sir John
Franklin and party wintered at Beechy Is-
land in 1846 -7, in latitude 74 degrees 43m.
and28s., and longitnde 91 degrees 35m. and
15s., having desconded Wellington Chan-
nel to latitude 77 degrees, and returned by
the west side of Cornwallis Island. It also
states that Sir John Franklin died on the
11th of Junec, 1847. It contains accounts
of many interesting incidents connected
with the expedition, which will be made
known hereafter. The document was fonnd
by James Dzly, of the tirm of Daly & Rodg-
ers, lumber merchants, San Duoenaventu-
ra.

SAN DUENAVENTURA, Sept, 8, 1569,

That the docament referred to above
may have been found on the beach at San
Jnenaventura, in a bottle or otherwise, is
entirely probable ; the next qnestion re-
lates to its anthenticity and valae. 5o far
as its contents are given by our corres-
pondent, they tell us nothing bnt what
MecClintock's voyage discovercd as long
ago as 1830, in relation to the abandon-
ment of the Erebus and Terror, execept
that the records found hy MeClintock pat
the date of the abandonment in April,
1848, and did not say Sir John had died.
The personjwho foun.ifthe doecnment, if he
believes it is not a hoax, will send it to the
Dritish Consul in this eity, and transeribe
ita full contents for publication. Mean-
while wo give his statement for what it is
worth. Possibly some ingenious wag has
taken a hint from Ilugo’s L'Homwmr qui
Rit, the plot of which turns on the dis-
covery of a bottle containing a wonderfal
revelation, twenty years after it Lhad been
thrown into the sea by a sinking craw.

Letter from General Lee,

LexiNaroN, Va., September 13, 1869,

Dear Sir,—I have had the honor to re-
ceive your invitation to attend as an hon-
arary member of the Commerecial Conven-
tion to assemble at Louisville on the 12th
of October next. The important meas-
ures proposed to be comsidered by the
Convention will altract the earnest atten-
tion of the whole conntry, and, I feel as-
sared, will receive the calm deliberation
which so momentous a subject as the ad-
vancement of the interests of all the States,
and the development of the wealth and
resources of each, require from American
citizens. If we turn to the past history of
the country and compare our material con-
dition with that of our forefathers when
they undertook, in the face of difficulties
which surrounded them, its orgamization
and establishment, it would seem to be an
easy task for ustorevive what may be de
pressed, and to encourage what may be
languishing in all the walks of life. We
shall find it easy if we will cherish the
same principles and practice the same vir-
tues which governed them. Every man,
however, must do his part in this great
work. He must carry into the adminis-
tration of his affairs industry, fidelity and
economy, and apply the knowledge taught
by science to the promotion of agricul-
tures, manufactures, and all industrial puz-
suits. As individuals prosper communities
will become rich, and the avenues and de-
pots required by trade and commerce will
be readily constructed. In my particular
sphere I have to attend to my proper busi-
ness, which occupies so much of my atten-
tion that I have but little time to devote
to other things. I am unable, therefore,
to accept your kind invitation, but am
happy in the belief that the enlightened
delegates that will bo present at the Con-
vention will do all that can be done for the
good of the country.

While Rev. Mr. Perry, a local Methodist
preacher, was addressing a congregation
at Columbia, Brazona county, Texas, on
the evening of the 8th instaut, six armed
desperadoes entered thejchurch and fired
at and killed him instantly. Reov. Mr.
Hardwell, the minister in charge, who was
pitting in the pulpit, was knocked down by
one of the raflians. but as he in a very
powerful man, he rallied and took the
weapon away from his assailant, The as-
sasains then ran ont of the honsa. Seventy
freedmen armed themselves and monnted
in hot porsuit, with instructions from  the
United States marshal to bring the ratlians
back, dead or alive, A terrible state of af-
fairs is said to exist in that section of the
conutry.

Democratic Prospects in Pennsylvania,

Union Party. /The former, led by Tarbell,
Ames, Aleorn & Co., wanted to disfran-
chise the white people, while the party he
belonged to was in favor of universal suf-
frage and amnesty. One hundred and fifty
colored persons were present, and these
he urged in the strongest terms not to be
antagonistio to the peaple of the South, —
Mauy men from the North wero contend-
ing that it was throngh their efforts the
colored raco had freedom.

