Gentlemen: In reply to your inquiries
ahong North (farolina and her bonds, I
van make only a brief statement, as I
‘eave the city this evening. Pablications
have heen made in several of the news-
papers recently caleunlated to create a pre-
i'wlice ngainst the new or special tax bonds.
Whether they have originated in the jeal
blsy 'H[ the old lmndhnldf‘l‘ﬂ, or may have
been anspired by a desire to Jdepress these
bonds in the market, in order that they
way be bought up at low rates for the
benetlit of speenlators, it is not material
W determine.  These special tax bonds
staid on a footing similar to that of pre-
ferred stoek in eertain corporations, and
" anortgage bonds issued by railroad
tompanies. 1f was not a matter of choice
with the legislature of our State as to
whether these bonds should have a special
‘ux imposed to insure their payment. In
fact, the legislature did issue some bonds
without this tax feature, but the Supreme
Court pronounced them uneconstitutional
and void. Under the decisions of our
court, the legislatare eannot increase the
debt of the State for intended improve-
luents, except to complete unfinished
works, or works in which the State had an
interest at the time when the new Consti-
ition was adopted. And even in those
cases o epecial tax must be imposed in the
act making the appropriation to pay oft
the interest as it becomes due, I need
not remind you that this new Constitution
“as adopled in compliance with the re-
quisitions of the government of the United
States, It may, with propriety, be added
that, while some of the provisions of the
ew Constitution are distasteful to many
ofour citizens, this clause seems to be
:mversa.]]y approved. The legislature can-

When I do attempt to enumerate the ad-
vantages which North Carolina possesses
in her good climate, her mines and miner-
als, water power and agricultural produo-
tions, and her capacity to give support
and wealth to a large population, I should
be compelled to extend this letter to great
length. I content myself with saying,there-

fore, that there is not the slightest doubt
that she is abundantly able to discharge
all her obligations. On the second point,
viz: her willingness to do so, I have little
to say.

It will be seen from the above statement
that the Special Tax Debt is on such a
footing that its payment does not depend
upon the aetion of any future legislature,
and that it can only be gotten rid of by a
revolutionary! movement which would
overthrow the present State Constitution.
Since the resnlt of the last Presidential
contest, I do not believe any such calen-
lation exists in the State. Those who are
dissatisfied with certain features in the
new Constitution expect only tu change
them in the mode in which State Constitu-
tions are usually amended. No alterations
so made will affect the validity of the
bonds, the payment of which is secured
by these special taxes. The old bonds of
the State have not this advantage, and
may not be as promptly provided for.

The people of the State generally are
satisfied that it would in the end cost
more money to repudiate a debt than to
pay it.

The suggestions of certain papers in
North Carolina, republished occasionally
in this city, that the whole or portions of
the debt ought to be repudiated, have
certainly injared the State considerably by
depressing the price of the bonds and
causing a loss of money, in the first place

This effect, however, will be but
temporary, as, when the facts are under-
stood, the credit of the State will revive.
In conclusion, I haye to say that I regard
the special tax bonds of the State especially
as a safe investment for such peisons as
are seeking that class of securities. The
attacks now directed against them, whether
made for political effect or to pat down
the price so that parties here can buy them
up at low figures, and thereby make large
profits, will not in the end serionsly affect
their value.

As I shall leave the city to-day, you will
excuse my saying that I have no personal
interest in these questions, neither owning
any bonds, nor having since the war been
engaged, either directly or indirectly, in
selling them.

MouUNTAIN SCENERY IN NoRTH CAROLINA,
Bannister, Cowan & Co., in their “*Resour-
ces of Norta Carolina,” in speaking of the
mountains of this State, remark: ‘‘They
have been less known to tourisls and pleas-

uore seekers than they deserve to be, not
only for the general attractions of moun-
tain scenery, but for peculiar features that
make them very conspicuous. They are
the highest mountains of the whole Alle-
ghany chain, the highest peak exceeding
the height of Moant Washington about 700
feet—Clingman’s Peak being 6,941 feet,
and Mount Washington 6,226 feet high.

“The researches of Profs. Mitchell and
Guyot, and Mr. Clingman, have shown that
there are more than twenty peaks rising
much above 6,000 feet. and that the whole
mass of the mountains far surpass all otii-
ers east of the Rocky Mountains in mag-
nitnde.”

Vaccinaton.

A remarkable contribution to the cou-
troversy now in progress as to the merits
of vaccination is furnished by an official
body in Ireland. The Poor-law Commis-
sioners there have, it seems, informed the
Belfast Board of Guardians that small-
pox has altogether ceased in the sister
country. This result the commissioners
attribute the careful carrying out of the
Compulsory Vaccination act enforced in
Ireland since 1863. The figures are very
striking. Before that year the deaths
from small-pox average one thousand an-
nually; in 1864 the number wasreduced to
854; in 1865, it was 347; in 1866, 187; in
1867, 20; and in 1868 only 19 deaths oc-
carred. In the first quarter of 1869
there were three deaths; in the second
quarter there were none. These state-
ments are so far most satisfactory. In the
interest of science and of the public health,
however, it is to be hoped that we shall
obtain some supplementary information
showing what measures were adopted to
obtain pure lymph, and whether, in the
estimation of medical men in Ireland, any
other canse had a share in promoting the'!
happy resalt.
