Hamilton. Ho rhould withdraw from the
cuiivas-- at ouco aud in a manly way, and
acknowledge to tho peoplo tho true posi-
tion of aflaits. Ho should tell them that
under the changed circumstances of tho
times political reconstruction of the State
is possible oDly by submission to the uu
worthy aud ignominious terms imposed by
tho Radical clique who rule in Washington.
He has refused to accept these. Will he
counsel the peoplo of Texas to accept what
he has rejected ? Wo cannot and will not
accept them. Rather than accept Davis
and his infamous conditions, wo prefer to
live under military rule for the rest of our
lives. But this will not be the result. It
ia becoming evident to all thinking and
reflecting men that the shortost path to .i
restored State Government ia that which
combines an adherenco to principles, with
persistence in self-respec- t, and obedience
to the dictates oi honor."

The intentions of tho Administration or
rather of Congress, with regard to Texas
may bo readily surmised. The Civilian
publishes a letter from n "distinguished
politician now in Washington," who, it is
said, ." hae facilities for an inside viow ot
the controlling motives ruling tho Radical
clique now holding control of tho Govern-
ment," in which it is stated that " There
can be no doubt as to tho intention of
Congress and the Administration to recon-
struct Texas and all the Southern State s,
as far as possible, in tho interest of Re-
publican principles and ideas, and to main-
tain their ascendancy at least until after
tho election in 1872. Tho only division is
us to tho method of seeuring this result."

There cau bo littlo doubt of tho truth of
this statement. It is confirmed in every
quarter, aud by every act of the Adminis-
tration. It shows, too, how useless it is
for the southern people to submit to hu-
miliation and dishonor, with the hope that
they may thereby securo their proper place
in tho Union, and their rights as citizens.
Better a military government than volun-
tary dishonor, and tho sacrificing of self-respec- t.

A prominent Texan here, a member of
tho Hamilton party, has received the fol-
lowing:

"The news from Texas is that Hamilton
is carrying all beforo him. The publish-
ed speeches of General Davis show that he
places all upon his ah initio theory that all
official acts were void during the "war. He
is unconvinced by the decisions of tho Su-
premo Court of tho United Statos against
him. Ho still adheres to his notion that
all who bore arms during the rebellion
should be disfranchised - does not dony
his opposition to tho Constitution, though
it gives equal rights to all, of every color,
bnt says he should voto for it.

"The speeches of Hamilton declare his
adherence to the principles whioh govern-
ed him during tho war, and his determina-
tion to have peace by making nil men
equal before the law. Stuart is said to bo
disqualified under the Fouteenth amend
ment, and ia receiving very littlo sup
port."

A recent despatch from this city to a
Western paper reads as follows:

The Cuban agents here do not utterly
repudiate the idea that Higgins and his
crew showed tho white feather and ran in
to Cape Fear river with the intention of
being captured, and intimato that they

ere bought up in advanco by Spanish
agents.

It is about time thj " Cuban agent
humbug was exploded. There aro no

Cuban agents here, nor have there
been any such gentlemen at the date ol
many of the despatches which purport to
emanate from such a source. This ia not,
however, tho most objectionable feature of
tho present despatch. I have the honor of
knowing some of the officers of tho Hornet
personally, and others by reputation, and
I have no hesitation in pronouncing tho
charges preferred against them in thia des-
patch to be false, slanderous and coward- -

y. Those who know tho gentlemen who
comprise the majority of tho Hornet's of
ficers cannot fail to resent any imputations
upon their honesty or their bravery, from
whatever source they may emanate ; and
if these mythical "Cuban agents " were
ono-hal- f as brave, or a tithe as honest, they
would not now bo fighting shadows in
Washington. Y.

Outrages In Florida.
A number of murderous outrages have

recently been perpetrated in Jackson coun-
ty, Florida. Wo quote from the Florida
papers :

On tne rzbth ult., near tne .Natural
Bridge, Jackson county, Florida, thero
was a negro picnic none present but ne-

groes. A negro constable, Calvin Rogers,
an overbearing person, waa present and
claimed to have been shot at. He then
called for Wyatfc Scurlock, one of his
friends, who, on his approach to Rogers,
caught up a child, and he and the child
were killed by one shot from some un-
known person. Rogers, with the party,
returned to Mariana, and with a party of
whites and blacks went in search of the
murderer. They could find no clue to the
perpetrator of the deed. A jury of. inquest
composed of whites and blacks, found that
Scurlock died from a gun-sh- ot in the hands
of some unknown person.

On Wednesday night, the 2'JIU ult., as
two white men named Columbus Sullivan
and George Cox, were hauling home some
cotton about six miles from the place
where the first tragedy occurred, they
were fired upon by some person or persona
concealed in the swamp. Sullivan's face
waa horribly mutilated, and one eye put
out, while Cox received one or two shots
in the arm. Beth will probably recover.

On Friday night, October 1, Colonel Mc- -

Clellan, a prominent lawyer of Mariana,
was badly wounded and his daughter kill
ed. Calvin Rogers and otuer negroes cir-
cumstances point out fti tho perpetrators.
Oacar Granberry, one of tho negroes sus-
pected, was killed on tho morning of tho
2d inar.

