We publish the [ollowing section from
the Llevenue laws as matter of information
to those interested :

“Sec, 495, dAnd be it further enacted, That
it shall be the duty of every wverson who
empties or draws off or causes to be
emptied or drawn off, any distilled spirits
from a cask or package bearing any mark,
brand, or stamp required by law, at the
time of emptying such eask or package, to
efiace and obliterate said mark, stamy or
brand, Auy such cask or package from
which sail mark, brand and stamp is not
go eflacad and obliterated, as herein re-
quaired, shall be forfeited to the United
Htates, and may be seized by any officer of
internal revenue wherever found. Any
railroad company or other transportation
company, or person who shall reeeive or
have in possession with intent to trans-
port, or with intent to eanse or proeunre to
be transported, any such empty cask or
package, or any psrt thercof, having
thereon auny brand, mark, or stamp re-
quired by law to be placed on any eask or
package containing distilled spirits, shall
forfeit three hundred dollars for each such
cask or package, or any part thereof, so
received cr transported, or had in posses-
sicn with the intent aforesaid ; and any

It will be seen by the following letter
that President Ssiti is more brief, if not
more pointed. Our readers will bear os
out in the assertion that he has not an-
swered directly either of the three ques-
tions propounded. Our (uestions were:
1st. Had he not bLeen offered the same
amonnt to Greensboro’ on a portion of the
freight, as he receives to Raleigh ? 2d.
Had he not been offered rates to Golds-
boro’ for all freights which wounld pay his
road between Raleigh and Gioldsboro’ a
living profit ; and 3d. Why any freight
from Wilmington to Charlotte should go
by Colambia? The first two he dodges
altogether, and the last he indirectly
charges npon the officers of the Wilming-
ton and Weldon Railroad. Our contro-
versy has already devolved the fact that
upon the article of salt, one of the princi-
pal articles sent to Charlotte, the propor-
tion of freight received by the North Car-
olina Ruilroad is greater than that rezeived
by the Wilmington and Weldon Railroad,
and wo do not think that President Syt
will say directly that thoe same rule will
not hold good throughout the entire list.

Central Agricaltarnl Fair,

We had the pleasii.e of attending the
Fair of the Central Agricaltural Society at
Henderson on Thursday last. We regret
that our business denied ns the opportunity

'of being there earlier or remaining longer,

Our time, ocoapied in listening to the ad-
dress of Cieneral M, W. Ranson and  look-

{iug at the races, did not permit us to give

as fall examination to the articles on ex-
bibilion as we desired. We did, however,
examine all hastily, and we were pleased
at the interest and advancement which
they showed existed in agrienltural mat-
ters in that section. The horses, cattle,
hogs and other stock were ol a high order
of merit. The houselold and horticaltu-
ral departments were full and meritori-
ons. We were satisfied from an examina-
tion thiat the women of Yarrcn, Fraokliu
and Granville woro altogether ahpad of the
men in the exhibition of th :ir skill and in
dastry. In the mechanical department
there was but a exbitbit.  We think
that this branch of industry should be en-
couraged, and wounld eall it to the atten-
tion of the officers of the Society.

A PeA-NUT EXPERIMENT.—A writer in the Nor.
folk Journal gives the following account of this
crop upon the farm of Gen. Bryan Grimes, near
Washington, N. O.:

“*The most remarkable feature we noticed on
the farm was an experiment in raising peanuts
which consiated in & fiold of 540 acres devoted
to this crop! We bave seldom witneseed a pret-
tier crop of any kind, or one that we thjnk will
?cy as well. Indeed the value of this pesnut

‘pateh” is incredible. Here is a low estimate of
its yalue: Fifty bnshels to one acre (and this

estimaie woul ! be nearer right at 100 bushels
per acre) gives us 27,000 bushels, which st the
moderste price of $2 per bushel jwill be $54,000.—-
Twenty-five handred pounds of *“long forage™ to
the acro will make 1,350,000 pounds, worthat

least 50 cents per ewt., makes $6.750. The peas

that arw left in the field with the -‘pops,”’ which

are ansalable, will fatten 600 head of hogs—

averaging 150 pounds, will be 90,000 pounds of

pork; which at $3 per thousand pounds for fat-

tening wiil give ns $27,000. Total, $87,7C0.

A **Corn” Panic Out West.

There is excitement and ‘‘downward
tendency” in the grain market at Chicago.
The Monday evening papers of that city
furnish the following particalars. The
Chicago Journal says:

“Grain comes in more rapidly than
wanted for shipment, under our recent
pecuniary derangements, and there have
been but few here who could command
money enough to buy to hold. Oar weak-
ness has reacted on New York and sent
that market down, while Liverpool has
canght the same infection. Wall-street
gamblers was the primary cause, but the
proximate cause arose in Chicago. There
was a good deal of short trading to-day,
many being anxious to sell and others
equally willing to buy, but with a decided
preference for the buyer’s option, which
made buyer the month worth a great deal
more than seller do.”

With reference to the condition of the
banks, under this unfavorable condition
of things, the writersays:

““The strain on the banks of this city
produaced by the large amount of grain

which has seccumulated here has been

bheavy, The panic in New York deprived

the grain and flour dealers of New York
city and State of the facilities for doing
buosiness, because they eould unot get ac-
commodations {o pay sight bills drawn on

them to pay tor grain shipped from here.

