But the most interesting race of the day
was a trotting match for a purse of 500,
between Wilmington, by Pomeroy, and
Bob Morgan, by Southerland & Steagall
mile heats, best two in three. The first
heat was won by Bob Morgan in 3:18 ; the
second by Wilmington in 3:13 ; third by
Bob Morgan in 3:11 who beat only by
about three seconds and thus bore off the
palm.

A ruulo race for a premium of $10, the
slowest mule winning, afforded much
amusement. A half milo heat was trav-
elled, a grey mule belonging to Mr. Jno.
King winning, having exhibited hia best
speed and run tho course in 3:11.

But the side-splittin- g event of the day
was a foot race distance half-mil- e for a
premium of S10. About 25 or 30 darkies
of all sizes, ages and descriptions entered
the course. The money was placed on the
end of a stick in the middle oftho track at
the Jndge's stand, and the contestants given
to understand that he who came in the
on course first took the money. The word
was given and they all started, some five or
six of them rolling in the dirt at the end
of a few hundred yards.

Met persuant to adjournment on

Thursday evening, Nov. ISih, the Presi-
dent in tho Chair.
