Mr. Argo said Le wished o record his
vote in the negative upon the resolution
referring the question of the tenure of of-
fice of members of the General Assembly
to the Sapreme Court. He regarded such
reference as a disposition on the part of
the House to shirk their daty in this mat-
ter, aud a disposition not to trust the peo-
ple in another election. The Courts were
restiained by law from reudering a decis-
ion upon matters of law, except when
properly brought before them. He though#
this whole matter manifesting a disposition
towards a shameful and ontrageous usur-
pation of power.

The reference was unnecessary, and
wonld be useless if the Court did ies daty.

Mr, Robbins asked and obteined leave
to vote on the resolution concerning the
State Debt. He said he should vote
against them for the reason that they
were paper resolntions, not worth the
trouble of passing them; and further, there
were great judicial questions involved in
this subject, which it is not our province
to decide. The circumsiances under
whieh the new delbt was created, and the
uncertainty as to what is being done with
the bonds, throws a haze and a fog over
the validity of this debt; and he was not
prepared to endorse its binding obliga-
tions by this vote. The old debtis binding
and we must pay it as we get able. But
he did not regard the new debt as stand-
ing in the same relation to us, either in
law or honor, and he should, thcrefore,
vote no'!

He wished the investi-
gation to go on and that the House had a
right to send for persons and papers.

Mr. Pou advocated {1:e suspension of the
rales and the passage of the bill in remarks
of some length. He thought if the House
intended to go on wilh the work of inves-
tigation, honestly and sincerely, they
would not hesitato to pass the bill.

Mr. Downing was opposed to the 2d
section of the bill which makes it a misde-
meaunor for persons refusing to sappear
when sommoned.

The wotion to suspend the rules was
put to a vote and adopted.

J. H. Harris, of Wake, (colored,) moved
to recommit the bill to the Committee on
Judiciary.

Mr. Malone opposed any recommit-
ment. Why shonld men having the inter-
est of the State to gnard, and the interest
of private stockholders, hesitate about
voting for the passage of thisbill.

Mr. Malone made some remarks, show-
ing why the bill should be adopted in or-
der that the House might enforce the at-
tendance of witnesses, and punish them if
they shounld swear falsely, when he was in-
terrapted by various points of order in
regard to his copsuming more time than
he had a right to.

On motion of J. S. Leary, colored, he
was alowed to proceed.

Mr. Malone eontinued by saying that he
dared and dJdefied gentlemen and their
party to vote down this bill. In the name
of common sense and the God of Heaven,
how anybodj, after voting for this inves-
tigation, could now object to measures
giving the House the means of thoroughly
and effectively prosecunting such investiga-
tion. He would coneider, as would the
people, a refusal to pass this bill wonld
amount simply to an acknowledgment on
the part of the dominsant party in this
House, that they intended to have no real
investigation.
