Bridge Between England and France.

M. Bourer, the celebrated French In-
gineer, has proposed the following plan
for a bridge to connect Eugland and
France. It is to reach from Dover to Cape
Blancres on the opnosite coast. There are
to be piers sunk in the straights at distan-
ces of two miles apai1t, between which the
huge suspension wires are to be stretched.
The maximum depth of the straights is
only three hundred feet, and from this
point, both North or South, it averages
about one hundred and fifty feet.

Legislative Usurpation Premeditated,

W. H. 8. Sweet, the Senator from the
10th District, and was ulso a member of

Ho stated that he had a
section drawn up expressly stating that
the Legislature should hold over four years
and four months, and that he showed it to
Heaton and Sweet, who were sitting one
on each side of him, and that Hea-
ton, who was a timid man, objected, say-
ing that if it was put in that way it would
defeat the Constitution, and that Sweet
agreed with him, and that they went be-
hind the Speaker’s desk and consulted,
and that he drew up the present section,
80 worded as to mislead the people as to
its meaning and intent. He said that
Sweet and Heaton were both delighted at
the manuner in which he had succeeded in
their object, and that Sweet was not only
koowing to it, but a party to it.

This statement of Judge Tourgee, which
was made to two responsible gentlemen,
and not in a confidential manner, but pub-
licly, places Mr. Sweet in rather an awk-
ward position. He has either told a false-
hood to the Senate, and is a party to the
fraud and wusurpation now about to be
practiced upon the people of North Caro-
lmal;.or Judge Tourgee has told a falsehood
on him.

Dear Journal :—The question of ming-
ling the races in the public schools came
up last evening in the Board of Aldermen.
Resolntions were introduced by Mr. Moore
in which M. Vashon (negro) trustee, who
gave a colored child a certificate to enter
a white school, disregarded his daty, &ec.

They also declare that no such violation of |

law will be tolerated and that the board re-
pudiates and regrets any such construction

A Bucks County (Fa,) Tragedy,

A young man named Dennett was mur-
dered in a premeditated and cowardly
manuer at this place, last evening, by one
May, a Southerner, but who has lived in
this vicinity and worked as a farm laborer
for some time past. The deceased and his
agsassin were saitors for the hand of the
same woman, and had quarreled on more
than one occasion. Yesterday May sharp-
ened a knife that he was in the habit of
carrying, and informed his employer that
it he had words with Bennett again it
would be for the last tisne. The murderer
met his rival here last evening, the attrac-
tion at this place being a ball.

A quarrel soon ensned hetween the men,
with a challengas to fight from May. 'This
was promptly aceepted, and Benunett soon
proved himself thoe stronger. Finding
himsell worsted, May pleaded drunkenness
and askad his rival if he wonld take advan-
tage of an intoxicated man. Dennett said
no, released his antagonist, walked a few
steps from him, and while stooping to pick
up bis coat, of which he had divested
himszlf previons {o ths encounter, May
came up behind him and stabbed him
twice with the kuife that he had prepared
yesterday. Denmnctt fell dead almost in-
stautly. The murderer was at once appre-
lhiended by the bystanders and sent to
pf}]yll.‘!itﬂ“’n, where he is now lodged in
jail.
