trict Judge, that the assigneoe acquires his title
to the estate of the bankrupt, and his right to col-

1
won!d not willingly have the profeseion to Lelieve
that [ had not the most profound regard for the
opinions of that eminent anthor upon any ques-
tion of pleading, or for his precedents. Dut Mr.
Chitty’s work on pleadings, az well aa his prece-
dents, relates only to thc state of laws in force
at and before the time he wrote, and not to new
laws or material changes subsequently made.—
Hence the precedent relicd upon was corrzct at
the time, .

The Court is inclined to the opinion that As-
gi7nces in bankruptey are not limited to actions
at law in courts of law (as this is) in their efforts
to reduce the eeiate of the bankrupt to possession
or in the collection of choses in action ; but that
they sy pnrsue a mere summary eourss by
petition in the District Court, and in which pro-
ceeding, if adopted, the greatest liberality is al-
lowed in permitting smendments and other in-
dulgencies in the furtherance of justice and a
speedy adjustment of the matter in dispute.—
But the plaintiff has seen proper to bring his
acuion at law in this court, in which the forms
of ploadizgs and the rules are roquired to be ob-
served. .

It should be remembered, too, tLat this isa
court of limited jurisdiction and not genersl, as
the Superior Uourts of the Btate. Br. Qonkling,
in his excellent treatise on the practice and ju-
risdiction of the Federal Courts, lays it down is
the distinguishing festure in the pleading in the
Federal and the State Courts that in the former
it is necessary to allege in the declaration all
that it is nocessary to prove upon the trial Lo
sustain the action.
