Lamry In Washington Wliai it Costa to
Uomtl at ttie New Arlington Hotel.

"Mack" writes from Washington to tho
Cincinnati Enquirer :

The Arlington is the name of a new
hotel just opened here, on a scale of mag-
nificence and expense never before heard
of at the capital. I used to think the
charges at W7illard's were pretty high, but
they look like positive gratuities compared
to the demands at the Arlington. It is
very well located, and in the most fashi-

onable part of the city, and its furniture
and appointments are much finer than
anything outside of New York, and than
most inside of it. At the suggestion of a
friend, and in his company, I went up
there the other day, thinking we could
lind two rooms in which a couple of bachel-
ors could spend a pleasant winter. Yee,
certainly, the landlord had what would
; jst suit ub. First ho showed ua a parlor
and bedroom on the second floor. Every-
thing was new and beautiful.

"How much for these ?" said my friend.
"Well," said the landlord, after a pause,

"we ask $700 a week for these two
rooms."

"Joewiiiken," said I, ' 'do you think my
name is Schenck, or my friend's Garfield?
Or do you think I'm Ben Butler and ho
John Logan V"

The landlord was surprised that we
should think $700 a week a high figure for
two rooms, and assured us that he was
very certain of renting the apartments for
that sum before many days. Several
Congressmen had been looking at them,
and they didn't seem to think the price
extravagant.

Well, we didn't look at any more rooms
in thut house. As neither of us happened
to belong to the whiskey ring, or the tariff
ring, or the Pacific Railroad ring, wo were
very certain we couldn't stand it even on
the'fiith floor, if that was the way the sec
ond floor started out. The whiskey ring
is "sour grapes" with the most of us.
Upon my word I tried to get in once, but
they black-balle-d me on the ground that I
would tell all I knew about it as soon as I
got material for a good letter. Sharp fell-

ows those whiskey ring men.
I have since learned, however, that $700

a week is not considered a high figure for
rooms and accommodations at the Arlingt-
on. Thero are two families living there
at the rate of $50,000 per annum each.
One is the family of General Fremont, and
the other of a private citizen of Washingt-
on who thinks he saves money by the
operation.

A Cowardly and Atrocious Murder at Ox-

ford, Mississippi.
A friend just returned from a visit to

Oxford, Mississippi, brings us intelligence
of a most shocking murder, perpetrated at
that place on the day of the election by the
Radical Deputy Sheriff and the Commis-
sioner of Registration for that county.
The victim was Wm. Robert Jones, a youth
of about 10 years of age, son of a wealthy
planter, Mr. Daniel Jones, of Oxford.
Young Jones, who was distinguished for
his amiable disposition and quiet demean-
or, was speaking to one of his father's old
servants on the day of election, when the
Commissioner of Registration and the
Deputy Sheriff of the county, both Radi-
cals of the most virulent and prosoriptive
type, and both under the influence of li-
quor, approached and opened a conversat-
ion with the negro. Young Jones told
the colored boy to pay no attention to the
Commissioner, whose name was Wyatt,
tbat " he was a Radical." At this the De-
puty Sheriff, also named Jones, told Wyatt
to shoot him. Wyatt instantly drew his
pistol and fired at Jones and missed him,
and as the latter turned his head towards
Wyatt the Deputy Sheriff drew a pistol
and bhot him from behind, the ball enter-ju- g

behind the ear and lodging behind the
eye. The boy fell on the sidewalk and

was lifted up and conveyed to a doctor's
office adjacent, where ho died in great
agony on the Sunday morning following,
surrounded by his distracted parents and
kindred.

