DBowing ourselves out
of the President’s presence, and descend-
ing the plain, old-fashioned staircase to the
gorgeously-freseoed vestibule, we approach
tho mapgnificently dressed usher, and ask
permission to see the bonse. We are vo-
litely shown into the famous east room,
and there told that, by order of DMrs.
Grant. the rest of the houss is not open to
sizht-secra, Weither the red room, the
green room, nor the blue room ean be
seen, except on fwe oceasions, or under
the formidable ceremonies of a call upon
Mrs, Grant. In the east room no change
is apparenut from its old-time stately sim-
plicity, beyond the introdaction of por-
traits of the ex-Presidents, which now very
appropriately adorn the walls, having been
collected for that purpose from various
roome throughout the mansion and from
other sources. And as this room has been
written about and deseribed until the sub-

The room on the upper floor at the
southwest corner of the house, formerly
ocenpicd by Mrs. Patterson as a bed cham-
bey, has been transformed into an elegant
private parlor by Mrs. Grant. Gildingand
| fresco have been brought into free use in
this apartment, and changed it into a lox-
rions bondoir. The clegant lace and da-
mask curtains, the costly Turkish carpet,
the magnificent mirrors and the rich rose-
wood furniture are all new, and were most-
1y procured abroad expressly for this do-
mestio retreat. Iere, when wearied with
the flatteries of her admirers and exhaust-
ed with the studied etiquette of State oc-
casions, she retires to enjoy the familiar

’ converse of thoseshe esteems her particu-

lar friends. It is indeed a gem of a room,
save the gilding and painting, which are
too much and too highly colored. From
its windows one of the most beautiful
views in Amerios is commanded, taking in
the broad Potomac as far as the eye can

HOW MRS, GRANT RECEIVES.

_ Mrs. Grant receives her familiar friends
in her private boudoir. More formal eall-
ers are ushered into the red parlor. To
see the wife of the President is an under-
taking of no small moment. The army of
richly dressed servants that fill the man-
sion are instructed to admit no one until a
card is presented to Mrs. Grant. And
then it is required that the applicant for
the honor of paying his respects to the
wife of the President shall be accompanied
by some one slready enjoying the aequain-
tance of the hostess, or have been previ-
ously presented to her. The caller, more-
over, must appear in full dress.

AT GENERAL RECEPTIONS

all may eall who plcase, but a eard must be
handed to an usher in advanece of the vis-
itor's entrance to the reception room,
when the name is ealled cut at t.e door in
a loud tone. If the owner of the nmmne
prescnts himself or Lerself in attire befit-
ting 80 ceremonions an oceasion, a very
gracious receplion is wuceorded. DBut if
some of our conntry eonsins who are igno-
rant of dress coats and I'reneh styles {ol-
low the annonnced names, the frown of
the lady of the mansion at onece assures
them that their room will be more accopt-
able than their company. Thus, while
conforming to the time-hionored custom of
Presidents’ wives to receive ail eallers,
Mrs. Grant very emphatically makes
Enown that the wife of the President i no
ordinary person to be approached in every
day dress.

THE PRESIDENT'S EVERY DAY LIFE,

In his dowmecsiie relations, the President
is treated with the ntmost deference and |
respect,  Mrs. Grant insists that whatever
may be the proper homuge for him to re-
ceive on public oceasions is none ihe less
proper in the privacy of his own family
circle. Thus he is always addressed as
Mr. P’resident, and referred to as the Presi-
deut, and the servants are strietly enjoined
to observe this mark of distinetion. On
State occasions, the President, of course,
with the most distingunished lady goest,
leads the way into the dining-room. DBut
this strict etiquetto is by no means con-
fined to such s=olemn ocecasions. Shouid
a friend of the Presideaot, however inti-
mate he might be, aceept an invitation to
dine socially, and, venturing upon his in-
timacy, presume to forget the preference
to which the President is entitleu, he would
be reminded of it. 'Thus when dinner is
announced, the guest will offer his arm to
Mrs. Grant, and move forward. Mrs.
Grant checks him with a polite bow to-
ward her busband, and the remark, “‘the
President goes first.” 8o ut the table; the
President 1is first served, and then those
who sit at meat with him, Aund this rule
admits of no variation under any circam-
stances.

THE EXECUTIVE BILLIARD-ROOM,

Juast off the State dining-room, and back
of the passage leading to the conservatory,
has becn erected a small addition to the
mansion for the diversion of the President.
This is the Exceuntive billiard-saloon. It
is abeout eighteen by twenty-five feet in
dimensions, rearly all enclosed with glass,
the narrow spaces between the windows
being filled with pictures of a sporting
character, The furniture is of black wal-
nut, and consists merely of a few chairs, a
table, a side-board. &e. 'The room is pret-
tily carpeted, and contains a single table
of Phelan’s make, finished in rosewood in
the most elaborate style. The cues are
mostly of costly wood, inlaid with pearl.
Everything in the apartment is of the
best, and certainly it is an attractive spot.

THE EQUINE ESTABLISHMENT,.

The Executive stables, near the Navy
Department, are fitted up with evory com-
fort and luxury for the equine members of
the P’residential establishment. There are
twelve animals of various degrees of beau-
ty and value, kept here for the use of the
President and his family, with four carri-
ages, besides an array of open wagons,
buggies and other equipages. The horses
inclnde coach teams, trotters, racers, sad-
dle-horses, and two Shetland ponies for
the exclusive use of the Executive’s juven-
iles. The aristocratic-looking Nubian who
has the honor of presiding over this estab-
lishment takes delight in showing visitors
through, and in descanting upon the mer-
its of the different animals. Dat not the
least attructive featurs is the stunning liv-
cries of this same Nubian and his worthy
coadjntor, who ocecupies the position of
footman. The coats are of a rich olive
brown, with broad lapels, cufls and pockct
covers, the whole profusely covered with
bright silver buttons, the size of an old
American silver doller niece. The gorge-
ous top-boots in which the feet of these
worthies are encased render attention to
the character of the pantaloons nnnecessa-
ry. Black stove-pipe hats, with broad
bands and massive siiver buckles, adorn
the heads of these servants of Presidential
grandeur, and compiete their ontfit. All
the carriages bear the initials **U, 8. G.”
