The following from Yokohama, dated January
31at, has teen receive 1 here:

Tho most terrible accident and horrible exhi-
bition of inhumanity ever known in the East oc-

curred about twenty miles down this coast at
half-pa- st six o'clock on tho evening of January
24th. The United States steamer Oneida, home-
ward bound, collided with the British, renin-sal- ar

and Oriental Iron Mail Steamer Bombay,
Capt. Arthur Welles Byere. The Bombay struck
the Oneida on her starboard quarter, carrying
away her poop deck, cutting cST her whole stern
and running one of her timbers entirely through
tho bows of the Bombay at the water line. Three
times tho Oneida hailed the Bombay with "Ship
Ahoy," etand by, aod "Tarive, cut us down."
Blew her whistle and fired her guns, all of which
the officers of the Bombay say they did not hear,
although guns were stinctly heard at this port,
twenty miles away. The Oneida went down etern
foremost in about twenty fathoms of water with
twenty officers and fifty men. The Captain of
the Bombay did noi stop to rescue those on
board, nor did he upon his arrival here, report
the accident or inform the authorities. The first
known of tho disaster was next morning, when
Dr. Buddards, surgeon, with fifteen, of tho crew,
arrived here on foot. Only two cutters were
available and the officers almost to a man re-

fused to t ako them while a man remained on
board.
