Dear Journal : A 3tranger on first visit-
ing tho pleasant little village of Whiteville,
in your neighboring county of Columbus,
is immediately impressed with tho natural
beauty of its only public square and sur-
roundings. Situated upon a healthful and
pleasant elevation, it is almost entirely
shaded from the scorching rays of the sun
by massive oaks, which appear as if they
had seen the light of a full century : their
large, overspreading branches invite re-

pose, and their hospitable shado constant-
ly induces t he weary pedestrian to seek its
cooling protection. Gathered around are
tho village stores, tho principal places of
resort, where tho news and political signs
of the day are discussed with that relish
which a removal from scenes of excitement
can alone engender. It is in this square
tho Court IIouso is located ; but its old
led brick wallp, the dreaded seat of jus-
tice, display no frown for the quiet inhab-
itants, and bu at two seasons of the year
it is naught but a part and parcel of tho
peaceful fcene bo delightfully manifest
in every view of its surroundings.

I have here spoken of tho peace and
quiet which these good people are bliss-

fully permittol to enjoy ; and good reason
have tby to dwell in peace1. Yes, Colum-
bus is happy ; for Columbus controls her
own elections Columbus is Conservative
in her politics. Good men and true rule
the destinies of their county. No swarm
of carpet-bagger- s are here to eat out her
substance ; no pow-wow- s by day, and
pow-wow- s by night, to distract tho laborer
from his tasks, and fill iho avaricious greed
of the parasitical carpet-bagge- r.

It was a grand holiday here and everybody
visited the beautifully located Academy,
situated upon a pleasant eminence about
a mile from the village, to witness the pro-
ficiency of the pupils; and well might they
all be pleased. The Principal, Mr. R. H.
Brown, formerly ef Randolph, is a learned
and efficient instructor and one whom tho
pupils all reverence and love. He has been
ably assisted by two accomplished fe-

male teachei'3, Miss Long, of Randolph,
and Miss Pervis, of Iredell. Even the
smaller pupils conducted themselves
with such credit during the trying exami-
nation as to call forth enthusiastic appro-
bation from the large audience of friends.
The declamation exercises of the young
gentlemen under instruction of Mr. Brown
were most praiseworthy. Original ad-

dresses were delivered by Messrs. Morri-
son, Memory, Stanaland, and others of the
village and surrounding country, that

would 'have done credit to men of
ability. These young men

are destined to make their mark in the
world, and some of them have already
chosen a professional career, which, if
they continue as they have begun, they
will fill with honor.

Columbus is undoubtedly the greatest
wine-makin- g county in the State. In fact
Whiteville presents tho appearance of ono
extensivo vineyard. Here tho nativo
Scuppernong and Flowers vines, trained
upon neat and substantial aibors, grow
in the luxuriance of beauty and hoalthfnl
vigor. Old and prolific vineyards scarcely
outnumber new ones that aro in rapid
growth, and the planting of vines ia still

1'oMttca.l Movements.
A number of events of political impor-

tance will occur during tho present month,
which may be considered as fairly open
ing the fall campaign. Besides the elec
tions in Oregon and Washington 'lerri- -

tory, which will contribute something to
our knowledgo of the state of feeling upon
national affairs on tho Pacific coast, there
will be a large number of political conven-
tions held. The Delaware Republican
Convention to nominate State officers and
a Congressman will meet on the Oth, the
Maine Republican Convention on the 15th,
the South Carolina Conservative Conven-tie- m

on the same day, the Maine Temper-
ance (political) Convention on the 17th,
tho West Virginia Conservative Republi-
can Convention on the 22d, tho Vermont
Republican Convention on the 22d, and
tho Alabama Republican Convention on
the 28th. The Vermont Constitutional
Convention, which meets at Montpelieron
next Wednesday, will have under consid-
eration the proposed amendment confer-
ring tho right of suffrage on women.

The United States Senate has 72 mem-
bers. A quorum is 38, and a majority of
a quorum, or 20, ore constitutionally com-
petent to pass a bill. The House has 229
members ; quorum, 115 ; members consti-
tutionally competent to pass a bill, 58.
