The Lincolntun High School

Closed its second session on Friday the
27th of May.

Indian Remains. The retreating waters
of tho recent high freshet in Orange coun-
ty has unearthed eighteen Indian graves
on the banks of New Hope Creek. Tho
Ilillbboro' Recorder says that three of theso
graves were opened and three dead Indi-
ans were found sitting in their skeletons
with their knees drawn up to tho stomach
and their heads facing tho oast. They
wore beads around the necks and shoul-
ders un. t a j?ne of these are new in the pos-
session ol the editor of the Recorder, per-
fectly preserved. These Indians were
wrapped in a matting made out of flag and
platted together, a piece of which was
found preserved in one of their graves and
ia now to be seen in our possession. There
were six or seven different kinds of beada
around their necks some blue glass and
others out of toap stone or lime atone.
There were also two pieces of potter ware
with unesplainablc hyeroglyphies carved
on them found in tho graves, two pieces of
email copper pipe, and another piece of
small pipe made exactly in the shape and
likeness of a little bugle. The skulls were
very thick and the bones were exceedingly
large.

The Indians.

General McCook has forwarded to Wash-
ington a letter from a citizen of Colorado,
mentioning to him apprehensions of tho
people of that Territory that tho Indians,
who aro becoming dissatisfied with tho
condition of their relations with the gov-
ernment, may create trouble. Reports
from tho Crow country allude to a strong
inclination on the part of that tribe to go
on the war-pat- h for the Sioux, and they
even ask our government to provide arms
and ammunition to them for this purpose.
One of tho principal Crow chiefs, at a re-
cent conference, made tho 6trange request
for ten negro women, which favor tho war-
rior asserted would be reciprocated by tho
bestowal of all his land upon the govern-
ment.

FRUIT distillation.
There is in course of preparation by the

revenue bureau a thoroughly revised edi-
tion of tho regulations concerning fruit
distillation, in which the commissioner
will, under tho power given him by law,
exempt this class of distillers from several
of the requirements of the law heretofore
enforced upon them, and which aro found
to be onerous, having no application to
this mode of distillation. An early publi-
cation of these regulations is anxiously
looked for in the fruit-growin- g districts.
Reports from every section of country re-
ceived at the revenue bureau represent tho
prospects as favorable for an unusually
large fruit crop, and it is expected that un-
der the regulations about to be issued tho
revenue from this source will be materially
increased for the coming year.

THE RED RIVER SITUATION.
Washington, June 8. The Minnesota

delegation in Congress express great ap-
prehension that the course of Canada to-
wards Louis Riel, the Red River president
will involve the wholo Northwestern fron-
tier ia war. It seems that the Manitoba
act more than concedes Riel's demands,
with the important omission of a general
amnesty. It is understood at St. Paul
that the Red River delegates to Ottowa,
when they pressed such a provision, were
told that no offense had been committed
against Canada, and tho Queen's proclam-
ation would give immunity to all tho actors
in the insurrection.

Mr. Clinton Murdock, representing the
homo government, was present, and joined
in this assurance. On its faith the Red
River delegates consented to the organiza-
tion of the province, and tho most unqual-
ified representations of the peaceful char-
acter of the Red River expedition wcro
communicated to the government by Min-
ister Thornton.

From tho New York World.
North Carolina Reconstruction.

Wo invite the serious attention of intel-
ligent and patriotic citizens of all shades
of political opinion to the fearful picture
of tho working of Congressional recon-
struction in tho ancient commonwealth of
North Carolina, which is given in a proc-
lamation issued on Monday last by Gov.
Holden of that State. Tho language of
tho proclamation itself might bo open
to comment and criticism, were it? snbject
matter less grave and important. Govern-
or Holden speaks not with tho assumed
dignity and simplicity of a real chief ma-
gistrate representing tho Stato's collected
will for which ho speaks, but in tho depre
catory ana almost apologetic tone of an
official who feels that ho does not carry
with him that silent forco of a free peo-
ple's legitimate choice, which is stronger
than armies. Yet on what subject does he
utter this bated breath of denunciation
and remonstrance !

The Governor declares that in various
localities of tho Stato over which ho .pre
sides outrages of the most dreadful de-
scription havo been repeatedly perpetrated
during the past year by bands of disguised
malefactors. Ho describes theso bands as
belonging to the "Ku-Klu- x Elan." The
designation is commonly believed to have
been adopted by an organization which is
said to have originated at various points
in the South in local opposition to the ty
rannical measures of the Radical Con-
gress, and it is quite likciy that Governor
Holden's proclamation may be used, if in-

deed it was not intended to be used, by
Radicals at Washington as an excuse for
attempting to inflict a new term of military
despotism upon the unhappy State to
which it applies.

But its true significance will net escape
tho people, however it may be perverted
by the politicians, of America. In tho
American Union beforo tho outbreak of
the civil war no State was moro remarka-
ble for the general quiet and good order
of its population than North Carolina. Its
inhabitants, sprung'for the most part from
ajsturdy stock of Scotch and North Irish
Presbyterians, were a God-fearin- g, decent
and determined people. At Mecklenburg
in 1771, their fathers had anticipated the
action by which at Philadelphia, two years
later, the united colonists severed the bond
which bound them to Great Britain. Their
history for ninety years was the history of
a model republican State law-abidi- ng,

tranquil and contented. North Carolina
went into the secession with reluctance,
and she accepted the results of tho strug-
gle with decorum and with dignity.

