On
the 15th of May a new working party un-
der Lieut. Hubbard started, relieving
Lieut. Hitchcock and party, who had con-
ducted the survey from the Ray of San
Blaa to a point thirteen miles inland. A
letter was received on the 2Sth from tho
commander of the Nyack, which is ou the
Pacific side, statiug that his party were
some distance up the Ryauo river, the
course of which they expected to leave
shortly to ascend the Marmonia river.

The general health of the expedition is
fair, no sickness having appeared except
fever and ague. The men. however, weto
exceedingly dissatisfied with Comman.ler
Selfridge's determination to prolong their
stay on the isthmus. Fvo men have de-
serted from the Guard, arid more would
go if they had opportunity. Officers aud
men complain that their endutaure hus
now been taxed to the utmoMt, und that
longer ftay in such a climate will r dan-
gerous. Most of the men have worn out
all their clothing and tdioe, and the ofileers
are in little better condition. The men
are deeply in debt, having worn out more
clothes on tho expedition than would be

He accompanied tha Prince of Wales to
the United Stales and Canada in I860, and
died four years later.

Pel ham Clinton. was rducated at Eton,
and toon niter his graduation entered the
royal navy, of whicti he beame a. lienteii"
ant. Becoming tired t-- f the service he left
it without leave, and, alter flouie time
spent in oing from point to point, was
arrested as a deserter. Family influence,

however, prevented his being cashiered,
and he was allowed to resign his couijais-siou- .

He then went to Loudon, where he
appears to have led a wild life. In 18C5
ho war. elected a member of Parliament
Irom Newark, sewing until 18(18, but tak-

ing lit tle or no j art in the debates of the
House. In fashionab e parlance he was
"fast," and in his carter of dissipation
had for companions, members of the most
ari-d- o cratic families of England, including,
as would appear from letters recently
found, tho Prince of Wales himself. A
fow weeks ago the deceased, with others,
wan arrested ou a very serious charge, still
pending, and in which the United States
consul at Glasgow is implicated. His
death ho 8:i on after, coupled with his dy
ing declaration ol innocence, indicates
that tho gravity of his position preyed
upon his mind and accelerated, if it did
not actually eanse, the end of his earthly
life. His dying declaration that the as-

less go far towards exculpating the other
gentlemen under arrast from the suspicion
of having committed a most horrible of
fense, for which tho laws of England pro-
vide nevere punishment.
