I
prmpathizo fully in the efforts of tho Con-
servative party to introduce retrenchment
ami reform, and relieve the Stato from the
mifunlo under which tho ia unfortunately
laboring. 1 am opposed to tho party in
power, because I think they havo deceived
and abused the confidence of the people ;

It remains for him to bay
how he will exercise, tho important privi-
leges secured to him. Whether he will
act the manly part of n freeman and think
for himself, or whether he will bo led and
controlled ly tho artrs and duplicity of de-
signing and ambitions men. It behooves
him to consider well his position, act wed
iiis part, and when ho votes, do so with re-

flection and with an eye unglo to tho wel-
fare of his country. Attractive names and
party epithets will not nave the country.
Jint while this question is settled, this im-
portant privilege conceded to tho colored
man, thero is another important proposi-
tion imprcr-'-in-g itself upon tho mind of
every just man that is constantly coming
up before us. Wc have been taught to
believe that when univercal aullrago was
attained, that act of justice, universal am
nesty, would follow in its wake; but while
thia important right is conceded to tho
black man, while he is enfranchised and ad-
mitted to all the political privileges of a
freeman, hundreds, 1 may say thousands, of
white people aro laboring under disabili-
ties imposed by test oaths and constitution-
al amendments. Good men, patriotic men,
men whom the pooplo would delight to
honor, aro excluded from holding scats in
tho council:) oi the country, and even the
most insignificant cilices. I earnestly dc-ei- ro

to fee all upon terms of equality. The
war ended more than iivo years since ; the
.Southern armies surrendered to the supe-
rior power of tho United States ; tho peo-
ple as a unit acknowledged allegiance to
the Government of tho United States.
Since that timo they havo quietly submit-
ted to tho laws of tho country, to tho acts
of Congress passed for tho government of
theso States. They now desire to bo placod
upon terms ff political equality with their
former f lave.-- , and to havo the privilege of
selecting their best men to represent them
in tho councils of tho nation nmi to an mo
oiUcco of tlio country. It is difiioult to
comprehend the denial of this privilege,
yet disability bills drag slowly through the
Congress of the United Stales, and arc op-
posed upon partizan grounds alono. Lib-
erality upon tho pait of our rulers, a little
magnanimity exhibited by the Congrcs3 of
tho United States would contribute rnoro to
restore conlidcneo and bring about quiet
and peace than all tho fiery proclamations
is: ncd from tho Execntivo Department.

Since tho war our State Government has
gone through many phases and changes.
Wo Lad a Provisional Government inau-
gurated under tho auspices of President
Johnson and Gov. Iloidcn. That was suc-
ceeded by tho administration of Gov.
Worth. Wo then had tho reconstruction
acts and the military rulo of General Sic-
kles and Canby. Under theso reconstruc-
tion nets a Convention was called and as-
sembled in tho City of Ilaleigh to amend
mid adopt a Constitution. Thoy entered
upon their work and mado a Constitution,
which they f,ubmiltfll to tho people In
that Conwnlion there was an immense ma-
jority of the Republican party. They sub-m- i

I ted fin instrument which made many
and radical changes in our system, leav-
ing scarcely n relio of tho old Constitution I

behind them. They tho
whole judiciary syttem ; they mado livo
Judges of the Supreme Court instead of
thrco aa heretofore ; thoy mado twelve
Judges of the Superior Court iustoad of
eight as heretofore ; they abolished tho
County Court? and substituted a Board of
Commissioners and a Probate Judge; thoy
provided for annual sessions of tho Legis-
lature instead of biennial as heretofore ;
they extended tho term of tho Executive
to four years instead of two; they provided
for a commission to chango tho whole sys-
tem of practice and proceedings in our
courts of justice; they created other offices
unknown to our former Jaws ; in short,
they remodeled our system of government.
That Constitution was adopted by tho peo-
ple. The Radical party, with few excep-
tions, elected all their officers in the Stato
and counties and took ehargo of tho Stato
Government. What lias been their history
from that period to the presnt? They made
magnificent promises. Wo wcro to havo
Railroads almost everywhere tho moun-
tains and tho eea wero to kiss each other.
Thoy promised universal education to tho
mab'ses, whito and blnck. The agricultural
and mineral interest of the country wero
to be developed. Tho laws wero to bo
mado plain and simple, that everybody
might understand them. They promisod
economy in tho public expenses, and the
poor man was to be tho special object of
care and consideration on tho part of tho
party which then arose into power,

