A LEO ENJ) OF WILMINGTON IN
THE OLDEN TIME.

Moro than seventy years ago I com-
menced the piactieo of medicine in the
then little town of Wilmington. My office
was in a small weoden building on Front
street, on the corner of tho lot now occu-
pied by Myers' Grocery Store. There
were no stores there then, the building
at the other corner of the q mro known as
Hoard's houf-- o being the only one then
erected.

I havo aid tho then little town of Wil-

mington, lor small it re ally was, having
more the nppearauee of a village than a
commercial seaport, though considering
the size of the place a great deal of busi
ness, and very profitable bin-iues- s too, was
carried ou with the West India Islands,
and also by direct communication with
the old country, as it was called iu those
days. Most ot the supplies, and noirly
ull tho articles of luxury require by the
planters on the river, were imported from
Eugland. They were gentlemen in the
truo eeno and meaning ot the term, l os-fossi-

largn estates their doors were open
to all whose character entitled them to ad-

mission, wLero n generous, nay, almost
profuse hospitality was mo-,- t lavishly dis-

pensed. Of polished i ddress ami courtly
manner, chivalric iu their bearing and
proud of their lineage, they would scorn
tho man, it mattered not how high his
rank, who did not come fully up to the
standard of morals as practiced in those
days. Qaick to resent an indignity, either
faneiel or real, they were equ dly prompt
to make atonement for a wrong or any act
of injustice, however unintentionally com-

mitted. They never learned the art, nor
would they have stooped to acquire it, of
rising to distinction I mean political posi-
tion by appealing to the passions of tho
multitude or practicing tho arts of the
demagogue. Such things were unknown
in thobo days, they were reserved for this,
our day of progress, and grand moral
ideas. They were, in short, a "noble
breed of bloods," aud wo fear we shall
never look upon their like again.

At tho timo of which I write there was
but ono hotel, or rather tavern, as it was
then called, in Wilmington. This was
kept by an old gentlemen of tho name of
Dorsey, of whom tho following anecdote
is related. When President Washington
passed through Wilmington he stopped at
the Dorsey tavern, where, of course, he
was most sumptuously entertained. Wish-
ing to inform himself of tho peculiarities
of tho place, its business, tho character of
tho soil, population, Ac, ho mado many
enquiries of his landlord to that effect,
who promptly gave him the desired infor-
mation. At last he enquired, "How long
havo you lived in Wilmington, Mr. Dor-
sey V"

"Forty years, sir," he replied.
"What is the character of the water; are

thero many springs about the towu and is
the water pure and wholesome ?"

"Thero are a good many springs, sir, in
tho plac and a town pump alsr," taid the
landlord, "but I don't know anything
about tho water. "

"Why, how is that, Mr. Dorsey, did I
not undereand you to say you had lived
hero for forty years."

" You did sir, and it is as I havo stated,
replied the old gentleman, a little confused,
but yet I cannot tell you anything about
tho character of tho water, for " the rea-
son that I have never tasted it straight
in my life, but havo always tangled it with
old Jamaica."

Tho Dorsey hotel war a favorite resort of
tho planters on tho Capo Fear, whenever
they were in town. It was really a most
excellent house, exceedingly clean, atten-
tive servants, and the tablo abundantly
supplied with comforts for tho inner man.
The landlord himself being a "bou vi-vant- ,"

and something of an ejioure, knew
how to appreciate things that were good,
and delighted in catering for the enjoy-
ment of his guests, who generally did full
justice to tho entertainment provided for
them.

No one seemed to enjoy htmsolf more
(though in his own way) at the hotel when
in town, than did old Col. M . The
Colonel was decidedly aristocratic in his
notions, had a great contempt for things
that he regarded as plebeian ; had no faith
whatever in the virtue and intelligence of
the people, and was entirely satisfied that
man was incapable of He
was a very tall, stern looking old gentle-
man, proud as Lucifer, very dignified, and
very reticent. The most marked attention
was always paid him while at the hotel,
and particularly so when at the table.

Ho hurried from my ollice, and in the
dim twilight I saw him turn tho corner of
Front aud Market going up, and
it was tho last time I ever saw him alive.

Tho morning aftor my parting with
Nolan I was called into tho country to
visit a patient, and left town at an an ear-
ly hour. I did not get back until late in
the evening. The Dundee had sailed, ac
cording to appointment, and, tho wind be-
ing fair, had gono directly out to sea, as I
afterwards learned.

I was sitting in my office, musing upon
my friend Nolan's story, and wondering
what would bo tho effect of his sudden re-
turn to the home from which he had been
so roughly ejected, when a man, dressed
in the garb of an ordinary seaman, pre-
sented himself, and requested my profes-
sional services. Ho had been skylarking,
as he called it, with a shipmate, and iu
tho struggle had cut his hand badly. I
did not like his looks. Ho was a thick
set, burly fellow, with as sinister a coun-
tenance as I ever beheld. Two of his
front teeth were gone, and ho had a deep
scar over his left eye, tho eiTect of somo
debauch I had no doubt. Ho wore shaggy
whiskers, and his hair was thick and mat-
ted, and, from appearances, had never
made the acquaintance of either comb or
brush, no was, in fact, as villainous a
looking rascal as one would caro to meet,
even in broad day, much less at night, and
in a lonely place.

