ILie bad been invited thore “‘to give oxprossion
to Lha faelingn of his fellow-citizens;” but he con-
forscd thst o was imcompetent Lo the tank. —
Thers woro somoe things boyond xpression, and
this was pmiong the number,

'"he occasion did not permit him to ontcr into
a discnsaion of ail the questions involved in the
miere; resentations of our esuse, and onr pur-
poass, wiich had beon put in circulation on the
dey of cleotion, snd since; nor did it {bolong ts
him to lay down a programme for the action of
the Damoecratio Yarty; but Llhere was one of
these slanders to which e had been rogquosted to
call agpocial ationtion,and he didpo with cncorfcl-
nese, beecause, on that point, he Enew that he cogld
apeak by sauthority. On the dey of thoe olection,

Uol, Uowan hero turned so the colored persche, a
Iarge number of whom were present, and ssked
thom to give him their attention, and to believe
Lim in mattera of polities, as they wounld not hes-
itate to belicve bim in the ordinar; aflzirs of
businesa life. These reports were falso ; and the
pereons who started them, and the porsons who
cirenlated them, know they wore falase, quite as
woll &8 he did, They wero ciroalated for an ob-
jest, aud tho design was to deceive you, colored
man, and to frighten yon, 80 that they —the white
mzn of tho Radioal party—conld nse you. Thay
want to get vou back into the Union Loaguo
again, and swear you to vote ss they may cI:'it:-
tato—thoy want to comyel you, by their horrible
oaths, to atand by the neninoes of tho party, on
all ocensicns, ichen they are he nominees ; but
they take good care that the colored man ehall
receive no nomination for an office that has money
io it.

In the new Constituilen, they had created a
largonumber of new and nseless officea for the
expreas purpose of rewarding their partizans.—
Whan the Btate electiona came on, in tho lon
list of candidates which fliled more than a col
uinn of some vl our largeat pewspapers, yon
counid not find the pame of a single colored man.
And it wae slmost as bad in the town and coun-
ty oflices. They will make you the President
of their primary meotings, or the Bsorctary, or
they will make you a Justice of the Peace, or an
Alderman, which gave you a little anthority, bat
not & cent of money. In latier Cays they appoint-
od you aa policeman, snd some few wcre allow-
od to be constables, He did not know how profit-
abile these offices were under the new regime ; bul
he imagines they did not pay a great deal more
than was made by an industrions day laborer
on the wharf; but all the fat cfices—those by
which men got suddenly rich—secemed to belong
to your whise friends. They would not allow a
«Inglc one of you t0 go even to the Legislature,
if they conld get along without yon.

Ooming down tc this last election, your white
frionds do pot seom to have stood to the rule
which they have foroed on youn. You have al-
ways beon tapglt to stand by the nominee of
your party as the only means of keeping your
party in power, and koeping the Democrats ont,
and saving yourselves from being returned to
slavery ; and in your Union L2agues, you have
been sworn to do this thing. Now let mc ask
yon, whore's Burney, and where's Price? They
were the regnlar nominees of yoar party for
Eheriff and House of Reprosentalives. They
were nominated at your regilar Uounty Con-
vention ; but neither onc was elected.
