Et waa rare to hear a cry, though tbe poor
fellows' face3 showed much pain. They
wero a sadder sight in their blood etained
bandages than tho men who lay grimly on
the hillside.

Woerth itself was a more hospital, and
all tho inhabitants were either nursing tho
wounded or burying tho dead. It was an
evil fato for tho picturesque little place,
that moro than 100,000 men on one and
tho other side should have settled their
quarrel 0 near at hand.

the Now York papers writes on Thursday
(11th) from tho headquarters of tho Crown
Prinoe an account of the battle, of Woxth,
whioh has juet been telegraphed from
London. There is nothing yet printed
here from the Prussian side. The corres-
pondent says : rc..

Tho swift and skillful movement tigainst
Weisscnburg, resulting in complete success
to tho German arms, waa but a iorUstc of
the etorm which threatened '.ho northern
part of Alsace. On tho second day. after
that of Weissenburg came the battle of
Woerth, and tho Crown Prince gained a
victory over the ablest general in France.
It is admitted that the Fronch fought with
reckless courage, end that they inflicted
a heavy loss on their opponents ; but the
fact of this hard fighting and of this heavy
loss thowshow serious a defeat wag sustain-
ed by McMahon.

CATTLE FIELD SCENE3.

I traversed the field v,hile tho dead etill
lay unburied on ihe tramplod ground, and
could form a good notion of how the fight
had gone by the ghaetly evidence whioh
remained. Woerth is at tho bottom of a
fertile valley, botween two ridges of culti-
vated ground. There is muoh of wooded
land in the neighborhood ; and especially
behind the French position or on tho
western side of tho valioy, thero is a strip
of forest which forms a cover for retreat-
ing troops.

Tho little river Bruder, not big enough
in summer time to float a skill, flows
through the village, and a high road comes
winding down toward the village on the
eastern side of the valley, 'flanked by trees.
Hero was the Prussian position. Stretch-
ing far to the right and left along this
road were hcap3 of spiked helmets to bo
seen, and cart-load- s of needle-gun- s were
collected under tho trees. At a distance
the French musketry fare had told more
heavily than the German, and I heard that
tho French artillery had been very well
served.

PILES OF THE DEAD.

But though the burying parties were
busy with the German dead on tho eastern
side of Woertb, there was moro than an
exchange of slaughterous work on the
western side. Hero tho Prussians and
Bavarians had pushed forward in Btrong
force, and their fire had told fearf ully upon
tho French. The high spirit and rigid
discipline of the ono army had been more
than a match for tho desparato resistance
of tho other. Whole companies of French-
men had been mowed down in their wild
attempts to cheek the enemy's advanoo.
It had been a tolerably equal fight in some
places, for tho ground was strewed with
German dead ; but more and moro French-
men had fallon in proportion. Black
Turcoa and wide-trowse- red Zouaves lay
thick at many points, and tho cuiraissiers
had suffered much. There wero steel
breastplates and brass helmets scattered
thickly ou the line of retreat, while the
dead horses in all directions might bo-counte-d

by hundreds.
And so westward through tho wood went

the traces of increasing disaster; officers
and mon lying grimly where they had
fallen. Borne in quiet, shady spots, as
though upon a picnic, soemed asleep.
Pools of blood remainod where tho
wounded had bosn found. Thero were
knapsacks, rifles and overcoats, either
thrown away in flight or left by tho
wounded on the field. Then I came upon
a epot where the French had rallied, and
the dead of both sides lay thick. Turoos
wero thero who had evidontly fought to
tho last, and had tried to fire their pieces
as they lay. Frenchmen of tha lino regi-
ments had hero and there fallon in num-
bers, as though they had haltod and faced
about in regular order.

But the aspect of the fields beyond tho
wood soemod to indicate a hasty retreat.
Wagons wero overturned, baggago was
thrown out upon tho roadside ; many
knap&aeks were to bo seen. No ono who
had passed over that battle-grou- nd of
Woerth when I did, oonld havo failed to
realize, that a groat disaster had bof liou
the French arms, though my observations
wero made when most of the wounded had
boen removed.

inE LOSS ON BOTH BIDES.

On so largo a scene of action it would
havo been impossible to judgo of tho ex-

act loss sustained. I eeo no reason, how-
ever, to doubt the official roturn on the
German tide, whioh gives about 10,000
Frenchmen and 7,000 Germans hors du
combat, and about 7,000 prisoners taken by
the victors 4,000 in tho battle and 3,000
in the pursuit. Theso losses, with tho fur-
ther loss of cannon and colors, made the
battle of Woerth an evil day for France.
Well might tho wounded Germans raise
themselves to cheer the Crown Princo as
bo passed, and cry that Germany is safe.
It will often be told how tho armies met
on tho Gth of August, and how MoMahon
made and unsuccessful attempt to repel the
invasion of Alsace; how the Prussians held
the left of the line, and the Bavarians and
Wurtomburgers the right, and how a few
Badon troops held in reserve by the Crown
Prince wero brought up just in time to
sharo tho honors of the day. Thero was a
fierce attack on both sides, it being diffi-
cult to say which party began tho fight.
Gradually, as tho Gorman troops pressed
round upon their opponents' line of re-
treat, the French were forced to so hasty a
retrogade movement that tho retreat be-
came very nearly a rent.

THE NEEDLE GUN AKD THE CHASS2P0X.

Tho needle gun proved itself to be fully
the equal of the chassepofc, and perhaps
moro than that at least eo say the Ger-
man soldiers, with apparently good reason.
Moreover, tho Prussians knew their wea-
pon better, having loDg been accustomed
to it, and the Crown Prince handled his
army so as to make the most of the deadly
fire of his infantry. The cavalry was not
used for an attack in the first instance,
but was sent in pursuit when the enemy
began his retreat.

It was a victory duo to the patriotic
ardor of the German troop as much &3 to
anything in their discipline or tactics, but
we must not forget that tho French showed
ardor likewise, and the scale, was turned
for tho Germans at .Woerth by their intel-
ligent understanding of the breech-load- er

drill, and by their steadiness in firing.
These matters take timo to learn. Wo
seo tho glorious results which Germany is
reaping from her careful preparation.

S. It wa3 e&id by Mr. Battlo cf counsel for theprisoner, that upon information I waa obliged to
take notioa cf tho fact tliat tho prisoner had
mado application to hij Honor, Judge Brooks,
for a writ of haLeaa corpus, which his Honor hadgrantee That ia true, but I am to entirely eat-ietie- d

that his Honor has no Juriediction to passupon u charge of murder, and to bind prisoners
over for trial beforo the btate Courts, that Itako tho responsibility of proccodiDg on thiabench warrant without foar of any conllict of Ju-
risdiction. The piisoncr ia now out of the hands
of the military and in the hands of th? civil au-
thority, and will Lo dealt with according to
law.

Now we havo plain failing; if thero bo "proba-
ble caueo" against tho prisoner, let tho fctatoprove it.

No moro need bo eaid about tho manner iu
which tho military was organized, or a traverso
of tho fact declared by his ExcolJoncy, that thocounty of Caswell was in a stato of insurrection.
