It is reported that
during a fracas at Clinton, in danrens
county, two colored men were killed and
a number wounded. Rumor has it that
five handred white and fifteep handred
colored men are under arms. Passengers
who arrived here to-day by the Greenville
and Columbia Road saw a large body of
negroes armed with gans, clubs and scythe
blades ; also, a company of white men
mounted. Citizens of Clinton who were
on the train were called upon by eouriers
to raturn home and protect their families,
There is.no news direct from Clinton to-
day, but a collision there was momentarily
expected. The whites are thoroughly or-
gan.zed for defence. Couriers have becn
sent to the scene of the difficulty from
Charlotte, N. C., and from Edgefield coun-
ty, oﬂ‘erin%assishnce to the whites, Chief
