* It has been my fortune in life to have
come in contact with some whom the world
pronounced great—some of the earth’s
celebrated and distingnished—but I de-
clare it here to-day that of all mortal men
whom it has ever been my privilege to ap-
proach, he was the greatest ; and I assert
here that, grand as might be your concep-
tions of the man before, he arose in incom-
parable majesty on more familiar acquaint-
ance. This oan be aflirmed of few mer
who have ever lived or died, and of no
other man wkom it has ever been my for-
tane to approach.”
