Immediately ufter the war, a friend of
tbe writer, a mentleman of edueation and
observation, who spent pearly two years in
Eoglind, whilst the fizht was progreesing,
tola me that General Lee had impressed
Englishmen of iatelligence more th:n any
of our oflicers. T'hut he was right in this
expreésion of opinion, is establhished con-
clasively by the concorrent and universal
praise bestowed upon General Lee when
lus death was announced, by many of the
leading papers of Great Britain. A short
time before we were called npon to monra
the death of our noblest citizen,
he had been de:lared the greatest of all
living soldiers by a distinguished English
military eritio, in an article in which the
reputation of tha leading soldiers of En-
rape was discussed. Oolonel Freemantle,

| of the Coldstream (Englisb) Guoards, in a

letter to the London Times, pronounces
Liee ** the greatest soldier whom America
has produced,” nod says that there is bu
*“one blot on his reputation asa great
commander.” The Pall Mall Gazelle—the
Enoglish daily that evinces tue highest cul-
ture —thus closes a beauiifal tribute to his
memory : ‘* When political animosity has
calmed down, and when Americans can
look back on those years of war with feel-
ings unbiased by party strife, then wilil
General Lieo’s charaoter be appreciated by
all his countrymen as it now is by a part,
and his name will be honored as that of
one of the noblesi soldiers who has ever

Charles. Thinking perhays that there
was yet time to get something off the float-
ing cauldron, Captain Wyman inquired
whether Lie should bring some provisions,
bat Captain Lachere, deeming it

before leaviog the ship, declined the ofter,
and takiog only a few sails end ropes pre-
pared to quit thbe ship for cver. Mean-
while, a crew of the Charles, consisting of
Raudolph Schulte, second mate, ldward
Depaurl, William Jasper and Cornelius
Clow, ecamen, put forth in a yawl to the
rescue of those of their brethren on the
A. B, Wyman. There was a hecavy swell
at the time, and the terribly suffocating
heat from the vessel rendered the experi-
ment exceedingly difficult. Having ex-
amined everything, Captain Lachere, after
two houus' stay, prepared to leave the ship.

THE LAST SCENE
was frightful to behold. The ship lay
rockiug on the deep, enveloped in a bhuge
cloud of smoke, and every iostant a con-
flagration was anticipated. The entire
crew of fourteen men having been taken
off, Captain Wyman went forward, and in
presence of Captain Lackere and three of
his men, opened tbe main hatch. Oaut
belched the flames with a roar as if exult-
ing in freedom, and the work of conflagra-
tion was begnn. It was now

aud burrying down the sides of the 1l-
starred ship the last batch of human beings
on board cleared her with rapid strokes.
It was well chey did so. The bales of
cotton partly released, burned with terrible
rapidity. The smoke had full vent, and
in about ten minutes, after the last boat
left the A. B. Wymap, the fire had ex-
tonded to every portion of her. The
crackling of the burning timbers, the fury
and noise of the couflagration and the
splashing of sparsin tho water, as they
tumbled down in quick succession, are
stated to have been something terrible.—
Tho two vessels werc not more than s
couple of cable’s length apart, and just =0
soon as the rescued party scrambled omn
board the Chsrles, that gallant ship
squared faway to the westward, the wind
being about sonthwest, and the distance
from New Yeork abont nine handred milee.
It was, perhaps, one of the bappicst
voyages ever made by some of them, for if
ever there wes a hairbreadth escape :whose
terrors may be reculled with wonder, this
was one of them. Captain Wyman and
his crew returned their gratefal thanks to
Oaptain Lacherc, and most worthily did
he deserve them. ‘I'he Charles arrived
here yesterday morning in good ehape, and

It speaks of him in
another place as ‘“ that great and good
man who now Hes dead in Virginia.”

