Why may not tho coming
crop of Onslow be brought to our city by

the cars of the Wilmington and Onslow
Railroad ? A few practical, energetic, sub-

stantial men can make it not only proba-

ble, but certain. Will they do it ?

Tlc States and tlialr Populations.
The census of tho population of tho dif-

ferent Commonwealths, says tho Charles-

ton Courier, is taken by tho Government
every ten yeara. That for tho decade end-

ing in 1870, has just been finished. Suffi-

cient has been obtained to show that the
increase in the United States for the last
ten years has not been as large or in pro-

portion to tho increase of peculation of
previous decades. Thib in a measure may
rise from the devastations of the war and
tho immense loss of life, both upon the
battle-fie- ld and from disease.

While the populations of tho Northern,
Middle, Western and Eastern States, have
increased upon an average of near thirty
per cent. This arises from several causes.
Among others, from the wider desolations
of the war, and the character of the legis-

lation and of tho government which have
been imposed upon the South, which have
imperiled liberty, repressed industrial pur-

suits, and to a certain extent exiled and
prevented population.

As a matter of information, we publish
below a btatamout of eaco State, with its
actual population, in 18(30 and 1870 :

Reconstructing Reconstruction.
It is not very difficult to divine the

causes which have led to the present effort
to reconstruct the South. The party in
power supposed that under tho operation
of the Fourteenth and Fifteenth Amend-
ments and the Enforcement Aot, the
Southern State3 had been permanently se-

cured to the Radical party. The election
in North Carolina last Summer opened
their eyes. Their fancied safety had re-

ceived a violent shock. Still their abso
lute danger was not realized. Congress
met. Neither the President, the Secretary
of War, nor the General in-chie- f of the
Army had any fault to find, in their offi-

cial papers, in regard to the condition of
the Southern people.

About this time, however, Alabama,
Florida and Georgia followed in the wake
of North Carolina, and the Federal'soldiery
did not over-aw- e the Democracy of New
York and Pennsylvania. Then the Ad-

ministration became alarmed, .in which the
leaders in Congress shared. Their fears
soon became manifest, and forthwith a new
crusade was inaugurated against the
South. Tho cry of 4 Southern outrages'
was raised, a resolution to appoint investi-
gating committees was submitted, and tho
old pack of Southern loyalists," hunger-
ing and thirsting for the official floshpots
from which they had been driven, began
to flock to Washington and besiege Con-
gress with their importunities and fill
the newspapers with their cvidenoe " of
tho disloyalty of the Southern people.

Says the Washington correspondent of the
New York Tribune, in speaking of these
creatures :

"They swarm in the oorridora of the Capitol astiey did in Andy Johnaon'a troubled days, and
the burden of their complaint id the same old,
old story of murder, intimidation and prescrip-
tive oppression. 'The Bebels have sot the up-
per hand of us again,' they eay, 'and we are suf-feri- ng

more than you can imagine, and more
than the Northern people can be made to be-
lieve.' Of course, they are here to appeal for
firatectioa and for redress. Their plans for the

rather the methods by which they
hope to accomplish thia object, by no means ac-
cord with the views of their Northern friends,
which fact makes them very anxious. In short,they havej one and all. the most crude ideas of
the power of Congress to reopen the question of
reconstruction, and of the duty of the Adminis-
tration to proteot them with the strong arsa of
the military power."

Forgetful of his late message, he rakes up

Grant thus said :

pointed out they would pursue it- - in good faith.
It ia to b regretted that here cannot be a
greater commiDgliug at thia tinia between the
citizens of the tro sections, and particularly
of thote i trusted w.ih the law-makin- g pow.r."

These conclusions General Grant arrived
av-- after Beeiug much and conversing
freely with the citiz-n- s of these States, as
well as the officers of tbe army who have

been stationed among them."

rages we see that Governors Holden,
Scott and ullock have been sum-

moned to appear before tbe Snate
committee. Before this "outrage"
affair had assumed the proportions it now

has, these Governors had each tpoken
officially in regard to the condition of their
respective States, ua also had Governors
Clayton, of Arkansas, and Watmoatb, of

Louisiana.

