A sufficient explanation of this increase
which is equivalent to an advance of

$25,500 per annum is that the road had
parsed the Pee Dee River and gone four
mile.- - into a comparatively improved and
populated country. The reoeipts from
both freight and passage are daily on the
increase, as business is turning from' its
old channels in South Carolina to the Wil-
mington market and shipping points.

Who v u estimate the large business
that will comn to the ruad from 'the Char-
lotte conuectioi s ? I have not gone into
i.uy estimate due tj the new lines that
will meet us tLre. but have simply calcu
lated the results from the present business
that flows into Charlotte from completed
lines.

Tho subject of our transcontinental
connection is one that should not be lost
sight of. Our railway must, at no distant
day, cross tho mountains and connect "with
the valleys of the Mississippi and Ohio,
and tho Southern Pacific railway lines.
Oars is the .shortest line from Memphis to
the Atlantic, and will pass the Blue Ridge
with grades of (60) sixty feet to the mile,
and with Jess than one eighth of a mile of
tunneling, or with grades of (90) ninety
feet to the mile and no tunnelling.

It is understood that a grant of publio
lands by Congress for the joint-benefi- t of
the railways crossing the mountains, find
connecting with the Southern Paciflo Rail-
way, will be made at the present session.
Should this be so, and this ' company re-
ceive its due proportion, the .very early
completion of this line to near Asheville
and thence to the Tennessee and Kentucky
system of railways will be assured. : "a

(jetultmeii: In obedience to your re-
quest, 1 tubmit herewith tho report asked
fur by you, showing the present condition,
prospects and costs of completing your
irack to Charlotto and Shelby.

Your railwa', beginning in the city of
Wilmington, is now completed to a point in
Anson county, four and a half (li) miles
West of tho Peo Deo River the Eastern
Division being ono hundred and twenty-tiv- o

mile from Wilmiugtou. Tho. Wet-ter- n

Division, beginning , at Charlotte, is
completed to Cherry villi., forty three (13)
mibs wcht of Charlotte.

There are about ten mile of grading
on tho Eastern Divibion, and eleven miles
on tho Western Division now ready for the
rail. This track laid, would carry Iho
Eastern Division to Wadesboro. the seat
of Justice of Anson county, and the West-
ern Division to Shelby, the seat of Justice
of. Clcavelaud county.

If wo had tho iron rails wo could thus
add twenty-on- e miles of track at a com-
paratively small cost, which would very
cons derably increase onr receipts without
much additional cost of operating.

One hundred and thirty thousand dol-
lars expended in Iron. Spikes, to., would
enable n to lay this additional track, aud
I earnestly recommend it fo jour special
attention.

The estimates for completing tho track
from its present terminus, near tho Tee
Dee to Charlotte, sixty-on- e and a half
miles, pre herewith submitted, amount
ing to nearly $800,000.

Tho report of tho Assistant Engineer iu
charge shows that about ono-tliir- d of the
grading Lm- - been done, and there nro no

of any sizo beyond the capacity of
ordinary tresiie-wo- rk to ppan; the fcoil

to work, and that very littlo rook cut-
ting will bo nece-KHary- .

I have, therefore, festirnated the grading
at twenty live (25) cents per cubic yurd.

1 have recommenr.ed a good rail of tilty- -

four pounds to thrt yard, with fih-joi- nt

fastening.. This makes tho-cos- t about
$100,000 greater than it would bo if we
used a lifty pound rail aud ehe;ip chairs
for joints.

I believe tho best is tho cheapest it we
can obtain the means fo use it, but if n' t,
we may go down to a forty or forty five
pound rail for -- ten years and then rela
this track with heavy ruils. This would
reduce the cost still more.

I also submit a statement showing the
receipts and expenditures of the road for
the past four years, coming down to the
1st of September 1870, by which yoa will
see that tbe net income has been more
than $95,000 per annum.

I am of opinion from tho present pros
pects of bi'Hiness and from what has a- 1-

ready beta received in the first quarter
that tho receipts of both JJmsions will not
fall short of $200,000, and although tho
Western Division is not very economically
operated, I believe the net receipts will
not fall short of tfllO.OOO.

Could tho twenty-on- e miles referred to
above be completed, Itbink wo could in-

sure the payment of tho interest on the
first mortgage bonds from the net receipts.

When the road shall have been com- -
pleted to Charlotte, making 185 miles
from Wilmington, it will not only be self-sustain- ing

but it will yield a handsome
surplus to the Stockholders.

Let us look for a moment at the faots:
There are said to be over 50,000 bales of
cotton to be sent to Northern markets from
that city, 40,000 bales of which will bo
sent by the Wilmington route either by
water or rail. Mecklenburg (outside of
Charlotte,) Monroe and Anson, will pro-
duce at loast 30,000 bales moro that will
took a market by this road.

The bill in relation to the salaries and
fees of State officers being the unfinished
business, the House resumed its oonsider
tion.

Mr. Martin said his position was simply
this : He was utterly opposed to all useless
heads of Departments and to the employ-
ment of clerical force in those departments.
He was for retrenchment and reform in all
particulars. He wished to prune the tree
of all useless branches in order to give
those that aro really necessary a healthy
growth. He thought a proper economy
dictated that a sufficient clerical force
should be employed in the necessary de
partments, and oompetent men should have

Mr. French concurred with Mr. Martin.
Mr. McAfee said that the Governor has

a fcalary of $5,000, whioh is fixed, by the
Constitution and cannot be chaDged by
legislation. This is $2,000 more than the
Governor received before the war, when
he was entitled only to a Private Secre-
tary, at a salary of $300 with fees, and
now we propose to give him a Secretary
at a salary of $500 per year with fees and
a Messerger at $3C0 per year. He was op-

posed to allowing a Messenger because it
was an innovation upon the old and better
times If the Governor needs a Messen
ger let him pay for it out of his increased
salary, &o.

Tbe first section was then adopted.
The second section was read. The ques-

tion recurred upon the amendment, pro-

posed by tho Committee to strike out $750
as the salary of the Assistant Clerk of tbe
Treasury and insert $1,-00-0 per year.

Mr. Houston thought the bill should oe
passed as it oame from the Senate. The
financial condition demanded the reduc-

tions proposed in the bill. Gentlemen
should consider 'the distress oft he tax pay-

ers of the State . -

Mr Ashe was in favor of the Commits
tee's amendment. He thought it waa true
economy to employ, where it was neeessa.
ry, competent and faithful mm at fair and
living prices, &c

Mr Anderson moved to amend the
amendment proposed by the Committee
and insert $500 as the salary of the Assist-

ant Oleik of the Treasury.; i ;r -
