Fending farther reading, Mr. McCorkle
of counsel for respondent, suggested the
propriety of suspending further reading of
the petitions, writs and returns. (Here
follows a long argument by counsel on
both sides as to the admissibility of the
returns made to the writs by McAllister as
legal returns. The Chief Justice decided
that as to the purpose of the writ, the
Chief Justice had acted upon it aa legal,
and it would eo be regarded. The counsel
for the respondent insisted that they
would not admit Buoh as having been le--
gal.)

William Larkin, the witness previously
examined, being recalled on part of Man-
agers, testified as follows :

I am Clerk of the District Court of the
Cape Fear District of North Carolina.
(Several papers were handed witness.) This
paper is a petition of Josiah Turner, Jr.,
for a writ of habeas corpus; this next paper
is the writ issued upon such petition by
Judge Brooks. This other paper is the
answer of George W. Kirk to that writ. I
have the order of Judge Brooks discharg-
ing Josiah Turner, Jr. I was acting us
clerk of the Caps Fear District Court, at
Salisbury, last August, and they came into
my possession at tbe sitting of the court,
when these parties were discharged. They
have been in my pobsession ever since, in
my office.

Mr. Merrimon proposed to have the pa-
pers read.

Mr. McCorkle objected, unless the sig-
nature of Judge Brooke, purporting to be
signed to these writs, be proved. Because,
as the Court, sitting at Chambers is not a
Court of Record, the papers cannot be en-
tertained unless the handwritings of the
parties are all shown. Counsel for both
sides discussed the admissability of this
evidence, when the Chief Justice decided
it admissible.

Mr. Smith argued against the admission
of the evidence, and made citations from
the trial of President Johnson, which, he
insisted, bore upon thu point and sus-
tained him in his position. After further
argument, the examination of Mr. Larking
proceeded.

By Mr. Merrimon : State whether you
attended Judge Brooks, and if so, what
you did ?

Answer : I attended at the sefsion of the
Court for the hearing of these cases at
Salisbury, and was directed by Judge
Brooks to make such record as was neees-sar- y

on that occasion. I have the record
hero with me now.

The Clerk then read petition of Jotiiah
Turner, Jr., the allidavit of J. H. Moore,
and the return of Kirk to the wri'.

Brooks, releasing Josiah Turner, Jr.

Qae:stion by Mr. McCorkle:
1 ask whether your memorandum fhows

that in the proceedings, before Judge
Brooks, time was asked on the part of
Colonel Kirk to produce evidence as to the
guilt of the petitioners ?

Mr. Graham objected to the question.
Messrs. McCorkle and Badger argued

that it was relevant.
The question was allowed to be put.
Mr. Larkins answered: 1 think that on

Thursday afternoon the counsel did ask
for an extension of time for reasons which
I do not now remember, but I think it re-

lated particularly to making their returns.
I do not remember that it referred to the
production of witnesses.

To the question by Mr, McCorkle,
whether the council did not expressly re-

quest time to get witnesses to prove the
truth of Colonol Kirk's return, witness
said, "I do not remember that witnesses
were specially named. I remember that
great stress was put upon the fact that it
would be almost impossible to have the re-

turn prepared the next day.
Question by Mr. McCorkle : Was not

time asked the first day until the next day
to make return ?

Answer : Time was asked until next
day.

After further questions of the same ten-
dency, the Chief Justice remarked that
the testimony had no relevancy.

Mr. Merrimon: We now put in evidence
the certified copy of a telegram from the
accused to tho President of the United
States, referring to the action of Judge
Brooks.

The Clerk read the following:

State of North Carolina,
Executive Department,

Baleigh, Aug. 17, 1870.

To the President of the United States :

Sir The Chief Justice of the Supreme
Court of this State, sustained by his Asso-
ciate Justices, has decided that I have a
right to deolare a county in a state of in-

surrection, and to arrest and hold all sus-

pected persons in such county. This I
have done.

But the district Judge Brooks relying on
the fourteenth amendment and the act of
Congress of 1867, page 385, chap. 28, has
issued a writ of Jiabeas corpus commanding
tbe officer, Kirk, to produce before him
the bodies of certain prisoners, detained
by my order.

I deny his right thus to interfere with
the local laws tin murder cases. I hold
these persons under our State laws, and
unless tho decision of our Supreme Court
Judges who have jurisdiction of the whole
matter, and it is not known to Judge
Brooks in what manner or by what tribu-
nal the prisoners will be examined and
tried.

The officer will be directed to reply to
the writ that he held the prisoners under
my order, and that he refused to obey the
writ If the Marshal shall then call on
the nosse comiiatus, there may be conflict,
bnt'if he should call first on the Federal
troops, it will be for you to say whether
the troops shall be need to take the pris-
oners out of.my hand.

It is my purpose to detain the prisoners,
unless the army of the United States, un- -'
der your orders, shall demand them.

The opinion oj the chair was sustained
by a very latge vote.

