The High Oourt of Impeachment closed iis
labors to-day. W. W. Holden, Governor of the
Btate, has been found guilty of high crimes and
misdemeanors, and judgment has been pro-
nounoced against him. His guilt was so palpable
from the evidencs submitted that in three of the
Artioles he has been convicted with the aid of
Badical Benators. Five voted for conviotion on
the Fifth Article., [The vote shows but 49 Sena-
tors present, 86 Conservatives and 13 Badicals—

one Radieal being sbseot—Mr., Flythe, of
Northampton. There were eight Articles,upon six
of which he has been found guilty. The absence
of one Benator made 33 neceseary for convictior,
Ep. Jourwair.] The vote in detail is ae followe:
Article 1. [That Holden did proclaim the
county of Alamance in a state of insurrection ;
thas he sent bands of dssperate, lawless and
armed men into eaid county, and that he arrest-
ed eighty citizens when there was no insunrrec-
tion].
