~ultural Society, and reorganized it, and
thus became acquainted with gentlemen
from 2all the counties of the State, and in
reorganizing my school I selected trustees
from varions parts of North Carolina, and
of course have had the acquaintance of
those gentlemen; and I have been ac-
‘juainted with most of the members of the
convention and the members of the two
Houses of the Legislature in the city of
Raleigh. 8o far as the county in which I
reside 1s concerned, there is as mnch se-
curity for human life there as any place 1
have resided in.
