A Picture efRulia mm& Desolatloi la Moutn
Carolina..

Columbia Lettsr in Cincinnati Commercial.
I walked on some three miles from the

city, and was directed by eome children to
the hill to the right of the road, where are
the ruins of General Hampton's famous re-
sidence famous because beautiful and
costly, and the former home of the most
distinguished descendant of a distinguish-e- d

family. Before the war the Hamptons
were the first of the first families, having
descended from a long line of ancestors
wealthy and warlike. The old original
Hampton was a Revolutionary ceneral.
and the family have since kept up the re-
putation be gained as fighting stock. I
turned from t ie road up among the trees,
as directed, and in a short distance came
to the ruins. The site was magnificent.
From the top of this hill or rise of ground
the country spread out before you. visible
in all directions. To the west Columbia
lay enshrouded in trees, and the east and
north a landscape of rare loveliness pre-
sented itself. But the looks of the place
itself was in sad contrast to what could be
seen from it. Nt thing is left of what was
an elegant mansion, but four stout pillars
and a great ma-- s of blackened brick thrown
into a confused heap. The house was
large, and is sad to have bean filled from
cellar to garret with all that was costly and
historic. Here were gather d the trophies
and ' heirlooms " of one of the oldest,
wealthiest aod most fami-
lies of Sooth Carolina. But in February,
1864, the house and its contents were re-
duced to ashes by the cavalry of Sherman's
army. Hampton has never rebuilt, hav-
ing beea reduced to the verge of bank
ruptcy by the war.

The surrounding grounds were once
beautiful, and remuantaof their beauty re-
main to this day. It is said that Hampton
expended sixty thousand dollars in laying
out and beautifying thrse grounds. All
around the ruins of the house are walks
and drives, shaded by the numerous trees
and shrubbery that grow so luxuriantly in
this Southern clime. But for seven years
these grounds have been turn d out to the
common. Cattle roam over them at plea-
sure, and no one seems to have eared to
prevent it. The flowers have grown stiff
and lank and out of shape ; the cedars' and
pines and "box trees" all sadly show the
need of attention, but are atii beautiful.
The flowers are nearly all killed out, only
one now blooming here and there, making
the surrounding desolutit n still more im-
pressive. Imagine that which was onoe a .
miniature Garden of Eden turned out '.to
the cattle, the shrubbery eaten down, the
flowers and small plants trampled over, the --

trees nntrimmed, the graveled walks grown
up in weeds and brambles, the . hedges
broken and scattered, and you have some
idea of "Millwood" now. There was a row
of frame houses near, formerly the ser-
vants' apartments, but all deserted. Des-
olation and silence reigned supreme.- -
Seeing a small house, some distance away,
that looked as though it might be Inhab
ited, I Walked towards it. A small boy
was playing in the yard. -

"Who lives here ?" I asked. , .. ,

"Mother," he replied, apparently startled
at the appearance of a stranger in that des-
olate looking place. A lady came to the
door, evidently of the "poor white" per
suasion.

That house in ruins was formerly Wade
Hampton's, was it not ?" I enquired-rw- -

"Yes, there's where the General lived
before the war. But the Yankee they
tore everything up about the place and
burned the house. They seemed to have
more spite against the Hamptons th :n any
body else. They destroyed three- - fine
houses belonging to the family. One
where the General's sister lived, and was
mighty nigh as fine a placa as his. Then
they bnrned up Frank Hampton's-- house.'
The General himself is low at the Wesf,
but we look for him book soma lime this
month."

I wandered around through what were
ten years ago beautiful parks and garden?,
althoug now hardly to be - tosognizd as
such, down to the road, and away from the
desolate place.

How the old families have been broken
up and scattered I Tho former home of
the Hamptons is now a desolate bill, and
the family is no longer the power in the
land that it once was. The Pre-dots- .

Middletons Pinkneys and Rbett have aIf
been reduced from their high estates.

But let us pass everything to
their cielit that is due, and say tljat,"
through the long years that these families
ruled the State they stole none of ita rets

Now, I have no prejudice whatever
against a negro simply because he is a ne
gro. They cannot help their color any
more then we can help ours, or Adam could
help his, whatever it wai. But I do say
that it is utterly impossible lor a man to
read law two ur three yesrr, practice two
or three years and then be fit for the posi
tion of Supreme Judge. 1 don t care what
his color is or bow smart he may be. As
for Wiight, he is not overly fmart. If he
were white and lived in Ohio he might
stand some chance of being justice of the
peace..... It is said, but I don't know how
true it is, that he has never delivered dm
one opinion, and that was written for him
by Attorney General Chamberlain. I give
the report as l heard it, though x nope ne
bat delivered a dozen and written them
himself.

I confess to feeling a vagne tense of
something wrong when I go into the Su
preme Court room and see this voung and
inexperienced negro presiding over some
of the first legal minds of the South. In
front of mm I eee a row of white-heade- d

veterans, some of whom were giants be-

fore he was born. Men who-- had occupied
high positions on the bench and rendered
decisions nonorablo to themselves ana De
con-ligh- ts in Jurisprudence, look out of
place standing below this young negro
and addressing arguments to mm wniou
in man; instances it is clear, in the nature
of things, he does uot understand. ne
lacks age and experience, two essential
qualifications to a position on the banch,
no matter how brilliant a man be by na-

ture. Brillanceis not learning, aud keen-
ness is not depth. There is no rojal road
to legal learning. There is but one w?y
that it can be obtained, and that is by
plodding, and to plod takes time. Take
the case home to Ohio. What young man
is there in that State who was admitted
to the bar iu 1865 and who has been
mixed up in politics to such an extent
since that be has had little experience in
active practice, who is now fit for
the position cf Supreme Judge ? I
think an attempt to hoist sneb a man upon
the bench there would meet with a breeze
of rebuke not easilv trotten over. If he
was a nezro. I am certain it would. No,
the lawyers and property-holder- s of South
Carolina are iust as anxious to haveacom- -
