NMore Murders —_Two Young mMen Xil ed

and Amnciher Wounded_The Outlaw-.’

Threat to

Couniy to be

From passeug:rs arriving bere yester-
terday afternoon v.athe Wilmington, Char-
lotte & Ratherford R. R, and from a com-
muoication from a friend at Shoe Heel. we
learn that the Robeson county outlaws are
falfilling the threat of bloodshed male by
them, provided their wives were not re-
leased by yesterday (Mounday) morning.—
They bave already begun their bloody work,
two estimable young men having been al-
ready murdered by them, in cold blood.

It scems that yesterday morning, about
9 o'clock, Messrs. Muardceh McLean,
Hugh MoLean and Archy MeCa lum,
sta ted from the recidence of the McLeans,
nesr 8h.e Heel, for tha depot at that
place, for the purpose of taking the train,
When about a mile from Shoe Heel, they
were fired upon by scme of the
outlaws, who were ambashed in the
woods near the road. Thbe two McLeans
were killed outright, bat Mr. McCullum
macaged to escape. He received & wound
in the left arm, by the first volley fired, and
immediately iuwped from the buggy and
started to ran. He was again fired at and
received a wonna near the ankle, bat
managed to escupe to the depot.

As the train conld stop there but a short
time, it having arrived at the depot abount
the same time that Mr. McCallum reach-
ed i, our correspondent coald not give
us farthor particalars of this important
affair, other than that Dr. Dwinslle, who
was present at the depot, was just setting
oat with a party to the scene of the mauzr-
der. We learn, however, that the excite-
ment is intense, and that stirring news
may be expected by to day’s mail. The
Bheriff, it is said, has sent to Raleigh for
arms aond smmaunition and the requisite
number of mean is to be at once armed and
equip, ~d sud puat iato astive service.
