Letter from London Wctimlniter Abbey
Tbe Poci'a Corner Addison, Maoaular,

bq aencateiy ana simply tbat tbe effect
is very pleasing. The height ia 31C feet
above the river front. The clock itself is
the largest in the world, being 26 feet in
diameter. The roof of the palace is of
iron, ornamented and gilded in a most
proiuse style. Tbe weight of tbe great
Den is 14 tons, and tbat of the four quarter
bells is 9 tons each. We were so
fortunate as to gain admittance to tne
entire baildiDg, including the House of
Lords and House of Commons. To attain
this object it is required that visitors have
a note from a member in each House.
When there are mere attendants than can
be accommodated in the galleries, the
number to be admitted is taken by ballot,
while the unlucky ones left behind have to
await the next ballot which takes place
when the way is opened by the departure
of other visitors. On the following day,
Sunday, we attended service at St. Paul's
Cathedral, and were very much impressed
witb tbe grand conception of that master
mind of fair Christopher Wren, ihicb bad
wrought such wonders. Stranga to sy,
that althougb this immense building was
in course of erection 35 years, it was be-gn- n.

and completed under tbe supervision
of one architect, one builder, and during
th Presidency of one Bishop tbe leng'b
i 510 feet, the beight of the doma 401
feet. Here Nelson and Wellington are
buiied, and the enclosure contains many
monuments to the memory of great men.
of which it will be quite impos-ible- , at
present, to write. From the Cathedral we
visited "lh.9 Tabernacle" cf tho great
preacher, Mr. Spurgeon. We were mach
disappointed to learn that Mr. Spcr-ge-ou

was absent in Scotland, but did not
regret our visit, as we were kindly re-
ceived, and were mueh impressed with the
service, and evidences of the great good
which has been and still is beiDg done by
this remarkable man. The Tabernacle
itself is ecoimouf, built in the Italian style
of architecture, and is provided with seats
for 4,500 people, which were nearly all
filled on th occasion of my vitsit. Notwith
s'andiog my seat was at tbe extreme end
of the building from tho minister, I heard
every word of tho sermon, which was de-

livered in quite au ordinary pitch of voice.
The effect of the congregational singing,

which was joined in by nearly every one
present, was very grand and long to be
remembered.

Dating the week following I bad the
pleasure of visiting the Crystal Palace ex-

hibition, the International exhibition and
many other very pleasing sights of Lon-
don. The collection of objects of art and
science at these magnificent institutions
iEO great and in in fcuch variety, and for a
thorough intpeation, three or tour dajs at
each place would bo required. The de-
partments are divided into the industrial
and fine arts. A very ingenious method
has been adopted to indicate tho country
from whioh the objects come tho bor
ders of each label ia colored that for
Austria, for instance, is Orange; France,
green; Germany, black; Spain, lemon;
United States, blue, &o. , fe?. Tno collec-
tion of paintings far exceeded our concep
tion ; hDDdreds upon hundreds of the
choicost gems from all the countries and
states in the world were there to feast the
eye and delight the heart. We were struck
also with tho beautiful assortment of
photographs, models, and all kinds of
architectural designs, and also with tbe
magnificent refreshment rooms which one
is qaite suro to patronize and appreciate
afrer spending teveral hours wandering
about.

Alter a week's sojourn in London, wa
visited the south of Englaud, and spfnt
several days very pleasantly in Devonshire

returning to London by way of Exeter
and Salisbury in order to get a view of the
celebrated Cathedrals in each place, which
we cannot write of at pr-se- nt. After a few
days rest we leave for Hamburg, and after
making tbe tour of Germany may have
this pleasure again.

London, Juno 7, 1871.
Jy Dear S7r.s - There ure so many ob

jects of interest to be visited by tbe stran- -
ger in this great city, that it is my purpose

