The election is on the first Thursday in
August. The judges or inspectors of elec-
tion must count tho ballots, and make out
a correct statement under their bands,
which musi be sealed up and returned to
the commissioners of the.r respective
counties by 12 o’clock on Baturday after
the election. Tho counties of Carteret,
Dare and Hyde are allowed uutil Tucsday
after the election to make their returos.

The commissioners of any two of them
in the presence of five citizens, can com-
pare tho returns at tae Court House,
making daplicate statements of the retarns,
sworn to before somo person authorizad to
administer oaths,

The Register of Deeds for each county
shall transmit by mail, cn or before the
10:h day of August, 1871, to the office of
the Attorncy General, one of the certified

statements, and give to the percons clected |

a certificate of election. If there should
be no Register of Deeds the Commissioners
can appoint one.

Woe eall special attention to section 6 of

the Convention Act, as follows :

“o. 6. That the inspectore of election men-
ti+sed in Beciion 1st of this act, shall be appoint-
ed by the commissigners + f eacih couoty respeo-
tiv -iv, ar s meo ing t be h-11 on the 1et Monday

ghip, sull re-id ng therein, without requiring
such electors to e registered anew; and such
registrar shall also at ail times, afier his ap-
poiutment, up to, and on the day of election
aforesaid, keep open said books. and shall be at
the polis on said day, with eaid books for the
rogistration of any eleotors residing in sach pre-
civet or township, and en itled to registration,
wh #e names have never been registered in such
preocinct or townslip, or do not appear in the re-
vis: d list; no certificates of regietration shall be
given, and voelector shall be entitled to register
or 1o vo e in any other precinet or township
th.n 'he ope in witich he is an actual and bona
Mide remident ou the day of el ction. Any per
sun offering to vots, although his name may be
on the registration books, may be chsallenged as
to hia right to vote on the day of election and
the guneation ehall be decided by the inspectors
of the tox and the regisirar of the precinct or
township, before the ballot is received.

The Homestead,

The Radical candidates and papers are

endeavoring to terrify the timid into the
belief that the Uonvention, if called, will
jeopardize the Homestead. They bhave not
o very deflaite idea how it is to be done,
but they proclaim that thereis danger, the
more loudly on this very scocount. They
sabstitute noise for reason and truth, In-
deed, these carpet-bag fellows, the most
arrant cowards themselves, seem to think
that our people, whits and black, are to be
woun through thejr fears when all other re-
soarces fail. The poor negro is cajoled by
threats of re-enslavement, and the whites
are to be frightened into terms by cries of
war and loss of homesteads.
The only argument advanced by the
Radicals is, that the Conventiou will turn
out the present Judges and put others in
their stead, who will reverse the present
decision of the Supreme Cours in regard
to the homestead. I[ our pecple hold
their homesteads by the frail tenare of
the official lives of the present Court, or
those of the five of them, as Chief Justice
Pearson dissented and Juostice Settle has
already resigned, they are not worth the
trouble of securing. If the opinicns mere-
ly of Justices Rodman, Reade and Dick
stand between onr homesteads and greedy
creditors, then are they indeed walaeless.
Their terms of office, by QConstitutional
limitation, expire in 1876. Is our proper-
ty in ouar homesteads limited to four years
only ? How &silly and absurd., Nay,
probably not four—possibly not one. Juas-
tice Settle has already been allured away
from his seat upon tbhe bench for a South
American mission. His sucoessor, for all
we know, may agree with Chief Justice
Pearson in his views of the constitational-
ity of this question. May not one or more
of the other Justicea of .aat Court be
equally susceptible to the blandishments
of President Grawt ? Death, too, might
legsen their number.

How
many will pass under the Sheriff’'s bam-
mer ? How much greater danger arethey
in from the sure and certain rain before
us than from a change of judicial officers.
There is relief, aud only one souree of re-
lief from the dangers whioh threaten.—
This is through a Convention. The Cor-
stitution must be amended so that our
legislators will be relieved from the obli-
gation of taxing the people to pay prompt-
Iy the interest dne ond accruing on the
public debt. The Constitution must be
amecded so that the expenscs of our gov-
ernment will be redoced to an amount
which cur impoverished people can pay.—
The Constitution must be amended so as
to give us a system of government adapt-
ed to our wants, our habits and onr rym-
pathies.

Convention

In directing attention to the Convention
Aot, eltewhere publisbed, we desire Lo
reiterate arguments we have heretofore
addoced io favor of Convenlion.

