'' WASinsraTOji, Aug. 1.
Mr. Laurd Von Sshlcser was introduced

to the President by the Secretary of State
and delivered his credential as envoy t

and minister plenipotentiary
ot his Majesty the Emperor, of Germany.
He made the following remarks ou the
occtsion:

trEECH CF BAEON SCHLOSER.

"Mr. President: I have received or-
ders to deliver to your excellency the let-
ter whereby t is Majesty the Emperor of
Germany and King of 1'ru.sla has been
pleased to recall from this pest, at his own
requefct, Baron Von Gerolt, who has re-
cently resided here in the capacity of en-
voy extraordinary and minister plenipo-
tentiary of tbe North Gf rman Union near
the govtrnment of the United States.

'The Emperor, my august master, hav
ing the greatest desire that the good and
friendly relations which exist between
Germany end the United States of Ameri-
ca may not only be preserved to their full
extent, but bo more and more firmly es-

tablished, bfis determined, in order tbat
no interruption take placo in the diplo-
matic relations of the governments of tho
two countries, to appoint a successor to
Baron Von Gero't without dtlay, aud has
seen fit graciously to appoint mc as tuch
successor. I herewith present to your ex-
cellency the m-is- t high letter which ac-

credits me to you, Mr. President, as envoy
extraordinary and nvniiter plenipotentiary
cf tho Germau Ecupire. In obedience to
tho high cr ler which I have received, I
avail myself tf this occasion to inform
vcur excellency what sincere d; sixes his
Majesty tbe Eaap.rnr of Germmy con-
stantly manifests for the welfare of the
United Spates of America.

While 1 1 have tho happinis of
being tho interpreter of these feelings of
my imperial master. I beg you it the
siime time, Mr. President, to be pleased to
honor me with your confidence, to the end
that I may be able duly to fulfil my re-

sponsible mission here, and to ihe be-- t of
my ability contribute to causing Germany
and North Amarica, which are so closely
connected by their past as well a-- - by tho
grert interests of civilization, ever to con-
tinue in this harmony and mutual friend
ship."

THE TBESIDENT's EEPLT,
The President replied as follows :

" Tho dere vhich you express ou be-h- a'f

of tho Emperor of Germany for the
preservation and the improvement of the
exiting relations between our two coun-
tries is heartily reciprocated by mo. Iu
ndditi-'- n to tho tits arising trm ex ensivn
commercial intercourse, and fiom mutual
interest which in common with other
countries bind the United Sta'es to Ger-
many, there is a further bond between
them from ilia cireunos'ar.co tha many cf
our best citizens are Lative of y cur coun-
try. I we come yon, as tha minister
of that country, and will omit nothing
which may contribute towards making
your ab'odo 1km o agrceab!?. I; is not to be
doubted tbat you .leservo my confidence
hh eel as thst of tun illustrious reign
whom u rei resiir."

together and laid down their arms.
Said tbe Versailles commander :
"Will you surrender?' "No! Vivo la
Commnne!" "But you must surrender, or I
shall have to kill you all." No ! Vive la
Commune !" Mitrailleuses were not sent
for, and another and last demand made
upon the Communists to surrender. 'No !

Vive la Commune !" said they, with more
determination than ever. A horrid rattle
from tho mitrailleuses, a cloud of smoke,
and thirty-fo- ur Communists wero slaught-
ered. Sail the Versailles commander,
"Through a cloud of emoke I saw only
two heads, more erect aud more defiant
than ever." "Will you surrender ?"
"No ! "Vive la Commune !" "I hadn't the
heart to kill those men; I took them pris-
oners."

Since our last letter to you, Djoto
county has spoken ou?; he's had tho honcr
of firing the first gun iu the campaign to
be shortly inaugurated through the Stat3,
to fill county offices, and for Representa-
tives for the State legislature. A great
mass meeting was held ia IlGrnando on
the 3d of July and addressed by several
orators of ability, parlicu'ariy Mr. J. Wat-
son, of Marshall county. Hia expose of
Radical corruption was feeling and ex-

coriating. He said votes in Jackson were
as notoriously iu the market as cattle and
hogs; the price being unsettled, but al-

ways to be had for eoa e price. He de-

clared the State expenses bad gone from
$350,000 up to SI, 300,000.

We are in the midst of heavy rains, a
condition of thio unfavorable to the
farmers, who had began to "lay by" cot-

ton; bat crops of all kinds are fine corn
unprtcer'entedly so; and of cotton, though
a third less is plauted thai mail , it is
thought the county's usual quo'a of 30,000
bales will be mude.

