On the 17th of Decembsr General Ames
started in the Winaas to report to General
Butler, who was found with the blockading
lleet off Federal Point. Here, together
with General Weitzel and Colonel Com-btoc- k,

on this little vessel, he reconnoi-
tred Fort Fisher under fire. The informa-
tion gained was of an important charac-
ter.

On the aftornoon of the ISth Rear Ad-
miral Porter with his navy arrived off New
inlet. He determined to commenco op-
erations immediately. At this time
the mysterious torpedo made its
lirst appearance. There had been
many rumors afloat regarding it. Now it
had actually arrived, and the Admiral gave
orders to have it exploded that very night.

The effect of explosions at Erilh and
Woolwich in England, and at City Point
on the James, had suggested to General
Butler the usa of a torpedo in the destruc-
tion of fortiQoations. He believed that
the proper ignition of an immense amount
of powder under tho walls of Fort Fisher
would dismount the guns, explode the
magazines, and probably destroy its garri-
son. He cornmunioated this idea to Ad-- 1
miral Porter, who indorsed the opinion of
the General. Admiral Porter afterwards
sail that he believed that the explosion
would destroy Wilmington and Smithville.
Bear-Admir- al Porter's General Order No.
TO, dated North Atlantic Squadron, Hamp-
ton Boads, December 10, 1SG4, among
other things, contains the following direc-
tions : "It is first proposed to endeavor to
paralyze the garrison by an explosion, all
the vessels remaining twelve miles out
from the bar, and the troops in transports
twelve miles down the coast ready to steam
up, and be prepared to take the works by
asault in case the latter are disabled. At
a given signal all the bar vessels will rnn
off shore twelve miles, when the vessel
W.ii powder will go in under the forts.

On the
13 ih day of December, 1861, a temporary
crew was placed on her, and she was towed
to Beaufort and anchored near Shackelford
Banks. It was here she had thirty addi-
tional tons of powder placed on board her.On the morning of the 18th of December
this immense torpedo was again towed by
the Sas3acus to a point off Now Inlet, ar-
riving there a little after dark. The sound-
ings had only been completed on the 17th
of December. However, Admiral Porter
had already determined to explode the
powder-boa- t on the following night. At
about half patt nine o'clock in the evening
of the 18:h of December the Wilderness
took the torpedo in tow and stood in
toward Fort Fisher fur the purpose of exe-
cuting the order.

At eight o'clock in the
evening General Butler received a letter
from Admiral Porter to the effect that he
had already sent the powder boat in to
have it exploded.

. , .t 1 1 1 l . rv;onjsi.ccix on uoara tne iuaiveru to ass a
postponement. D was evident that there
could be no benefit derived, if the troops
could not be landed and tue enemy pie
venieu irum gaining time to repair
damages. The A. D. Vance was theu des
patched to countermand the order, and
met the Louisiana returning from the fort.
Thus ended the first attempt to explode
tne torpedo.

xc was now evident mat tne wind was
freshening, and all the old salts predicted
a ga'e. Ihe troops had been ten days on
transports. luo coal and water was ex
hausted ou nearly all cf them. This made
a resupyly utcesaary. Besides this, a gale
had aritieu aud was rapidly increasing to a
terrific storm. As a simple matter of safe
ty the arini lleet was obliged to go to some
port of shelter. On the morning of the
19th General Butler took the wise precau-
tion to a few vessels into Beaufort
that needed supplier. By the 20th the
dreadful etorm had burst upon the vessels
with all its fury. Nearly all the transports
were tent into Beaufort, N. G, for a safe
harbor and for supplies ; but the stanch
old Baltic pointed her prow to the sea, and
nobly rode out the violence of the ele-
ments. The navy also remained outside.
One small army vessel that had not received
the order to go into Beaufort, and wbioh
had on board a battery of artillery, came
near being lost. The men in the midst of
the gale were obliged to dismount the guns
and take the carriages apart and put them
in tho bottom of the vessel, to save her
from total wreck. General Batler accom-
panied bis fleet. From this point he sent
a Btaff offioer to Admiral Porter, to inform
him that he would return off Now Inlet as
soon as he had coaled and watered, cer-
tainly by the 25th of December, 1861.
Every one went to work to supply the tran-
sports and to prepare them again for sea
service. This was not accomplish 1 until
the morning of the 21th of December.
These vessels could not have been resup-pli- ed

at an earlier date, for it was only
by the almost superhuman efforts of the
officers of the fleet that it was effected by
the time mentioned. In order to water
the fleet they bal to send fifteen miles up
the railroad.

