Ho would tell us, undoubtedly, thit Lion- -
esty is better than Policy, always, but that
it is, uow-a-day- s, ihe best Policy, is far
from being tho case. He would prove it,
too, wo think, by citing tho cases of many
who have shamefully abandoned principle
for the eake of pay, and who riot and
flaunt in the wages of shame and iniquity.
He would point to depravity in the high
places of the land, debauchery enthroned
in office, profligacy pretending to do jus-

tice, and venality sitting in the temples of

law and legislation.
We should fall far, very far in the wake

of the inimitable Essayist longo tat erval-l- o

but we may, from time to time, try to

paint the modern perversion of some of

our time-honore- d maxima : Sound senti-

ments in better days sheer fallacies in
the lights of modern American and Radi-

cal interpretation !

Majju : My letter iu your issue of the
18th, together with your remaiks thereon,
suggests tha propriety of some words fur
ther from my pan, r.nd I must beg to tres-
pass somewhat more upon your good na
ture, and tho patience of your readers.

Sinco penning my letter to you of the
15th inst, I hear of a proposition to call
the Democrats and Conservatives of North
Carolina together in Convention. I sub
mit that any fcucli action at this time
would be premature, and hurtful to the
best political interests of the State.

Next, year i to bo ono of party strife
throughout tho U-aite-

i States, and in our

county efficc-rs- , are to be elected; ani to
prepare for th t coates; th pcoph; miut
be called together early in tho epiieg, acd
this, I suggest, is time enough fr a Con-

vention of the Democracy of North Caro-

lina.
In the meantime tho political interests

of the Democratia party are committed to
the pre33 of ihe State, whose conductors
ought to be fully capable of mastering the
political situation. And I believe they are
Cipabla of aa ab'o aul faithful perform-
ance of the duties of their sphere, to a
higher degree than at any period sinco the
war, for the wants of the past two years
contributed valuable illustrations to the
school of our local and national politics,
and these lessons of experience, I appre-he- nd

will neither be neglected nor forgot-
ten.

We aro beginning to learn that "all fish
are good that come to our net," and that
the political strength of a party is, after
all, acquired frcm the ranks of some other.
In other words, to place the Democratic
party in possession of the general govern-
ment, ard thus loess the fatal hold of Rad"
icalism upon the vital interests of the
country, it is necessary to detach from that
party tt considerable number of that class
of men who have honcsrly aud conscien-
tiously acted with the Republican party
eiuce ths war, in the faith that of tho two
political parries, the R3publicaa was the
bibt, moat progressive, ai;d the saft st.

Charleston in regard to the yellow fever.
The dispatch from Mayor Pillsbury to
Marshal Canaday, and the report frcm the
Medical Society of Charleston, contain in-

It
would have been better if the press or the
Medical Society had spoken sooner, to have
prevented the 'exaggerated reports" from
spreading abroad. The truth would have
boen less hurtful than the magnified ru-

mors which have reached up.

We do not feel th9 least alarmed for the
safely of our city. The aoticrr Mayor and
the Marshal have instituted the most vig-

orous measures for the thorough police of
the city. Major Winder has discontinued
the through cars, so that there will be a
o'aange of cars at Florence, and our city
authorities have taken steps to prevent in-

tercourse between the two cities.
Wilmington i3 very healthy now, and

the sanitary eendttion of the city is good.
We do not think we are iu near as much
danger from the yellow f.ver in Charles-
ton, a) we would be were it in Havana or
other leading ports of the West Indies.
Our citizens have only to exercise ordin-
ary prudtcc aud there will be no danger.

We shall, without giving credence or
publication to wild rumors, keep our read-

ers hontatiy advied a to the. progress of
the epidemic in Charleston, and of its ap-

proach towards this city and section. We
trust that there will hi no panic here, and
that care will bd taken not to act upon the
thousands of rumora which fill the ar.

The News of yesterday eajs of the health
of Charleston :

"For several days patt parlies of a ner-
vous and excitable frame of mind have
been leaving Charleston, in consequence
of accounts of a few cases of yel-

low fever, which are said to have occurred,
at interval during tho last month, in a
certain neighborhood cf the city not vi-mark- able

bt any season far clemlinet-- e or
other 6anatory advantages. The fugitive,
perhaps the better to justify their own ear-

ly departure, have been spreading abroad
exaggerated reports ss to its cause ; and
these reports, pa, si eg from mouth to
mouth, have grown with a rapidity which
reminds one of the siory of The Three
Black Crows, until now, we are assured,
the most frightful and ridiculoas state-
ments are curreut in tho neighboring ci-

ties and in the countty as to the health of
Charleston.
"The Medical Society, at a special meet-

ing held yesterday, deemed it best to meet
theee wild rumors by an authoritative
statement of the facts. V o invite atten-
tion to thejr action. i report of whioh ap-

pears in to dj'ti News. It will be seen
that the disease is of a mild type, and
restricted in the main to one locality ;

course of the last four weeks has been
thirty-five- , and that of these nine only
have resulted fatally.

Blue Tidings from Alabama.

The Selma, Alabama Times tells us :

We have passed cur lives hero, where
Hie staple is raiseo, and we nave never
known a year as disastrous, nor have we
ever known a year in which the damage
inflicted by excessive rain, end then by a
continued dry , spell, as great as this has
been. We saw on Monday plantations
which hve always yielded well, and which
nave It o&ed comparatively well up to date,
upon which the small boils on the stalk are
nierauy dried op, while the plant is now
throwmgoff everythiog that it ought to
make, and eush is tho condition of the
crop generally in this section. Even if
rain should ccma now, general and in
sufficient quantity, we have our doubts
ai to whether it would do any good,
po far as making anything farther,
for the plant would now have
to commenco another rowth, form,
equare, bloom and maiure, which we do
not believe would effect anything before
tho worm, which has already made its ap
pearance in some localities, will march in
in full force aod add its quota to the dis
astrous combination of circumstances
against the cotton crop for 1871. The
cotton crop is short, very short ; and the
corn crop is in the same condition, and
still the price of the staple does not ad
vance, but "hangs fire" at a figure that if
sold at by the planter this year will beg-
gar him. The price of cotton, judging by

m aevery principle ot supply and demand, is
bound to advance, and we say to onr plant
nig iriend tnat they nave the game in
their own hands, and that it is with them
whether they are sold out of house and
home after another year of labor, toil and
privation, or, whether they at least realiza
enough from their cotton crop to make an
even balance sheet with their factors.

CROP DISASTERS IN GEORGIA.
A correspondent writes from Scriven

county, Georgia, under date of August 19:
Betweeen the drought (which lasted

three 'Weeks, and came on at a time when
farmers here were delighted with the pros-
pect) and the wet spell, whioh I caunot
say how long will last, lam afraid the cot-
ton crop in this neighborhood will bo cut
fchoi t nearly one-hal- f. The question might
be aekoj, why so? I answer, at the
time of the drought cotton was as
fine as we have ever had it at that period
of .the season, full of forms and still
growing and premising a fair yield, hav-
ing from four to six weeks in which to de-
velop itself. Before the drought ceased it
had stopped growing, every day at noon
was wilted until the loaves and blossoms
xrrafrx oil lTt a r nnma vain arr1
it b fc sbedifca leave'8 and

I " 'blossoms, and to open rapidly. Some of
our neighbors' crops need picking now,
and it can be noticed in almost every patch
you enter, - that all the foima not half
grown at the commencement of either the
drought or wet .season (I am not sure
which) have dried up ob the stalk and aro
dropping off.
