James Monroe had been made President
of the United States. He approved of all
the War Department had recommended
except one. His reason for not approving
bim. was that he was his own nephew.

Ihe highly-spirit- ed young Austin Mon
roe was justly incensed at this. He called
on his uncle, tbe President, and said to
him that "one member of the Monroe
family having been honored very far be
yond his merits, in being made President

tne United states, has proved a oar to istbe recognition of deserved advancement
or the rest of the family, and so I aban

don the ungrateful service of the United of

States." a

Washington,
Jefferson and Monroe, refused to appoint
meritorious men because they were related
by b!ood, or alliance; to the President !