Mo closed his address by
calling on those nssembled to sapport the
men who were in fuvor of pPeace through-
ont Mississippi and the entire country,
and who wers in favor of equal rights to
all.

Saperiority of the

Sowih User thie West,

Under this head the Charleston News
presents tho following interesting facts:

The value of lands is determined by the
money worth of their products per acre.
Thus, in the absence of specnlation and
other disturbing influences, dotermines the
price.of the farm lands, A comparison of
the average yield to thefacre in the North-
west and South, will show, therefore, the
relative value of the land in the two seo
tions, and, incidentally, their rolative
prosperity. Tor the pnrpose of this com
parison, we show the average yield to the
acre of the most valuable staples in several
Statea the material for the calcalation
being taken by a correspondent from the
report of the Agricultnral Barean at Wash-
ington.,

We find that Illinois yields corn to the
value of F16 2 an acre, wheat at $22 45
and barley at $28 50 per acre. Kansas
yields corn at $26 64, wheat at $£19 80,
and barley at $20 92 por acre. Missouri
yields corn at $16 95, wheat at $24 80,
and bariey at $30 80 per acre., Turning to
the South we find that Virginia yields a
higher average of corn than Illinois—say
$17 60, also tobacco at $56 25 per aocre.—
North Carolina yields tobacco at $112 79
per acre. Lonisiana and Mississippi yield
sugar cane at $200 per acre, South Caro-
lina and Georgia yield rice at =935, and
Sea Island cotton at $140 per acre. And
the twelve cotton States yield upland cot-
ton at an average of $60 per acre.

The value of the lands of the West is
really far more speculative than intrinsic,
and heretofore they have advanced in
price with great rapidity, not on account
of their superior productiveness, but be
cause therc was a vast tide of immigration
pouring into the United States which al-
ways flowed towards the West and rapidly
filled up the country. Ench immigrant
brought with him from Lurope some gold,
which contributed largely towards form-
ing the capital of tho Western States.
There ean be now no doubt that our old
institution of slavery discouraged immi
gration, and so impeded the material pro-
gress of the South. Dut now that slavery
is dead, therc is an open chance for the
competition of free labor, and as soon as
our political affairs are well settled, confi-
dence will be established and immigrants
will pour into our section and soon raise
our lands to their true value, which is real-
ly greater than the value of lands in the
West.

A Spicy Postmaster,

There is in the State of Nebraska a post-
office established at an *‘aromatic” point
named Pepperville. The name is sugges
tive of something above the ordinary de
gree of warmth, and to fiil the position ot
presiding genius required the host to be
equally fiery as the location named.—-
Several applicants have already submitted
claims beforethe department pay the posi
tion, among whom was one bearing the
singular cognomen of Strong Pepper.
This named applicant had certainly a re-
commendation in his name, if not his
supporters, and was on Tuesday commis-
sioned to preside as postmaster over the
aforesaid village of Pepperville. If Strong
Pepper is not capable of collecting and
distributing the mails in Pepperville, who
has a stronger claim to the position ?

Canada Confeleration.

In the course of a few weeks a proposi -
tion will be made to the governwment of
Prince Edward’s Island by the government
of Canada in regard to the terms on which
that island will be received into the con-
federacy. Newfoundland is also agitated
by the confederation iscussion. The
Unionists are well organized, and have a
large part of the pressin their favor. They
have issned a campaign paper and look
forward with confidence to viciory at the
election. The anti-Unionists are not idle.
Their steamer has made trips about the
colony carrying anti-Union speakers, and
no labor is spared to defeat the confedera-
fion,

The Loulsiana Sugar Urop,

Gireat complaints are made in most parts
of the parish of the smalluess and back-
wardness of the cane. A few planters will
make ns much sugar to the hand as they
made last year, some as high as ten hogs
heads and even more, but many who ex-
pected to make heavy crops will hardly
pay expenses. The searcity of hands on
the large plantations is a serions drawback
to their crops and their snccess. Many
were unable to lay by their erops in a con
dition that would secure more than half
the yield that good ealtivation would have