The Governor in Limbo.
It ia reported in our city that Governor

Reed, while in New York a short time
since, was arrested aud held in custody for
two days by the Sheriff of Manhattan
County. The causo ia paid to be connec-
ted with the Littlefield bnqus drafts, some
of which are known to have been given to
members of the Legislature at its last ses
siou, and rumor says to higher officials,
for aiding the pansage of the Railroad bill.
We are told that, the Governor's case had
had some connection with tho Frood men's
Savings Bank in this city, which, upon
Reed's recommendation, cashed some of
Littlefield'a drafts, and, when sent on for
collection, they were protested. So when
his excellency visited New York, tho Pres-
ident of the Bank had him arrested. For
the reliability of this statement, we do not
pretend to vouch, but give it as it was
told to us. Tho Governor is expected to
return to the capital during tho week-Tallahas- sa

Eloridian.

Washington, Oct. 12, 18CJ.

Tho Texas newspapers which came to
hand last night contain much that is of in-

terest in regard to political affairs in that
State. They expose, moreover, tho falsi-
ty of Radical telegrams concerning the
Democratic Convention at Brenham. So
far from the Convention being composed
of five editors only, the five editors were
the executive committee appointed by
the Convention to inform Mr. Stu
art of his nomination. Tho animus
of the Convention was opposition
to the adoption of tho Constitution
proposed for the subjection of the State to
the rule of an incompetent minority ; op-

position to the ratification of the Fifteenth
amendment, and adherence to the ancient
principles of the Constitution as main
tained by i no uemocraiic pany oi ine na
tion. Mr. Stuarts letter of acceptance
has the ring of true metal, and tho plat-
form upon which he has placed himself is
straightforward and manly. It is declared
that the States have the right to regulate
the franchise within their borders ; that
European and American emigration should
be encouraged ; and that "we pledge them
our protection, irrespective of birthplace or
political principles;" that a system of in
ternal improvements enouia do promoiea
by grants of the public domain, and that
separate schools should be established for
the education of the white and colored
children of the State. The concluding
resolution reads as follows :

" Resolved, That we prefer the continua
tion of military government to the resto-
ration of the State on the proposed dis-

honorable terms, and deem it infinitely
less objectionable than Radical State rule."

A Frequent Cause of Deafness.
A few days since a young lady consult-

ed me in regard to an apprehended deaf-
ness. She stated that for upward of a
year she had noticed an increasing deaf-
ness in the right ear. At first she thought
little of it, believing that it was a tempo-
rary disability, but as she experienced
more and more difficulty in hearing, she
began gradually to realize the dreadful
possibility of approaching deafness. For
months she concealed her oondition, but
at lengvh it became apparent to her
friends, who, to her great mortification,
addressed her accordingly. On careful ex-
amination, I found a large amount of wax
in the external ear, and as I could discover
no other cause, and as it was neither hered
itary nor the result of reoent or former
disease, I attributed her deafness to an im-
paction of wax against the ear drum (tym-
panum). As I anticipated, she quickly
and sharply retorted, rejecting my opinion
as an imputation upon her cleanliness,
assured her that it was rather an evidence
of her special care of her person, for in
my experience this form of deafness more
often occurred in those who took great
pains to keep their ears clean. It happens
in thia wise: The ear-wa- x (cerumen)
is secreted constantly along the
whole extent of the external ear tube, but
only in sufficient quantity to slightly lu-

bricate the passage. In the natural and
healthy state of the parts, this wax grad-
ually hardens, disintegrates, and falls
from the ear tube unnoticed. Whenever
the ear tube is irritated, the wax is secret-
ed in large quantities, and escapes from
tho passage in masses. Many persons
olean their ears daily, generally by using
a wet cloth twisted, or upon a stick, hair
pin, or something similar. This frequent
stimulation leads to an excessive secretion
of wax, which is not allowed to dry aud
disintegrate, owing to the constant agita-
tion, but is crowded to the back part of
the tube and plastered over the drum by
tho screwing of the cloth. While the ex-

ternal part of the tube is thus kept clean,
the iniernal part becomes clogged with a
collection of wax, and finally the drum is
so covered that it ceases to vibrate with its
usual rapidtiy. Indistinctness of hearing is
the first evidence that the drum is begin-
ning to be interfered with by the wax,
and as the layers of fresh wax increase, the
vibrations diminish in intensity, and the
dullness of hearing increases.

The treatment proved that the cause of
her deafness had been correctly stated. A
few drops of almond oil were put in the
ear at bed-tim- e to soften the wax, and the
next morning the ear tube waa thoroughly
washed out with soap and water by means
of a syringe. Largo quantities of wax
escaped, with hardened masses, followed
by that remarkable acutenesa of hearing
that for a time makes all loud sounds in
these cases painful.

Cases of thia kind are very numerous. I
have known a judge leave the bench on ac-

count of growing deafness, due to accumu-
lations of wax around a rnasa of cotton in-

troduced a long time previously into the
ear. The ear should never be cleaned ex-

cept with soap and water, carefully intro
duced by a syringe. By thia means the
ear is not irritated, the wax is thoroughly
removed, even from the surface of the
drum, and no harm can result. Note Book
of an Enunent rhysictan in Hearth am
Home.