There has been any quantity of orders here
to buy grain, to be paid for by bills drawn
at thirty days, and it is useless for the
banks of this city, without an increase of
capital, to attempt to furnmish funds for
the whole of the transactions in grain from

tha hands of the producer to the consunmer
in the castern and foreign markets,”

At Cincinnati the Enquirer says of

wheat :

““ Advices from other points have been

of an unfavorable character, and the or-

ders have generally been withdrawn. The

city millers are, in most cases, limiting

their parchases to immediate wants, as

they have not much confidence in prices,

and the present rates for tlonr aftord them

no profit.

““T'he inte iinancial erisis 1n - Wall street,
whizh bas demoralized speculation, is now
gradaally extending to ihe chaunels of le-
gitimate bnsiness. The New York mer-
chants complain of a steady falling off in
trade, when the full business cught to be
very active. |[In Baltimore it is very fair. |
Advices from different sections of the conn-
try speak of business being unsatisfactory,
while in some cases great depression ex
ists. The latter is particularly applic.ble
to the gruin trade at Chicago aund other
lnke ports. Under the bLeavy decline in
graiu at the West prodocers are not send-
1ng their gruin to market freely at pree-
ent, and this is clearly seen in the Jdecreas-
ing earnings of the Western railroads,
while the fuariu r continues in debt to the
Western merchant, and ihe Western mer-
chant in toro is unable to liguidate his in-
debteduess to the Eastern merchuut. Thus
it will be seen that the depression in the
grain trade aflects injuriously the great
railway and mercuntile interests of the
conntry, the ramifications of which are
cxtensive.”

While
the wagon was standing in front of his
house it was approached by about twenty
men, dressed only in their shirts and draw-
ers, one only in a shirt, and with handker-
chief with pierced eye-holes tied over their
heads, who, aiter tying Constable Under-
wood, who had atiempted to defend his
prisoner and fired several shots at the
lynchers, removed him from the wagon,
and made Deputy Constable Anderson
drive the vehicle to the woods, a short dis-
tance off, where he too was put out and
tied.

The wagon was then driven by one of
the maskers under a large white-oak tree,
and a noose having been adjusted over a
limb the prisoner who was handeuffed
was made to stand up, but his head not
reaching the noose, he was made to get
upon the driver’s seat, when the noose
was put around bis neck and the wagon
was driven from under him, he springing
up at the time, apparently with the inten
tion of expediting his death. The rope
slipped and the wretche's feet touched the
ground. One of the maskers then jumped
upon his shoulders to bear him down,
while some of the others swang him to and

LETTER NO. V.
Loxg Crerg, Oet. Hth, 1869,

Dear Jowrnal :—Qf all the roots pro-
duced in our fields and gardens, none ap-
pear to be of such inestimable value as
that of the potatoe. As food for the poor,
tley are certainly preferable to turnips,
and might be rendered equally useful for
cattlee. As a crop, they tend greatly to
meliorate the soil, being in this respect
equal to turnips, and in general, pay the
owner of the land much better.

They may be very profitably used as food
for cattle and hogs. No food is better for
rearing and fattening the latter—cows and
oxen will also eat them freely—and they
are more easily preserved from frost than
turnips ; hence they would prove an ex-
cellent succeduneum at the Spring season
when food is most wanted. If potatoes
were introduced regularly in the farmers’
course of crops on good light soils, great
advantages would ensue. He need not be
at the expemse of having them dog up
clean-—let him only take up the best part,

and then turn his swine in ; they will fat-
ten on them, and repay their value in the

| the purpose of determining on a general
'plan of campaign, and also to devise
‘means by which the dissensions
larmy might be settled, and the army
thoronghly united. It is reported that the
proceedings are very harmonious, and
‘gave general satisfaction. This consnlta-
tion has resulted in much good—it has re-
stored confidence and given a strength
and unity to the Caban army, which it has
not hitherto possessed.

The conifcrence was satisfied that there

was no reliance to be placed in “* assuran-
ees " from the United States Government;
like the ignus fatrus they lead to bewilder,
and dazzle to blind ; and that their only
' hope now, is in prompt and vigorous ac-
|tion with such means as they now have.
Since the conferenece there has been
| great activity in the army, and a number
| of engagements are reported which result-
jed favorably to the Cubans, In the Rem
| edios District General Rolof!' is very active
and has regained possession of the section
'of the conntry evacuated previous to the
' battle of T.as Tunas. He is reported to be
near Vuoeltu, where he had an engagement,
in which the Spanish troops were defeated.
He took a number of prisoners, all of
whom were shot in retaliation. The Span-
iards having o short time before murdered
u party of his men, the black flag poliey of
the Spaniards is now being adopted by
| the Cubans.
| In the district of Santa Ispirita the rev-
|olutionists have destroyed all the mills
| which were guarded by the Spaniards.
| The amount of property destroyed is very
'large. The loss of Senor Lara, a Spaniard,
‘alone, is estimated at over haif a million
dollars. The same policy is pursued in
the other disiricts, though not to the same
extent, and whatever may be the result of
the strnggle, it will take years to recover
from the effects of the war.

The Spanish troops are reported to be
armed with the most approved American
' rifles, a number of them ‘‘breech-loaders,”
which give them a great advantage over
the illy-armed Cubans.