Brunch Kailrnails.
Dear Journal: Your columns have re-

cently introduced to the public through
correspondents tho consideration of two
projects of Branch Railroads from the Wil-

mington and Weldon Railroad. I do not
desire to detract from the merits of either
of the&o projects, and I may bo allowed to
say that the intelligent manner in which
tiie respective correspondents introduced
their fa.vorito measures is commendable
and deserves encouragement. All such
communications tend to call attention to
the undeveloped wealth of oar section of
the State, which is in many reapects su-

perior to any in North Carolina, the most
favored spot of earth, take her all in all
(excepting the blight of Radicalism which
at present hovers over her) in all (rod's
eroatiou. Let me, therefore, urge upon
your correspondents to continue their
good work with jour encouragement.

With your permission, I desire to intro-
duce to the public, aud especially the Wil-

mington and Weldon Railroad interest, a
locality, or localities, the claims of which
they ought not to disregard. East of the
Wilmington aud Weldoa Railroad and
south of tho Atlantic and North Carolina
Railroad, is a vast territory of the very
richest and most fertile Imds in North Caro-

lina, covering an area which embraces
most of the best lands in Duplin, a part
New Hauover, Onslow and Jones counties.
West of tho Wilmington and Weldon
Railroad, and south of Goldsboro' and
Raleigh, and east of Fayetteville, is another
section of rich and fertile territory like the
former, undeveloped by railroad enter-
prises, embracing the eastern portion of
Duplin, tho whole of Sampson, and a largo
portion of Cumberland counties. These
important sections of our State have at-
tracted iu former times the attention of
some of our enlighteaed statesmen, and at
one time it was thought to be a foregone
conclusion that a railroad from Fayette-
ville through Sampson, Duplin, Onslow,
and, perhaps, a part of Jones counties
eastward, would bo constructed in the not
distant future.

The people in all this vast territory,
with perhaps the exception of a portion of
the population of Cumberland, Onslow
and Jone3, are partial to Wilmington as a
market. They have for years considered
themselves as forming a part of the Cape
Fear people, and the pleasant Tmsiness as-

sociations they have heretofore maintained
with Yvrilmington they desire to continue,
and hence the desire to be connected by
railroad by branches rnnning out from the
Wilmington fc Weldon Railroad.

To gratify this laudable desire, Wil-
mington and the Wilmington & Weldon
Railroad have only to aid in the construc-
tion of a branch road from either War-
saw or Magnolia, West through Clinton,
and from the same point East through Ke-nansvi- lle

on to liichlands in Onslow, and
thus command tho entire trade of this en-tir- o

territory for Wilmington, and the
freights for the Wilmington fc Weldon
Railroad. From points on the Eastern
branch smaller stems might be run out,
with but comparatively little cost, to ac-

commodate tho interests of your respec-
tive correspondents.

By this plan Sampson's wealth is thrown
right into the lap of Wilmington. So of
Ihqdin and Onsloow entire, and also a large
portion of Jones. The point irom wnicn
these imnortant branches would run out j

from the Wilmington and Weldon Rail
road, being some fifty miles above Wil-
mington, would largely increase the freights
on that Road, while the plans suggested
by your correspondents, calling attention
to tho points much nearer Wilmington,,
would add but little to the freights over
the Road.

Another view presents itself which ifc

may be well to consider. Unless Wilming
ton, and tho Wilmington and Weldon
Railroad give some attention to this mat-
ter, and 6how some disposition to aid in
developing tho resources of these sections
of tho country by furnishing the people
Railroad facilities, such as is herein sug-
gested, the old project of the Fayetteville
Road Last xvul be revived, and will ultimate-l- y

succeed, and by its success the trade of
these sections may be directed aicay from
Wdminglon.

eral system of internal improvements at the pro-
per time, we do condemn as unwise and unneces-
sary the issuing of such a large amount of State
bonds to irresponsible parties.

liesolved. We are of an opinion that our bonds
have been fraudulently used and that there
ought to be a thorough investigation into the
facta thereof.

liesolved, We consider the old State debt valid
and ouRht to bo paid.

liesolved, Wo are utterly opposed to the sus-
pension of the writ of habeas corpus as being
contrary alike to the spirit and letter of OTganic
law and uncalled for by any exigency in our af-

fairs.