How, then, does it happen that in such
a commonwealth as this, after more than
five years of peace, we hear of conspira-
cies, of cruel and lawless companies of bri-
gands ranging her field?, of inoffensive
persons persecuted and put to death ? The
answer is obvious and simple. Disregard-
ing alike the principles of the American
Constitution and the precepts of sound
policy, the Radical majority in Congress
ohoso to deal with the people of North
Carolina as with a province conquered by
the sword. They inflicted upon them a
government not of their own choice, ad-

ministered by men in whom they had no
confidence, and supported by Federal
bayonets in lieu of the publio opinion of
freemen. This government naturally has
proved powerless to restrain the exces-
ses of tho bad because it has proved power-
less to command the sympathies of the
good in the community. The scandal of
the existence ot such a government nas
excused, in the eyes of a high-spirite- d and
resolute people, the vagaries of tho3e who,
under the pretext of resisting its oppress-
ions, choso to band themselves together
fcr the gratification either of their politi
cal passions or of lower and lets pardon-
able appetites. Tho same causes which
bred the raiders and recvers of the Scotch
Highlands out of deeds like the massacre
of Glenooe, and called tho "Whito Boys"
into being out of the dreadful excesses of
the British conquerors in Ireland, have
been at work in North Carolina to breed
the like results. The government itself of
tho State being without tho law, it lacks
tho one great force before which individu-
al outlaws quail. Tho same deplorable
social conditions which compel the decent
people of South Carolina to submit in
silence to the outrage of seeing their State
represented in Washington by a eearnp
already once practically expelled wita dis-

honor from Congress, make the Executive
of North Carolina impotent to enforce pub-
lic older. Those conditions must remain
unchanged so long as tho system endures
under which they have been generated.
Men do not gather grapes of thorns, nor
figs of thistles. Rotten borough will re-

turn rotten members. A people forbidden
to mako their own laws will not rally to
enforco the laws which are made for theiu.

During the following days of this week,
attending almost every hour at tho exami-

nation of the different classes in the Eng-

der ; in this exercise on "sides" one little
fellow of only eight summers stood up
manfully after all his companions in arms,
some of them his seniors by several years,
had been defeated till at last, between 300
or 400 words having been disposed of, ha
had to surrender to two of his antagonists,
his seniors by nearly four years, who were
the last remaining on their side. Almost
thorough grammatical knowledge was
evinced in all the languages. The French
class pronounced well and rendered almost
faultlessly. The class in German showed
a thorough knowledge of the language,
the pronunciation being almost and tho
translation entirely exceptionable, the
whole having been accomplished in one
short year, devotiDg due attention to other
studies during that timo.

Would not young men at the South do
well to master tho modern languages, when
we arc looking largely to emigration from
the European Continent to correct some
of the evils inflicted by our present politi-
cal status ?

The different classes in mathematics ao-quitt- ed

themselves well ; problems were
solved which would do honor to any junior
at the University, and I was forcibly re-

minded how much I had forgotten. I
would say here that especial preparation
by the pupils in any of the branches ex-

amined on, was out of the question, the
teachers taking a few subbjects here or a
few sentences or periods at another place,
and so on till almost the whole of the text-
books were gone through with.

Last, though not least, the discipline
maintained among the pupils, to the num-
ber of 51, left nothing to wish for, in fact,
only two cases of breach of discipline oc-

curred during the whole of last session.
I speak fi'om positive knowledge, having
myself a sou at tlm school, who, during
part of a session, was a member of the
family of Prof. Smith, than whom there
is no bettor disciplinarian, at tho same
time, by his kindness, affability and highly
polished manners, winning the hearts of
his pupils.

The examination having continued tho
whole week till Friday at 11 o'clock, ten
juvenile speakers, between the ages of
eight and fourteen years, appeared one
after another on the rostrum of the school-
room, contending fcr a prize to be awarded
the best declaimer. Right well did they
acquit themselves, shewing some fine
speakers in embryo in that class, the prize
beiner by competent judges awarded to
him who, by the majority of the class, was
expected to receive it.

On tho evening of that day the closing
exercises commenced at 8 o'clock in the
Court Hous2. The room was densely
crowded, tho bar reserved for the speak-
ers, all the seats being occupied by an
array of beauty rarely equaled and still
moro rarely excelled, the male cpectators
crowding the passages and all the nooks and
corners of the spacious room. After some
delightful strains of music from the Lincoln-to- n

brass band, composed of citizens and
pupils of tho village under tho able leader-
ship of Prof. Hensler, teacher of music at
the Female Seminary of this place. The
Anthem "God bless our native land " was
sung by the whole tchool, the keynote
being struck by one of the pupils without
the lead of Prcf. Smith's sonorous voice,
to which they had been accustomed. The
whole piece was well executed.