Uow havo all thece promises been ful-
filled ? Where aro tho railroads bnilt ?
The fochools in operation ? What has been
dono to develop tho great industrial re-
sources of the Stato ? How have
the laws been simplified ? Whcro is the
economy in public expenses ? It can be
scarcely necessary- - to make a serious
answer to these questions. Every man's
reflection suggests the answer in hi3 own
mind. Hero arm there in a few towns a
sahool or two if there be any in thecountry districts I havo not heard of them.
I ho agricultural and mineral interest of
tho country have been forgotten. It is
true, wo havo had Code Commissioners at
work, and although thoy aro intelligent
men, yet in their attempt to adopt a sys-
tem of laws snitod to tho latitude of New
York to tho habits and customs of our
people, they havo succeeded in making a
medley that is not understood by the
people, by tho legal profession, or by the
Jaflgcg of gm Cguits, Ag for tborwlnoadp,

increased bv ib -- - er, at one
1 utmost to near forty millions. Of
course the interest of this debt was to be
paid regularly and punctually ; tho ordi-
nary expenses of the Government were
likewise to be paid, so that tho burden im-
posed upon the people and to be raised by
taxes annual was enormous. These taxes,
too, was to bo collected out of all, poor as
well as rich. The remorseless tax gatherer
knows no friend. To carry out these ap-
propriations bonds were issued and placed
in the hands of various railroad Presidents
and agents and were thrown upon tho
marketiof tho world. They were manipu
lated by brokers, jobbers and speculators.
What sums wero realized by these specu-
lators i3 not, and I suppose, never will be
known. It is certain that tho State re-

ceived no benefit from them.
How these appropriations were passed

is a settled conviction. That outside in-

fluences wero brought to bear, that rings
within rings wero formed, that mnnr
bonda rvwa aaei, iu not only believed but
established by evidence. But tho people
became outraged, and tho Legislature at-

tempted to retrace their steps. They re-

pealed the laws making Uioho appropria-
tions and required a return of the bon-ln-

Some of the Presidents refused to return
them, insisting upon their legal rights.
Others had sold and hypothecated their
bonds for tho loan of money, and others
wero unaccounted for, so that only a little
over four millions aro returned. Suits are
also brought upon somo of theso bonds re-

quiring the Treasurer to pay tho interest.
Those suits are still pending. Under theso
circumstances who can tell what the debt
of tho State really is.

Is it a wonder that the credit of the
Stato is gone, that her bonds aro hawkod
about and sold in tho State of New York
at ouc-fif- th their value ? Who is to blame?
It is attempted to throw tho odium of
theso appropriations upon a minority of
fifteen Democrats who wero in tho Legis-
lature. But it was a party measure upon
which tho party in power staked their suc-
cess, and they must abide by the result
and not attempt to throw off tho responsi-
bility by criminating others. Nor can
their leaders now escape retribution by at
tempting to repudiate all tho acts of tho
party. It sounds too much like tho peni-
tent lamentations of a convicted criminal
at the bar of justice. This matter might
be pursued further, but tho history of
theso appropriations is so remarkable that
it forms an era in Legislative history. In
tho annals of North Carolina we havo
never beforo hoard of such extravagance,
such charges of corruption, such wild
wasto of public monoy.

Tho internal improvements of tho Stato
aro rotarded and put back for year?, in all
probability, by this reckless conduct on
tho part of our legislators. What becomos
of that great improvement in tho West ?
Whoro aro tho seven millions appropriated
to bnild that magnificent work ? Ono
President in the North, Baltimore perhaps,
tho other Hitting between Florida and
Washington and Now York so rapidly that
you can scarcely point his place. Those
men wero placod in powor by tho present
administration, and tho people of the
West must place tho resposibility upon
tho right shoulders.