Undoing the wraprungs in which hla
hand was enveloped, I found it was badly
cut indeed. Three of tho fingers were
laid open to tho bone, as if a knife or
other sharp instrument had teon drawn
rapidly through tho hand. "When did
this happen," I inquired, as I proceeded
to dress the wound. " Yesterday," he re-
plied. ' And why have you not had it at-

tended to before V" I asked. Ho muttered
something in an inaudible voico, and his
manner was so disagreeable, and his ap-
pearance so forbidding, that I hurried my
preparations as rapidly as possible. Hav-
ing bound up his wound, I told him it
would bo necessary for him to carry his
arm in a sling for some days, and enquired
if he had a handkerchief. Ho drow ono
out of his pocket, and I arranged it prop-
erly for him, and ho departed, much to
my relief. As I wras preparing to leave
my office, tho hour being late, 1 discovered
a knife lying on tho lloor. It was a knifo
with Vk single blade, about four inches
in length, with a sjiring in the back to
keep the blade stationary when opened.
One half the blado was gone, broken off,
though from appearances it had been re-

cently done. Supposing it belonged to
my late visitor, and that he had drawn it
out of his pocket when he gave mo his
handkerchief, and that he would probably
call for it tho next day, I threw it into a
common receptacle for odds and ends, and
thought no more about it.

Three months had pasaed sinco thoDun-de- o

sailed, and I had heard nothing from
Nolan. I had sf en the arrival of the ship
announced in the papers and was expect-
ing every mail to receive the promised
communication, but days passed into
weeks, and weeks into months, and still
no letter came. I was disappointed and
anxious, and though busily engaged in tho
duties of my profession, which indeed ab-
sorbed my whole timo, there wcro mo-
ments when tho face of my absent friend
with its sad and melancholy expression,
would come so vividly beforo me as to fill
me with a presentiment of somo appaling
evil. I endeavored to shako off tho feel-
ing and tried to fancy him side by
side with the beautiful creature whom he
loved so well, and whoso "soft eyes looked
lovo to eyes which spako again," but de-

spite my efforts this presentiment weighed
upon my mind and would not be fchaken
off.

It was now midsummer, the heat intense
and the season unusually sickly. Tho
twenty fifth day of July shall I ever for-
get it I had been in tho caddie all the
rooming visiting my patients and had just
returned from a ride of somo milos iu the
country, worn down with fatigue and the
heat of tho weather, when l was sum-
moned to a patient who resided at the
corner of what is now Fifth and Orange
streets. From the corner of Market and
Third in a Southern or South-easterl- y di-

rection at thsit tirso no streets were laid off
and no buildings t rooted; Jamestown aud
other weeds nourished luxuriantly, with
scrub oaks, chinquepin bushes and a few
dwarfed specimens of the short leaf pine.

I mounted my weary horse, (as much,
if not more fatigued than his rider.) and
passing up Market turned into what is now
Third street, intending to pass diagonally
through tho bushes to my place of desti-
nation. I had left my whip at my office,
and finding it diicnlt to urgo my hore
forward, without some stimulant, dis-

mounted for tho purposo of cuttiug a
switch. As I stooped to do so, my eye
fell nxon a hard, withered, bony sub-
stance about the sizo of ones finger, pro-

jecting a little from the earth, though al
most covered with decayed J caves, its 1
brushed away the mbbish to txacuiue it
more closely something lias Led in ti.o sun-

light with dazzling brilliancy. One glance
was sufficient lor me to recognise that it
was Nolan's ring, and that doubtlo s No-

lan's body lay beneath the earth on which
I stood. Overwhelmed with tho horror
of this discovery, I sank upon the grouud,
dizzy aud almo-- t paralysed, and wilh a
sickness at tho heart thfit rendered me for
the time almost unconscious. When re-

stored to consciousness, to make known
the dispovery and to summon assistance,
was but the work of a fow moments.

Carefally we removed the earth and rub-bish- ,

there was not much to do, as he had
been bnrbd near, very near, tho sur-
face. Tenderly almost reverentially, we
raised him from the earth and laid him
upon a couch which had been prepared
fo tho purpose. Ho had been murdered

foully, cruelly murdered, for tho evi-
dences were plainly beforo our eyes.. He
had been attacked from behind, as was evi-

dent from a wound in tho back, given

account of all that had occurred, and also
to Cora, enclosing in my letter to her his
ring, or keepsako as ho called it. In duo
course of mail I received a reply from tho
former thanking mo for my attention, and
enclosing si draft to bo applied to the pay
ment of any expenses that might have
been incurred on ms son s account. Tho
letter was cold, formal aud precise, and I
returned the draft to him unused, by tho
first opportunity. Somo weeks afterwards
I received a letter from Cora, so ead so
mournful, so touchingly plaintive, that I
would have been moro than man could I
have witnessed such distress unmoved.
She returned me tho ring, and begged
that I would wear it for her and Edgar's
sane, which l need not say 1 have always
done, tone did not survive him long, but
wasted gradually away," until sho sank to
rest.