These are but specimens of the univer-
sal judgment of intclligent men living be
yond the United States. 1t is only here
at home that an adverse opinion prevails
amoung those who have claims to be called
educated. That the Southern people do
not generally hold the opinion herein con-
demned is quite Lrue. any of our fore-
most soldiers regard Geneial Lee as onr
grandest Captain. Sach is the opinion of
the ablest publication of the Continent.
The Southern Review, published in Balti-
more, and edited by that accomplished
scholar and thinker, Dr. Albert Jaylon
Bledsoe, has on more than one oecasion
given forth ‘‘no uncertain sound” upon
the merits of Geueral Liee. I Lave before
me the Japuary number for 1869, from
which 1 propose to take ao extract. In
an able and origiual discussion of the bat-
tle of Waterloo, a passage occurs that is
worth considering, because of its well-
weighed statements and figuree. There 18
every reason to believe the writer correct
in the comparison instituted between the
Dake of Wellington, who is claimed by
tha greatest of living poets to be *‘great
in war, foremost Captain of his time,”
and our own immortal Confede-
rate leader, who bas been
borne but recently to his burial, followed
by the tears of a gallant =and sorely be-
reaved poople, and by the benedictions of
a world. Speakiug of Wellington’'s cam-
paigos, the reviewer says:

“‘As compared with thoss of General
Lee, they seem, including even Waterloo,
absolutely imsignificant, General Lee, with
a foroe not 8o large as the Aoglo-Porta-
guese regalar mrmy whieh Welliagton had
under him when Le encountered Massena
in 1809—not Lalf so large as his whole
force if the Portuguese militia be taken
into the account-—in the space of twenty-
cight days, in turee battles, xilled and
wounuded more men than Wellington ever
killed and wounded daring his whole
oareer, irom Aesege (in India) to Waterloo,
(in Belgium) beth inclaeive. In one of
these battles Lee killed and wounded more’
men by 9,000 tkan the French army lost,
including prisonere, in the whole campaign
 of Waterloo, and the pnarsuit to the gates
of Paris. In the same battle he killed and
wounded more men than Waellington,
Blucher sud Napoleon, all three together,
lost in killed and wouunded in the battle of
Wasterloo. by 5,000 men. In the second
of these battles he killed and wounded the
same number that both 1the oppoaing
armies lost in the battle of Waterloo; an

Ilow Congress Might have Celebhrated |
Christmas, |

What a Christmas box Cougress might
have given to the Sonth and to the nation
on Thursday, by passing a general Am-
nesty bill ! 1f, like other people, Cougres-
men feel their digestion improved and
better ull over for doing a good act, how
much more they would have relished their
Christmasjdinner, acd enjoyed the whole
festival day, had they adopted the title of
Bautler’s bill, granting fall grace, amnesty
and oblivion, and thrown the rest of 1%
into the waste basket! Dut this was not
to be ; and the last lingering bit.erness of
the war remains, with 1ts legacy of hates
and rcvenges-—pot to be banished, we
fear, by the present Congrees, and hkely
to last far into the next. Meanwhile in
the Sonth, we observe a Christmas feeling
prevalent among the sufferers from this
unrelenting policy. Witness for a single
example among the many, the language of
the nowly elecied Senator Vance, of North
Carolina, in a letter to the Washington
Caroniele, the prineipal portions of which
we published ou Saturday. He says—*‘I
earnestly desire the unity and perpetuity
of the whole conutry, its prosparity§ and
honor,” and *“fervently pray that every
atom of the wealth of its bosom, and every
spark of the geuius of its children may be
devoted to the common welfare henceforth
and forever.” These are the right senti-
ments, frankly and honestly expressed.—
We wait to see whether in a like spirit of
forgiving and forgetting, Congress will

arge this valuable ecitizen of "his d'sa-
Eilities, or remembering all the grudges
against him that sbould now ba put for-
ever out of mind, will persist in an exelu-
sion which deprives the nation of an able
and honorable legislator, and the Repub-
lican party of a glory which they secm de-
termined to reserve for their successors.