Legislature of Georgia has not yot met.
He. has, however, given certificates of

election to the recently elected members
of Congress, and ha written a letter de-

claring that the late election in that Stae
wa3 a fair one aud passed off without any

disturbance.
Gov. Clajton, of Arkansas, iu his mte-sa- ge

of tho '1th instant, sajs:
You assemble here under very pronitioud

gotten, and old prejudices eradicated.
Goveixoi Warwouth, of Louisiana, says

in his message of the llth instaut;
A growing epirit of harmony and good-wil- l be-

tween the different claBaea of onr people has
been arrikingly evinced during the last year- - It
has been Been in a strongly pronounced disposi-
tion on the part of all good citizan3 in moat
parte of the State, without reapsct to partisan
differences, to preserve order, enforce the laws,
and render obedience to all legally coi atituted
authority. The devices and machinations cf
evilly disposed demagogues and reetlcHB and
irreeponsible parties who aotk to pioiitby times
of alarm and violence have besn sot aaide by the
good people of this Btate vho are moat deeply
interested in its peace and prosperity. Tho re-

sult has been that thia diepoeition, aided by he
nalnfarv la' 7a n&sesd bv the General Assembly
and by OongreeB, hae vcure d.iring the last
fall, the most quiet, peaceable and oriUiy elec- - j

tion the Etate uas wuueeuoa ior matij veaia.

Governor Scott, of South Carolina, in
reply to a resolution asking why he does

not order oat the militia, saye, in a mes-

sage of the l(3th iustuut ;

I cannot ea with truth, upon any mioiniatiou
in my poetoesion, that iu any section of the
State the lawa are not executed, for not a eingle
case has been reported in which the tl'tieereof
the law have been resisted in tho discharge of
their duties, Thero ia no invaeiou which 1 am
called on to r",el, no insurrection which I am
called on to euppr-bs- .

Also :

I cannot bring ruyaelf to comteniiato the u?e
of an armed force to punish individual violations
of the law it a time of profound peace. Buch a
remedy would be aa bad aa the disease, and
would bo a publio dtc'ar&tion that there waa no
civil government in South Carolina, and that we
are living in a condition of social anarchy.

And
I would call your attention to the fact that all

tho cases of reported violence are individual vi-

olations of the law ; that none of them have as-

sumed the character of publio combinationa
against the lay ; and that they re all within the
regular jurisdiction of the pimiaal courts of the
country.

In regard to North Carolina we will have
more occasion to speak fully hereafter.

Thia evidence, entirely from lladical
offioiul sources, refutes any and all charges
Which may now be trumped up agaiLfet the
South. If not in Congross, it will havo it

effect upon the Northern people, aud will
increase tenfold the remonstrances which
are being made again3t the new agitution.
We are not afraid to meet the issue. We
will laugh at any terapoidty advantages
which Radicalism may derive freni the
death struggle of the party. We want
peaoe. We have made heavy sacrifices to
obtain it. We have abandoned long-cberis- hed

principle ; we haye obeyed and
are obeying laws adopted by fiiud and
violence ; we have sworn to support gov-

ernments created by military dictation ;

we have recognized Courts established
without authority ; yea, we have acknow-
ledged as citizens a race of former slaves.
We have done all we could to restore the
harmony and integrity of th country. We
have done all we iutend to do, except to
continue to be peaceful and law-abidin- g

citizens. We cannot be more severely
punished than we have already been, and
having preserved our self-respe- ct in ths
past, wo are equal to the new emergency.