Isaac E. Beeves, a witness called on be-
half of the Managers, beiDg duly sworn
testified:

1 reside in the State of Tennessee, Wash-
ington county. Am a lawyer by profes-
sion. I have known George W. Kirk. I
knew him during the war by reputation
only. Kirk has been residing in the same
town in which I reside, Jonesboro', for
about two years I think. He resided in
tbe county before that time, but moved
to Jonesboro' about two years ago. He
has a family. He resided there last sum-
mer. He removed his family from Jones-
boro' about the oOth of June. I do not
know to what point, but understand it
was in tbe country. He left the village
and went into the country in the State-o- f

Tennteeee. He left Jonesboro' for Wash-
ington City, so be reported, about the
middle of June. lie and two or three
others left together f( r Washington,
so they reported. They returned la
tbe latter part of June, and remained
a day or two, I think. 1 remember Kirk
was very busy making preparations to
move his family into th'e country. I saw
them when they started. He was absent
from then until some time iu December,
saw him when he got off the train, and 1
spoke to bim. He told . mo he bail re-

turned. "When ho left in June he did not
tell me where he was going. When he
got off the train I had a conversation with
him in reference to where he bad been.
I said to him that he had got bis name
connected with the newspapers a good deal
since he leit, aud ha laughingly remarked
he had. I only talked with him about five
minutes. He said he had been in North
Carolina. I don't know that he said he
had been in North Carolina, but that was
what we were talking abont. 1 know we
mentioned bis being over there. That was
the understanding that he had been over
there, but I don't remember his exact
statement. He has resided in Tennessee
since his return, and I think in Washing-
ton county the same county he resided
in beforo he left. He has resided in that
county since 1868.

The question was asked whether he
(witness) knew tbe general character of
Kirk.

Here a long argument followed by
counsel on both sides as to the admissi-
bility of' evidence touching upon his
(Kirk's) character.

The Chief Justice decided the evidenoe
competent to be confined to the character
as would be likely to be heard of by the
respondent when he sent to employ him.

Mr. Reeves testified :

I know the general character and repu-
tation he made during the recent war. I
have known him since personally. His
general charaoter there was of being a des-
perate man notorious-merciles- s. He was
criminal that is, while he was a military
officer I am speaking of. He had the rep-
utation of being a violent man. His repu-
tation was notorious.

I know B. G. Bergen. He came to
Jonesboro' sometime during tho winter of
1869-7- 0. I do not know whether it was
December or January. He came there as
an attorney and was admitted to practice
at the bar. He brought his family with
him. He made no investment there of
real estate, but claimed Jonesboro' as his
home, and said he would make it his fu
ture home. He remained there until June
sometime, and left, leaving his family. He
left about the middle of June and was ab-
sent several days ; returned and remained
a day or two, and then left again and was
absent until December. He returned in
December, and then removed his family
from Jonesboro'. I do not know where he
now is. He is not there now.

I know H. C. Yates. He is known as
Clay Yates. I don't know exactly his age.
but I suppose he is about ZZ years of age.
He is a voter. In May, I think it was, he
announced himself as a candidate to rep-
resent the county of Washington in the
Legislature. I supposed him to be of age
from that. He resided in Washington
oounty. I know him personally. I know
another Kirk, one S. S. Kirk, when I see
him. Have only seen him twice. I had a
conversation with him in July, about the
10th, and he then told me he was s ung
around to his brother's command in North
Carolina. I do not know his place of res
idence, but I have always understood that
he lived in Washington county. I don t
think I ever saw him more than twice. . I
have known Gaorgo W. Kirk four or five
years. Did not know him personally be
fore the war. Did not know his general
character before the war. The character
I give was acquired by him during the
war. I understood he was Colonel of a
Federal regiment during the war. His be-
haviour since tbe war, so far as I have seen,
has been that of a comparatively quiet cit-
izen, except a few months when ha was in
the militia service. Then he made a rep-
utation during that time for cruelty. The
times there then were rather turbulent. I
only refer to his character when he was in
the service.

He was in the militia, after the war.
His reputation there accorded very well
with what it was during the war, while he
was in the Federal service except I do
not know of any murders perpetrated. I
know he was a terror to the people of mid-fttt- k

TVnnpiftfipe. I minded with them a
good deal there, while he was in the ser
vice.

Chief Justice : No.
Witness : His reputation in Western

North Carolina was that he was a violent,
desperate and cruel man and plunderer.
I can't say that I heard enough of nis char-
acter before the war to speak of it.

William M. Murdock, a witness called
on behalf of the Managers, being duly
sworn, testified :

Questioned by Mr. Merrimon. I reside
in Raleigh, and am an Insurance Agent.
I knew Geo. W. Kirk in East Tennessee
in 1867 and 1868. He resided in East
Tennessee. I knew his general reputation.
He was a man of very violent character.
During the war he committed a great
many outrages. His character was very
bad in the commission of deeds out-
rageous deeds and murders. He was
generally leputed to be very cruel. Ho
bad the Mima reputation in Western North
Carolina that he had in East Tennessee.

I have resided in Western North Caro-
lina lived there during the war. During
the early part of tbe war I was in the Con-
federate hi my in tho western part of the
United btatee.

There was no lighting the one side
against the o her in Western North Caro-
lina, except by those who had been in the
Federal army coming in there and captur-
ing some Confederate troops.

William J. Edwards, a witness on be-
half of the Managers, being sworn, tes-
tified :

I reside in Raleigh, and am a printer by
trade. I have charge of the Standard job
ofiiee at present. This paper I now have

You will have made out and forwarded to me
as clearly as possible a list of all the persons
under arrest, with a statement of the reasons
for arrest in each case.

I have thoughtsit best mainly on account of
tbe pending election, te postpone the court mar-
tial until the 8thf August.