'in this short letter to mention bus a few of
the principal sights, without entering upon
a full description, tho detail ot which
would far exceed tho time and tpace inten-
ded. Westminster Abbey, the shrine of
the ashes of Great Britain's most illustri-
ous dead, was the firbt plate to attract us.
The erection of thi ancient pile is dated
as fir back as the reign of King Sebert,
between the years GOl and GIG, but baving
been partially or totally destroyed by tbe
Danes in the time'of Alfred, was rebuilt by
EJgar, and aftorwardi improved by Ed-
ward, the Confessor. The Western tow-

ers and otio or two chapels were finally
erec'ted by tbo celebrated architect. Sir
Christopher Wren. Within the chapels
rest tho remains of thirteen Kngs and
Cjaeen3 of England, but it i of Ihe South
Transept or Poet'j Corner, that we desiro
particularly to note. Passing the monu-
ment of David Garrick, we como to
a fino tiguro cf Addison on a cir-

cular basj, around which are small
figures representing the nine muses. There
ia aldo a leagthy Latin inscription com-
memorating his genius and his virtues,
closing thus: "He died in tho 43th year of
his age, the bonor and delight of tbe
British nation." Quite near to the mon-
ument of Addison lies tho body of Lord
alacauley, and farther on we see a most
maguiticent marble statue ot the greatr r v - try i

musician, ueorge J? reatncK itinue;. xno
conception of this monument s ruck us as
very bautiiu!. Tbe figure of llndd is
represented in tho ucj of listening to the
harp of an angel playing in the clouds
above bis head ; before tno angel is placed
the celtbrated comoosition Slesiiab, with
tbe the part know tbat my Redeemer
livetb open." The next elaborate monu-
ment which strikes tbe attention, is that
uf an honisr man, a constant friend, John,
the great Duke of Argyle; 'A General and
Orator, excelled by none in tLo age bo
lived. " Farther on, and above tbe door
of one of tLe chapels, is a monument to
the memory of Oliver Goldsmith, with a
long Latininscription. in part intimating
tbtt "tne love and tideuty oi hi friends
and associates hd raised tins monument
to Lii memory ; and now we come to a
plain marble slab in the floor, cover-
ing the precious dust of one
whom we had mourned for as for a
dear friend, and wbo ba?, by bis beautiful
and touchu g stories of real life, won the
hearts of eo many within the past few
years. The slab bears tbe following in-

scription in plain gilt letters :

Chaeles Dickens,
Born Feb. 7, 1812. Died June 9, 1870.

and near bis grave are the ashes of Sam'l
Johnson, Sheridan, Garrick, Macauloy,
Handel and Cumberland.

L.aving this group, we met with a monu-
ment erected to the memory of Jotn Gy,
with a short epitaph on tbe front, written
by himself, which grates harshly upon it
after tbe melancholy redtctions through
which we have just passed. It reads :

" Life is a ieet. and all things show it,
I tt ought so onoe. but now I know it,"

and it occurred to ns once at the time that
coor Gav would infinitely prefer the
"jest" to the present reality. Be
low the lines aDove quoted are
soma very pretty verses by Pope, who
was very friendly with Gay. Many other
tributes of a grateful nation to the memo-
ry of great men are around cs, and well
merit a moreleng'by notice. Among them
are monuments to James Thomson, author
of the "Seasons;" Thomas Campbell, with
whom is always associated that beautiful
poem, "The Pleasures of Hope ;" Samuel
Butler, the author of "Hudibras." The
ins3iption on bis tomb intimates that it
was erected by the Lord Mayor; "that bo
wbo was destitute when alive, might not
want a monument when dead." There ia
a beautiful testimonial in line white mar-

ble, noitly ornamented, to the memory of
Ban Johnson, who lies bnried here, with
tbe inscription, O Rare Ben Johnson,"
and aleo a hue statue over the remains of
John Milton near by. After wandering
throogh different chapels and the cloisters,

oftma to the chapel of Henry VII, in
which repose tho ashes, of Mary Qaeen of
Scotts. over whicb hash. en erected by her
son, James I, a moat beautiful monument
ia tho form of b casket, upon which
lie3 a maible figure of tho poor
unfortunate Qaeen, eaid to be a marve-
lous likeness of tbe original. Mary Stuart
was beheaded in Fotheringay Castle, and
her body buried in Peterborough Cathe-
dral, but it was afterwards privately re-

moved to Westminster by order of tbo

KThe view of tho inside of the Abbey from
tbe west door is very line the whole
building is then open to the eye, and the
mind of every beholder, it has been justly
said, cannot but be filled with ae and
admiration at the grand solemnity of the

PlFrom the Abbey we walked a short dis-

tance to the now Houses of Parliament,
which aro situated upon tho river Thames,
and which strike the beholder at onco
with the beauty and symmetry of the arcbi-t- t

cture. This building which is called the
Palace of Westminster.has been entirely ap-

propriated to the useof the House of Lords
and House of Commons, both of which
were in set elon at the time of oar visit.