The preamble of the
specifically some of the reasoms why the
people, in their eovereign capacity, are
thus sppealed to for the relief a Con-
vestion, and oaly a Counvention, can afford
to our oppressed State,

In it the General Aseembly declares
that the preseut Constitation is barden-
some and cppressive to the citizens ; and
that some of its provisions are not adapted
to the wants and ocondition of the people.

Ja all governments the citizcens are di-
vided into two classee—orne the people—
and the other the office-holders. Necces
sarily there must be somwe office holders to
edminister the affuirs of the people ; end
that Coustitution is wisely framed which
provides for just so many drones or cflice-
holders and no more as are reqaired to
transagt the publio bu~icese. If provisivn
be made for more of this non-produciug
class, who live cut of the sweat of the peo
ple, than are absolately required to keep
the government in cxistence, then is the
Coustitntion which creates their cffices
oppressive, and if their number be lsrge
the Ocnstitution becomes burdensome.

Now the Legislature declares the Con-
stitation, in this respect, burdensome. In
the opinion of that body, which represants
the views and feelinge of the people from
the seabosrd t> the mcuntaine, there are
more offices created by our present Cousti-
tation than are peeessary for the proper
admiristration of public affuire. The men
filling these tuperflnous offices must bLe
paid ; they wiil have & good roned tum
for thoir services by hook or by crook.—
They will draw their salary from the funds
of the public, and if that be ipsufficient to
meot their wants they will resort to *‘ par—
guisites” to make op the deficiency. They
will live from the people’s crib—rightecus-
ly or unrighteously—by meauns fair or foul.
They are as the iilies of the field—they
toil not, peither do they spio, yet Solo-
moun, in all his glory, is not arrayed : s one
of these,

In fact the experience of all times, of all
nations is, that too many cffices are a nui
sance—and worse tlian a nuisance, a fully
—and an evil in the land Among pros-

perous ratiors it is a sore evil to tax the
people for the sapport of men whess sar-
vices ars not needed by the community,
and in this State, in the impoverished con-
dition of oar citizens it is & moustroos ty-
ranny that the poor shoold be ground
down and overborne by oppre sive taxes
to subsist superflaons, unnecessary office-
holders.

It is requisite that wo should euumerate
soms of these offices which are a burden to
the people. The Saperinteodent of Pab-
liec Works—a very bigh sounding name for
an officer—but what does that rignify
since there are no duties for (he incnm-
bent to perform ? ‘I'bere are fonr Associ-
ate Jnstices of the Sapreme Coort. That
sounds ‘*big”™ for North Carolina ; bat
wby have dounble the number that former-
ly composed the Conrt, and who still had
plenty of time to spare > It is perhaps a
“*nice thing " for some aspiring lawyer to
get a good berth on the Bench of the su—
preme Court, but if his services are not
needed by the peopls why shonld we be
taxed for his benefit—simply to gratify his
smbition—by glorifsiog bim to our detri-
ment.

0, also, the number of Saperior Court
Judges until 1868 was only eight ; under
the new Coopstitution we administer to the
self-love and gratifieation of four addition-
al gentlemen of the legal fraternity, by
paying them twenty five hundred dollars
each per annum, sand giving them a han-
dle to their names. While we hazard noth-
ing in sayiog that, with our old judicial
system restored and the oode of ** uncivil
proceeding " abolished, eight Judges conld
transact our businees in the Courts equally
as well as they ured to do until two years
since. And besides, there are eighty-eight
Probate Judges in the Btate! God save

Here
we have, tken, ina Lrief and iocomplete
statement cf some of the unpecessary ex-
penses of our magnificsnt goveroment, nvear
$1,000,000 annually expended to provide
for offices which wera unkmown to our
old Conetitution, and which experierca
proves are entirely useles-. “

This amount is paid by us yearly to sub-
gist men whoee offices might be abolished;
and yet the san would shine as usuaal, and
the rain would fall in eeason, and no graat
convulsion of nature would ocear.

Is it any wonder, then, that we shoald
be still impoverished, although we have
had years of prosperity, and abundant
harvests have blessed our indastry ?

Each year that the provisions of oar
present Constitution remain in force, this
enormous draic 2pon our pockets must
continue and this part of the profits of
our labor must be diverted frow the indns-
trious and surcendered for the esubsistence
of burdensome office-holders. No speedy
change can bo effected in theso matters ex-
cept by a Convention. A Convention can-
not cost more than $100,000. Is it not
economy to have a Convention ? Le! us