Notwithstanding the
florid descriptions of the poets, Persia is
is fr from being u fruitful country. Salt
deserts and great tracts of sind occupy
large portions of its surface, and the gen-
eral aepect of tho country is arid and
dreary ; the plains, even where they are
not absolutely a desert, being chiefly com-pobe- d

of barren gravel and clay, which is
baked by the intense beat. Wherever,
however, these plains are irrigated co-
piously they are exseedingly productive,
gladdening the eye with the most profuse
foliage and teeming with a luxuriant vege-
tation known only to semi-tropic- rl and
tropicil countries. The provinces on the
Caspian sea, however, are exceptions to
the general drearines, and are as attrac-
tive as wood, water and grand and varied
mountain scenery can make them. As yet
Persia has no good means of communica-
tion with the granaries of her neighbors.
The present famine, the accounts of which
are perhaps exaggerated, is likely to stimu-
late the construction of railways and other
works of internal improvement upon which
tbe present Shah has long tince resolved.

men on the peace basip, must feel tecare
behind her icy barriers.

Some of the novels of Charles Dickens

British Army lleform.
If any illustration were needed of the

tremendous power of the press at the pre-
sent day, it would be found in the im
mense effort produced in England by
Magazine article to which we have already
alluded, "The Battle of Dorking." The
action of the Gladstone ministry in for-
cing through the abolition of the sales of
army commissions, in spuo ot tne resis
tance of the House of Lords, is attributed
in part to the impression and the alarm
created by that remarkable article which
a semi-superstitio- us foreboding has al
most transformed into a prophecy. Tho
evil was a crying one. and coald not have
been maintained many years longer. But
there is no doubt that the popular senti-
ment excited by the warning lately given,
decided the Ministry to take the almost
revolutionary course of overriding the no
gative vote of the Houso of Lords by the
exercise of the Royal prerogative.

This i a stern loison to the British ar-

istocracy; and let us say, by the way, that
the reason why this aristocracy have so
well preserved their prestige and influ-
ence, is the good sense with wbiah they
have accepted the reforms demanded by
the nation. Their refusal to acquiesce at
fir t to this measure, is an exception to
their usual course and there is no doubt
that they will now gracefully yield to the
popular will. While the very position cf
the English nobility makes them iaevita-bl- y

the conservators of existing institu-
tions and even of existing abuses, they
have exerted a most" salutary influence
over the destinies of their country by
keeping from rushing headlong into
changes which are not always for the bet-

ter. V

Mortality Among Children.
The mortality among children in New

York is again very distressing this year.
The last returns of the board of health show
that 314 persons died of diarrheal affections
last Week, of whom 310 were children under
two years old. Dirty streets, clcsa roomr,
bad milk and nnripe fruit ara among the
most active causes of this great mortality,
bat some share of it is undoubtedly due to
the climate.

Lord Shaftesbury, in a recent speech in
the Housa of Lords, thus describes the
children employed in tho English brick-
fields :

"As I approached I saw ia tho distance
what appeared to mo to 1j3 eight or ten
short pillars of clay, such &3 I supposed
had been erected to indicate tho depth to
which the clay had been excavated. I
walked np to them, and to my astonish
meet I found that they were human
beings, but so like the ground on which
they stood their features so indistin-
guishable, their dress so absolutely covered
with clay, their flesh so like their drees
that I assure your lordships that till I ap-

proached them and saw them move I firmly
believed that they were lumps of the soil.
When I came close they appeared to be
scared at sight of any one not resembling
themselves, and ran away screaming as if
something satanio bad approached. I saw
a number of little children, three-part- s

naked, tottetiog under their burdens of
wet clay, which was dripping all down
their shoulders and faces, while some little
girls were struggling along holding in their
shifts a mass of wet clay. Moreover, the
unhappy children were exposed to the
most sudden transitions of cold and heat,
and after carrying their burdens of wet
clay in the open air had to endure the heat
of the kiln, which was so fierce that I was
not able to remain more thin one or two
minutes Could anything more degrading,
more hurtful to body and mind, be con-
ceived? Oould it be denied that they had
brODght down these men, women, and
children to a point of a offering and hu-

miliation that made them lower in tbe
scale than the beasts of tbe field ? No
man could visit such scenes who had ia
him the sentiments of a man or tho feel-
ings of a Christian without saying that it
was a disgrace to the country that tney
should be allowed to continue for a mo
ment longer, and he hoped, after the ap-

peal he now made, tht not a day would
ha allowed to pass before her Majesty was
addressed and asked to interpose her au
thority, and declare that such abomina--
tiocs should end."

The new minister plenipotentiary to the

United 8tates from the North German
Confederation, Mr. K. Schlozer, who arri-
ved in New York city on Monday, by the
steamship Westphalia, was announced
some time ago as the successor of Baron
Gerolt.