The success of the enterprise would
seem to have demanded the presence of
the army, so that in case any of the sup-
posed effects of the torpedo had been ex-peiien- cad,

it cou'd havo been in a posi-
tion to reap the benefits resulting there
from.

Is it fair to presume that the sailors
and marines could have operated against
tho fort, even though its garrison were ia
a demoi&lized condition, as affectively as
the army, trained and accustomed as it
was to this speciality in warfare ? The
Admiral must have had the utmost confi
dence in the powder boat to think that
he could, after the explosion, send a few
of bis marines ashore to walk ia and take
possession. However, the fact remains
thas the army was in Beaufort, N. G,
xvhn the Admiral ordered Commander
Bhind to explode the Louisiana.

tification, destroy it and paralyse the gar-
rison, has never yet been tested. It may
be stated in this connection that, had Gen.
Butler's plan baen followed, the torpedo
would have been run in upon the beach
before firing it. No peseou can estimate
what would have been the effect of the ig-
nition of two hundred and ten tons of
powder under the walls of Fori Fisher.
The failure was not in the conception of
the plan, but in its execution. Another
great error was in attempting to explode
the powder at sooh an early part of the
night. Even if the effects hoped for had
been acoomplishedf the enemy would
have had ample time for recovery and re-

pairs. Could there have been a more in-
auspicious time selected, not only the hour
of the night, but in the absence of
the army ? The Committee on the Con-
duct of the War found that "the time for
the explosion was not such, in the opiu-o- f

your committee, as was proper to allow
all the results which would have been at-

tained by a more complete explosion to
have been taken advantage of by the co
operating land force." Every one must
recollect that but a small part of the pow-
der was really xploded, and the fort was
not materially injured.

Murderous Assault An Attempt at

Carrotina The Gabboteb Come to
Grief. On Saturday night last, at about
11 o'clock, a white man named Daniel H.
Russell, a carpenter by trade, shot and
dangerously wounded a negro named
Charles Was3ent, under the following cir-

cumstances :

It seems that tha two had been drinking,
first at a shop on Third street, and
again at a saloon on Front street, on Sat
urday night, about 10 or 10 o'clock. Rus
sell paid for the liquor and, in doing so,
exhibited a considerable roll of money to
the negro. After taking the last drink,
tho white man, who rt sides on Third
street, just north of the line of the W. &

W. R. R., started home and was accom-
panied by the negro, who stated that he
belonged on board of a vesesl lying at
Blossom & Evans' distillery, and would ac-

company Russell as far as thoir paths lay.
This latter states that, at the corner of Red
Cross and Third street?, Wassent enquired
of him the best way to reach his ve&oel.

The several wajs were pointed out to him,
when, after some hesitation, he finally
concluded to accompany Russell up Third
street. Tho two crossed the lower line of
the track together when the negro drop-

ped behind. Suddenly, while Russell was
ascending the embankment leading to the
upper track, a laso was thrown at him
from behind, but it missed its aim and. in-

stead of encircling his neck, merely car-

ried off Iiis hit. A Russal! turned, the
negro, who is a large, powerful fellow,
sprang forward and grasped him by the
throat. Russell is a small man and at first
cried lustily for help but, feeling the
other's grasp on his throat growing tighter,
he bethought him of his pistol and drew
it from his pocket. During the scuffle the
two roiled down the embankment together,
when Russell placed the muzzle of his
pistol against the other and fired five suc-

cessive shots. With the last of these tho
negro released his hold and Rmssll sprang
up and went towards his house. On the
way he met a policeman, who had been at-trot- ed

there by the shots, when he inform-

ed him of the circamstanoef. They then
returned to the spot together but the negro
had disappeared. On Sunday Ras3eli went
down to the guard hoose and delivered
himself up. He was released, yesterday
morning, on his own recognizanca.

Early on Sunday morning a 6earch was

made for W'asaent but he could not be
found until, finally, that individual sent
word to the police officer of his where-

abouts and, fearing that he was about to
die, delivered himself up to the authorities.
A guard was at once placed over him and
medical attendance summoned. On Sun-

day afternoon he was remr tad to the City
Hospital, whither Russell went in company
with City Marshal Canaday and fully
identified him. When questioned Was-

sent told several dfferent tales in regard
to the matter, all of them conflicting. He
is now in the Hospital, in a very critical
condition, and Dr. King thinks that he
will recover, although two balls have pene-

trated his left lung, near the heart, and
another has entexed the spleen. He is a
hardy fellow, of probably 35 years of age,
and ha9 a most villainous-lookin- g coun-

tenance. There is no doubt entertained
of the truth of the statement made by
Russell.