The great question of cheap labor is
about to be solved, and the cotton fields of
the South to be supplied. Yesterday the
advance guard of the thousands who are
to come from the over populated countries
of Eastern Asia arrived on the emmigrant
train, eight days from San Francisco. The
train consisted of twelve emmigrant care,
with the necessary box cars containing the
commissary stores for tho trip. Among the
passengers were two hundred and seventy-fiv- e

"Johnnies," mostly young men, look-
ing healthy and seemingly in good spirits,
all flourishing the inevitable "pig-tail.- "

One of them who could talk a little Eng-
lish, said they were going to "Taxy. "

Along the road many of them were en-joyi-

themselves by gambling with dom
inoes, tho stakes being the small " cash "
coin, with the requisite square hole in the
centre.

At Fremont they stopped an hour, and
oookod their dinners by the side of the
train, which consisted of rice with email
pieces of pork and fish. Mats form a great
part of their bedding, which, with their
general appearance, were as cleanly as
any like number of white laborers, while
their conduct was much better.

Aa amusing incident occurred at Schuy-
ler, where a section man, under the in-
fluence of his Christmas spree, snatched
off the hat of one of his Celestial railroad
friends, and ran away with it, pursued by
two of the Johnnies, who eooa settled the
matter, recovering the hat, and leaving tho
Hibernian hors du combat in the Know,
and from the vigor displayed by tho China-
men ho suffered an unpleasant sensation in
the rear.

We trust that tho parties who have con-
tracted with these men will, by kind treat-
ment, and fulfilling their part in good
faith, prove the advantages which are
claimed for this now class of labor for the
South.
The Best Christmas Story of the Stason.

Towards midnight on Thursday a gen-

tleman residing on Cooke street near Ca-

rey, while wending his way home received
such a shock to his nervous system as to
compel him to keep his bed during yester-
day. He had been in the city during the
night of Thursday enjoying himself with
a few convivial friends, and after quitting
one of the city czta at Pennsylvania aven-
ue terminus, started across the commons
for his home.

Sec. Tho potations that
he had imbibed during the evening in-

His mind was now fully
made up that an uneasy spirit was leaving
its tenement of clay and wished to com-
municate with him, but, he not being in

The necrology of 1SG9.

One of the New York papers publishes a
necrological list of the year 1869, occupy-
ing a full page of that paper. It seems
that tho number of deaths of prominent
men in the United States has been un-
usually largo, and embraces several high
functionaries: Rawlins, Stanton, and Fes-send- en

being the most prominent. Among
the ls were ex-Presid- Pierce,

ies Bell, Guthrie, Walker, and
Toucey, ex-Attor- ney General Bates,

Fitzpatrick, of Alabama, Pick-
ens, of South Carolina, and Wickliffe, of
Kentucky. Among tho prominent leaders
in politics were Henry J. Raymond, John
Minor Botts, James T. Brady, and Generiil
Rousseau. The list of distinguished Ameri-
cans includes the names of George Pea-bod- y,

General John Wool, and several
famous clergymen.

The loss of European statesmen has been
much smaller. In England Lord Derby
and Lord Stanley, of Alderley, in Spain
General Dulce, in Russia Prince Menschi-kof- f,

in France Marshal Neil and Troplong,
in Turkey Faud Pasha, are the most dis-
tinguished of the dead, and few of these
exercised a vital influence upon the govern-
ments under which they lived.

They British have also lost General Lord
Gougb, Admiral Sir James Gordon, who
brought a British fleet up the Potomao in
1814, the French have loBt Marshals Neil
and Ragnault St. Jean d'ADgely, tho Rus-
sians have lost the famous soldier Men-schikof- f,

and the veteran Jomini. Art de-
plores the loss of Grisi, Berlioz, and Over-bec- k;

science mourns for Hengstenberg,
Reichenback, Jukes, and many lesser
lights; and the charities of two hemis-
pheres will feel the taking away of George
Peabody.