But thero aio other things to bo con-
sidered tho ordinary expenses, as they
aro called, of this present administration.
It is startling. In one year, according to
tho report of tho Auditor, as compiled and
published in tho Sentinel, the expenses of
tho State government amounted to seven
hundrod and ninety-tw- o thousand dollars.
Moro than twice as much as Gov. Worth's
administration, and many, many times
more than othor administrations that ever
ruled in North Carolina. Under this sys-
tem not only the State but the county
governments havo oost twice as much as in
former years. Tho salaries and fees of of-

ficers aro doubled; tho costs of suits before
Justices of iho Peace are moro than trebled,
and so with everything.

It is impossible to go into detail in this
Address. I ask tho people to look into
these matters, examine and see, then ask
themselvos the question if thero is not
necessity for reform. Nor is this all. Tho
personal liberty of tho citizen is threaten-
ed. A few months eincethe Chief Execu- -

itivo officer of this State proclaimed a coun-- 1

ty in a stato of insurrection and asked
Congress to suspend the writ of habeas
corpus and subject every man to the ar-
bitrary rulo of military power. Moro
recently he has avowed a purpose,and is in
fact carrying it into execution, preceded
by a manifesto broathing threats and ven-
geance, of arming and equipping tho mi-
litia, and raising three regiments for im-
mediate and active service. He has ap-
pointed officers, and has even gone to a
neighboring Stato and selected a comman-
der of ono of thoso regiments peculiarly
obnoxious to many of our people Why
aro all theso warlike demonstrations ?
Why this martial array of troops ? Why
are we to have tho musio of tho fifo and
drum ? Tho Governor is Commander-in-Chie- f

of tho militia, and may call them
out to execute tho laws, to suppress insur-
rection, and repel invasion. No ono of
these contingencies has arisen. There has
been no insurrection. Thero has boon no
resistance to the execution of the laws.
Everywhere tho peoplo are quiet and
peaceable, and pursuing their business
with energy and industry. In certain lo-

calities crimes have been committed, the
persons of individuals have been violated,
but thero is no reason given why such
crimes and such offences cannot bo pun-
ished in the Courts of justice. The courts
aro open and undisturbed, and criminals
arc tried and convicted. No sane man can
or ever will justify lawlessness let it as-

sume what shape it may. All tho County
Conventions which have met in tho Stato
havo condemned in unmeasured terms un-
lawful combinations of men by whatever
name thoy may bo called : whether they
bo called ku-klu- x, loyal leaguers, or any
other name. I endorse these sentiments.
There is no necessity for these military
preparations, and I am persuaded that
there is a deeper meaning than is revealed
in these proclamations. Nor does it re-
quire prophetic vision to see that the
means proposed are calculated to bring
about tho very result which is apparently
so much deprecated. Where is the au
thority to bo found justifying appropria-
tions cf money to raise and equip these
recriments in a time of profound peace and
at an immense expense. But tho danger
is to tho liberty of the citizen, and of con-
flicts likely to be precipitated by the indis
cretions and intemperate zeal of men
dressed in a little brief authority. Let
all tho officers of tho law do their duty.
If ono fail lot him bo cuniahod, and I

Rev. MICHAEL BOBBINS died at tho resi-
dence of his nephew, Mr. Wm. L. Boery, in the
city of Wilmington, May 18th, 1870, in his eixty-fift- h

At the ensuing Con-
ference ho askfid a location, and spent the re-
mainder of hid lire in and about Wilmington.

As an itinerant Methodist preacher, he labor
ed with great zeal and considerable degree of
success, tmetaiued and aided by hia faithful an. I

patieui wife, who wtiil survives, and whoso faith-fulne- ss

and truo womanly all etion now find tv

sweet pleasure in doing honor to hia memory
since he is gone, & to hid person while ho lived.
A moro faitti'ul and devoted wife never survived
tho loss of a moro honorod husband.

Bro. Bobbins' last illness was protracted arid
painful, lie was emphatically ono of (o I's suf-
fering children. Yet he was always ready to boar
a good testimony for Josue. la his datkept hours
his confidence in tho cross to which ha clung,
never faltered. Through months of gloomy nut
fering, ho constantly espre.-j.MP- lib readiness to
die. find that ho waa only waiting, not in fear,
but hope. Lie ei)i'"vcd much the intercouraa with
christian people, and eajiocialiy utiniatt rsof the
gospel, whom he greatly honore J.

i'oreevoifil day nn mediately preceding his
death lie was perfectly niiconm-ious- , but he had
said all that was necessary for the comfort of
surviving friends.