About three years after tho events nar-
rated, as I passed ono day along the wharf,
near Dock street, I observed a man enter
the doorway of a drinking shop a few steps
in advance of me. Thero was something
about himlthat attracted my attontion, and
as I passed tho door I stopped for a mo-
ment to observe him more closely. Ono
glance was sufficient ; I knew him instant-
ly ; the sailor whoso hand I had dressed ;
tho murderer of poor Edgar Nolan. With
a loud cry I leaped upon him and bore
him to tho earth ; he struggled violently,
but I had the strength of ten men at that
moment, and held him fast until assistance
arrived, when ho waa securely bound and
lodged in prison. His trial took place with-
in a few weeks ; I was tho only witness
againsi him, but my evidence was conclu-
sive. When the knife was produced in
court, and tho broken piece of blado which
had been fonnd in the body of tho mur-
dered man was shown to fit exactly, leav-
ing not the ehadow of a doubt as to the
fact that it wTas tho actual instrument with
which the horrid deed had been commit-
ted, a ghpstly change came over tho face
of tho hardened criminal, and from that
moment hope died within him.

The jury lost no timo in making up their
verdict guilty and to bo hung by the
neck like a dog, until ho was dead. The
evening before his execution tho misera-
ble wretch sent for mo and confessed tho
crime. Ho was ono of the men whom No-
lan had bribed to avenge his place of con-
cealment on board tho ship ; had noticed
that he had apparently a largo amount of
monoy on his peraon, which excited his
cupidity; had dogged his footsteps wlicu
ho left tho ship for my offico, and 1'ollowiDg
him in his walk to tho outskirts of tho
town, attacked him suddenly from behind.
His first blow failed to bo effectual, and a
struggle ensued, fearful, but of short dura-
tion, for tho unfortunate youth was but a
child in tho hands of a man of his strength
and vigor. During iho eenfiio Nolan
wrenched the knifo from him, inflicting
the wound upon his hand, which I after-
wards dressed. Recovering it again, ho
had struck him in tho throat and again in
tho breast and tho deed was done. Ho
had buried the body whera it fell, and con-coalo- d

himself during tho night and a part
of the next day, when, finding that tho ship
had sailed, ho left his hiding placo aud
sought my assistance for his woundod
hand. He had but recently arrived in a
coasting vessel from Northern port ; had
seen an account in the papers a year or two
baforo of the finding of tho body, but had
no idea of any clow by which ho could bo
identified, or even suspected aa the mur-
derer.

This was the substance of his confes-
sion, and I left him to his fate; and when
tho morning sun broke upon tho hill tops
that surround the town, it shono upon an
excited multitude tho upright post, tho
crops beam and tho rope tho hideous ap-
paritions cf death.

Many years havo passed sinco these
things occurred, aud many changes taken
place. The httlo villago on tho Cape Fear
has grown into a city of largo and increas-
ing dimensions. Old things have passed
away, and tho ancient landmarks almost
entirely obliterated. Brohd street, with
splendid edifices on each side, and temples
of tho Living GoJ. with steeples pointing
to tho ekios, now occupy tho space whero
a few years sineo the night owl screeched
and the whippowil sung his mournful
son,. Notwithstanding tho years that
have passed, aud tho vast improvements
made, there is one spot that btill remains
a strange memento, as it were, of tho past.

As yon walk up Third street from St.
James' Church, just beyond aud very near
the residence of one of our most esteemed
citizen, who is distinguished not only for
great legal at tain mt uU, but for that purity
of character, high bense of honor and ge-
nial humor, so characteristic of the old
Cape Fear icgimo you will notice a singu-
lar tink or hollow iu the sidewalk. It whs
hero that tho body of Nolan was found;
and though the street has been graded
time and a;;ain, and the j (dement laid and
relaid with the utmost care, dill that hollow
exists--t- he pavement will ink. and no art

j of man can effeot u remedy. It toems us
if tho Deity ha. marked tho spot, and
caused tho very etrth it-e- lf to shrink
away fcr attempting to conceal, to foul a
crime.

I havo pasted through many trying
scenes in tho course of a lontr and active
life, have had friends and loved ones
around me, und with an aching heart havo
Mien them pm-- s away ouo by ono to that
unknown land whoso boundaries are illim
itable; have seen strong mon die in agony,
with words of blasphemv nruu their lios.
and yet amidst all that I havo witnessed
and Buffered thero is none so harrows up

Bailey's pathway, just beforo he passed;
und further, that tho poreon who bad
threatened vengeance bed suddenly left
the neighborhood.