8o that the memorial from a portion of
the citizen of New Hanover has been

The citizens of a email portion of the
appcr, end of the county asked 'to be at-

tached to , Sampson county. The great
reason why this request ia made is because
of the very IodJj distance from the court
house; in Wilmington, and the nearness to
Clinton, the county-tea- t of Sampson. We
are from forty to forty-eigh- t miles from
Wilmington, and from twenty to twenty-eigh- t

miles from Clinton. We have no rail-

road by which w- - can reach Wilmington
nearer than fifteen miles, (nearly as far as
it is to Clinton) and then have to travel
thirty miles on the railroad. If we attempt
to go to Wilmington by private convey-
ance, we have to take a day to go and a
day to come. Besides this, there is no pos-

sibility of getting into or out of Wilming-
ton without paying to cross a ferry. The
board of a man and horse iu Wilmington
costs twice as much as it does in Clinton.
It has become to be a saying with the peo-pl- e

here, that they would almost as soon
be tent to the Penitentiary as to be. called
upon to go to Wilmington as juryman. It
not uuusually happens that the expenses
of a jiiryman are twenty dollars, while he
only receives tea dollars as jury fee. He
is compelled to bo absent from homo a3
long as he is retained as juryman. The
distance home and back is too great to bo
traveled, even though thero should be
Court more than ono week. As for being
witness in a protracteel case, it ia intolera-
ble. The people have long felt theso great
burdens, both the expenditure of money
and tho loss of time, but in days of pros-
perity they bore it without a murmur.
The times have changed and wo really feel
that we cannot cntlure it longer. In read-
ing the petition, if any one will look at tho
mip of the counties they will see thai it is
only a small portion of the noJJuwest cor-
ner of the county, which geographically
belongs to Sampson, aDy way, that we ask
to be annexed to that county. South
River, whioh is the natural bound-
ary between the counties, would naturally
throw us into Sampson, if the linos were
properly run. Every land-own- er within
the prescribed limits has signed this peti-
tion, anel earnestly hopes the Legislature
will grant it. Citizes.

Tho following, which we copy from tho
New Yoik Tribune, may bo regarded as
official, though it is thrown out as a feeler.
If the Virginia Legislature shall not now
take steps towards holding the Congres-
sional elections at a different time from all
other elections, it will deserve universal
condemnation;

Waahington Telegram to the N. Y. Tribune.
No more important question was ever

submitted to any Congress or any Adminis-
tration than that which is forced upon the
Goverment at the present time by this al-

leged coidtionof affairs. Senators Sumner,
Morton, Conkling, and others, have con-
sidered itseriously, but have failed to dis-
cover any method of relief. Senator Mor-
ton, particularly, is now studying the sub-
ject, and finds causo for grave apprehen,-sio- n.

All see the constitutional impossibility
of interference by Congress in State or
municipal elections, but, at the same time,
they urge the necessity of suoh interfer-
ence os the only means of escape from
them (the Southern loyalists, carpet-bagger- s,

scallawaga, and. negroes). That
Congress has no power to control their
State affairs, they reply, in the desperation
of their helplessne et that ' the Government
ought to be able to proteot its loyal citi-
zens against the attacks of thoso who, but
a few years since, sought to destroy it,"
and declare that a condition of rebellion,
without slavery as a foundation, it is true,
but with the slaveholding spirit of ani-
mosity to Republicanism as its basis, now
exists iu many localities as rampant in its
defiance of ''Yankee laws," as it did at
any time during the war. To such rejoin-
ders as these it is difficult to make answer.

Their efforts will culminate in an attempt
to extend the power of Congress in the
matter of the election of its own members,
so as to give it virtual control of all State,
or municipal elections in the country.
Startling as this announcement may be, it
is, nevertheless, true, and two bills having
this object in view- - are now before the
House Judiciary Committee. These bills
propose the ereotion of a system of super-
vision by United States officers appointed
by the United States Circuit Court, over
all the elections held in either the North
or the South, at which Congressmen or
delegates to Congress may be chosen, not-
withstanding State, territorial, or munici-
pal laws to the contrary. In other words,
it ia proposod to assume that the undoubt-
ed power of Congress to supervise the elec-
tion of its own members when such elec-
tions, or registration for such elections,
takes place, can be extended so as to in-
clude a supervision over registration and
the canvass of votes for every other office
voted for at that election. The machinery
of this system is complicated, but perfect
so far as the objects to be accomplished
through its operation are concerned.
From the Commissioners of the United
States Circuit Courts a chief supervisor of
elections is to be appointed, whose
duties are desoribed to be to re-

ceive reports from subordinate su-
pervisors, furnish necessary blank
books, lists, &c., and to cause ther names
of those upon any list whose right to reg-
ister or vote shall be honestly doubted to
beverified by proper inquiry and exami-
nation at the respective places by them
assigned as their residences." : It is made
the duty of the subordinate supervisors to
attend the sittings of the boards of regis-
tration in their respective precincts, and it
is provided that "every registration made
under tbe laws of any State or territory
for any oiate or omer election at whioh
such representative or delegate in Con-
gress shall be chosen, shall be decided a
registration within the meaning of this
act (and also within the meaning of the
enforcement act), notwithstanding the
same shall also be made for tho purposes
of any State, territorial or municipal elec-
tion." " It is further made their duty to
attend the election held in pursuance of
such registrations, "to challenge any vote
offered; to be and remain where the' bal-
lot boxes aro kept at all times after the

On Wednesday evening, c.bout dusk, a

prominent Goraraission Merchant called at
our office and exhibited a letter from a

gentleman at Lilesvillo, iu which it was

R. R. had increased tho freight
on cotton from the head of tho Road, to
Wilmington, from 81 50 to $2 per bale, in
direct violation of their published tariff.
The merchant alluded to assured ns that
there must bo some mistake iu tha matter,
as bo was certain that tho rates hod, at no
time (since November last, been increased
as was charged in the letter, and a third
party, who was present at tho time, sug-

gested that i; was probably a clerical error
made, here, in one or two instances, in
making up account sales. Wo therefore,
and without further enquiry into tho mat
ter, wrote tho article that ha.s eo much
(and with cause, wo must admit) provoked
so many of our friends.

A note from Messrs. Spruut A Hinsou,
and conversations with several other mer-

chants, proved to us, conclusively, that
tho statement published by us was

incorrect and wo hastened to mako tho
necessary enquiries. Theso have resulted
in proving that tho correspondent at Liles-

villo was correct, and that $2
had been charged on cotton, from
the head of tho Road, to this place,
the rates having lapsed, at ono time, and
for only two days, from $1 T.O to $2, they
being now established at $1 50 per bale.
Some of tho merchants were probably not
aware of tho change, inasmuch as they
did not receive any cotton during those
two days. As to tho unfortunato expres-

sion that tho "charges must have origi-

nated, in eomo manner, in the offices of
consignees at this point," wo do net see
that it necessarily implies (and certainly
nothing cor.ld have been farther from our
purposo) that false returns were made or
that any ono of tho merchants of this city
would, under any circumstances, take an
undue advantage of consignor.

Having unintentionally offended, this is
onr apology, and, by way of reparation, wo
Lave caused an extra issue of tho Jouunal,

to-da- y, which is tendered to tho mer-
chants, without charge, for tho purposo cf
mailiDg to their correspondents, in this
way assisting ua to " disseminata " this
statement more thoroughly than tho other,
and notifying parties who have not yet
heard the good news, that cotton will bo
brought from tho head of the Road to
Wilmington for $1 GO per bale.

Wilmington and Ouslotv Kailtoml.
The charter for tho Wilmington and

Onslow Ilailroad has been obtained a
charter with very liberal features. The
citizens of Onslow have voted an appro-
priation of fifty thousand dollars for the
work. What next ? If tho road is to bo
ouilt, somebody or eomo bodies must put
bis or their shoulders to the wheel. Acts
of the Legislature, however advantageous,
and EKet.irgs of citizen?, however enthu-
siastic, will not grade tho road-bed- , nor
buy and lay tho iron. Even tho liberal
appropriation by the County of Onslow
is bat a beginning. Money must bo
raised, and this cannot bo done by writing
homilies upon the advantages and necess-
ities of tho road. Even good wishes,
however pleasant, will not accomplish the
purpose. There must bo a canvass, a
thorough canvas3, of the citizens of Wil-
mington, and of New Hanover and Oa-slo- w,

living along the proposed route.
This must be done by .active and resopnsi-bl- e

gentlemen, who have a direct interest
in the completion of the road. It will not
do to depend upon the public-spirite- d en-
terprise and efforts of one or two individ-
uals. We must treat the matter in a busi-
ness manner, but with the attention its
Importance dem&nds.

Who will take the lead in the matter ?

Somebody must start. A few earnest and
bold pioneers can enlist tho active aid of
hundreds, in this enterprise. It is within

to. forward reports of their proceedings to
the chief supervisors, "and to attach to
the registry list, and any and all co pies
thereof, and to any certificate, statement
or return, whether the same or any part cr
portion thereof bo required by any law of
the United States, or of any State, terri-
torial, or municipal law, any statement
tDuchiDg tho truth or accuracy of the
registry, or the truth or fairness of the
election and canvass, whioh the said super-
visors of election may desire to mako or
attach, or which should properly or hon-
estly be made or attached, in order that
tho facts may become known, any law of
any State or Territory to tho contrary not-
withstanding." Thoy are also authorized
and requiretl, during tho registration and
election days, " to take, occupy, and re-rna- iu

in such position or positions, from
time to timo. whether before or bcJdtid the
ballot boxes, as will in their judgment beet
enablo them to Fee each person offering
himself for registration or offering to vote,
and as will best conduce to their scruti-
nizing tho manner in which tho registra-
tion or voting is being conducted ; and at
tho closing of the polls for tho reception
of votes, they are required to place them-
selves in suoh position in relation to the
ballot-boxe- s, for the purpose of engaging
in tho work of canvassing the ballots in
said boxes contained, or as will enable
thorn to fully perform tho dutios in respect
to such canvass providetl in this act; and
ishall there remain until every duty in re-
spect to such canvass, certificates, returns,
and statements, shall have been wholly
completed, any law of any Stato or Terri-
tory to the contrary notwithstanding."
It is also provided that the" Circuit Courts
shall remain open for the transaction cf
business under these provisions of
tho act wheh impose penalties and
tines for interference with tho duties of
the supervisors ; that United States mar-
shals ehall appoint special deputies for the
protection of the supervisors ; that the
military and naval foroes of the United
States, together with the civil posse com-v- zi

tains, shall be at the immediate com-
mand of the marshal for tho execution of
theso provisions.

It was originally intended by Judge
Churchill that the foregoing should onlv
apply to cities of more than 20,000 inhab-
itants, and that supervisors should only bo
appointed at the application of two citi-
zens who might certify to the Judge of the
United States Circuit Court their desire to
have the registry election, and canvass
scrutinized ; but at the sucrcestion of aome
of the Southern Unionists referred to
above, it is probable that the bill will be
so amended as to apply to every section of
ino country, no matter how sparsely set
tled, and that the duty of appointing su
pervisors will be made imperative.

There are no people on earth, as their

whole hihtory demonstrates, who are more
distinguished for their . fidelity to their

uty citizens, or more devotee! to
good and peaceful government than are
tho people of North Carolina. Nor are
there auy more willing or desirous of hav-
ing an investigation into their publio affaire,
conducted by candid and right minded
men, however unnecessary they know such
in inepiiry to be. They do object to the
sinister objects aud means proposed by
Congress. They begin to think that the
timo has now arrived vheu North Caroina
and the other Southern States should be
treated us in the Uciou, the equal of
every Slate ; that the time has come when
the tight of Statos and their equality un-

der tho Federal Constitution should be
something mote than political rhodomon-tud- e.

They do think that the badges of
self government, fashioned by Congress
to suit their own purposes, should not now
be pronounceel counterfeit, nor tho States
mocked and scoffed at for wearing them
a emblematic only of a right to govern
themrelvea when not iu conflict with tho
dictation of Conieus,

So far as these proposed inveatigations
niui at the poaoef ulness and quietness of
the election held in tun Stato by which
the corrupt aliens aud more corrupt natives
were tjwept from power, the people of
Noith Carolina court a full and candid in-

quiry. Hay, as tte trial ot Governor Hol-
den progresses they oxt:ecfc to fahow by
sworn. testimony the character and dispo
sition of tbe citizens of those portions of j

ppunoed anel terribly puuished by that of --

ficial. if thero were great outrages of a
political character, Governor HoUleu can
and will prove them. The representatives
of the people of North Carolina have put
this trial on foot as much to vindicate the
honor and integrity of their fpliow-eit- i --

zens Uij to punish tho crael and wicked
criminal who so outraged the laws of the
State and the liberties of the citizens.

But it will not tequire the testimony to
be adduced during thia trial to disprove
the charges trumped rjp against the pep- -

ple of North Carolina with a view to im
mediate and future political contingen-
cies. We have not only the evidenoe of
Governor Holden himself, bat that of the
officeia of the regular army, sent to the
St'.e for the express purpose of preserv?
ing peace, and arresting disorderly and
lawless persons. TheJr officers were or-

dered to this State by the President, not
only to Bustain Governor Holden, but also
to confirm his report in regard to alleged

outrages." They cannqt, at least, be re-
garded as prejudiced in favor of our peo-
ple.

Governor Holden, in his message to the
Legislature in November, after ail these
f outrages " are alleged to have occurred,

.says :

The secret organization which disturbed the
peace of society, which was sapping- - the founda-
tions of the Government, setting the law at de-
fiance, and inflicting manifold wrongs on a large
portion of our people, has been exposed and
broken up. Well-meanin- g, honest men, who had
been deooed into this organization, have availed
them elves of the. opportunity to esoape from it,
and will.henceforth bear their testimony against
it as wholly evil in its principles and its modes of
operation. A score or more of wicked men have
been driven frcm the Btate, while those of the
same character who remain have been made to
tremble before the avenging hand of power. The
majesty of the law has been vindicated. The
poor and the humble now sleep unmolestedio
their houses, and are no longer soourged or mur-
dered on account of their political opinions.
Peace and order have been restored to all parts
of the atate, with the exception of the county of
Iiobeson, in whioh some murderers and robbers
are etik at large, bat it is expected they will
speedily be arrested and brought to punishment.
In view of this altered and gratifying condition
of things, I issued another proclamation on the
10th of this month, revoking former proclama-
tions, which placed and Caswell in a
slate of insurrection.

This is the testimony of' the plantiff in
this work of persecution againri the people
of North Carolina subsequent to the
alleged "outrages." Wo publish here-
with, the concurrent- - statements of the
army officers who were, at least, disposed
to gratify the Administration by giving as
much coloriog as possible to Governor
Holden's pretended 4 'insurrection.

I do not hesitate to assure you there
is no fear of any disturbance between the citi-
zens and military unices Kirk provokes them to
it, and it seems to mo he has beeu endeavoring
to do so ever eince he has betn here.

Again, August 11 ;

I have fears of an outbreak. Colonel Kirk ia
either endeavoring to crpto a disturbance be
tyeen the peoplo, or my nifn and his own
troope, in order to justify his recent conduot.
His men roam round the country, and pillage
and insult the people with impunity, and eorne
threaten to attack my .men.

Captain Frank G. Smith, under date of
August 8; i870, writing from llufiin, says :

I have the honer to- report, for the iui'ormalion
of the poet commander, that einca my arrival
hereon the 2ih ultimo, when 1 found an ex-
citing political contest going ou among tho
citizens of the vicinity, which waa prosecuted

I am informed by all persona with whom I have
Gonveraed on the subject, that no political cam-
paign here has ever been couduoted with more
order than that so recently concluded. The dis-
position to assist and submit to the civil authori-
ties eeenia general.

This evidence is complete. North Car-
olina stands vindicated by her Governor,
tyho institutes the changes, and by the jury
which he has had empanneled. He ad-

mits that the insurrection is at an end,,

law abiding. We point to thete evidences
of the conduct of our citizens, and defy
the bitter partisans f Congress to do
their worst.
