All chesa players know that the game oi
oaess is always opened by certain moves
called the kieg's gambit, the queen's the
knight's gambit, &c. ; but of late there
has appeared in Europe a very mpenor
player who has introduced a move which
may be appropriately named the Lmpe
ror's gambit, and by means of which he
has won every game that he has played.

His first game was played in the Ducbio3
of Schleswig-Holstei- n, in 1863 -- 'CI, and re- -

salted in a speedy check-mat- e of the Em-

peror of Ausfris, who, having taken part
in tho occupation of Ihe Dachies in the
hope of getting a slice of them for his
pains, found out all at once that he had
been pulling tho chestnuts out of the fire
for the benefit of another party.

Tho Eecond game was played in 1806,
and was won with brilliant success, and in
an inorodibly short time. It may, in fact,
be called a double game. While the Em-
peror of Austria received a military
"Fool's mate" on the field of Sadowa,
Bismarck inflicted a diplomatic " Scholar's
mace" upon the Emperor of the French in
thi wise. Luring him with fancies of

territorial compensations on the Rhine,
he persuaded him to remain a quiescent
spectator of the defeat and humiliation cf
Austria. Had France at that time moved
an army on the Rhine to maintain the
equilibrium of the European balance,
Prussia must have stopped. As soon as
that war was over Louis Napoleon found
in his tarn that he had been palling
chestnuts oat of the fire, and instead of
realizing his compensations on the Rhine,
he was not even permitted to buy Luxem-
burg from the King of Holland.

Then followed the great match game of
1870, on the French military chess board,
which ended in the most complete check
mate known in modern history.

And now follows another, commencing,
as usual, with the Emperor's gambit. In
this game the first move wa3 made at the
Emperor of Russia. It has now come to
light that in the early part of this year,
Bismarck, our great chess player, feared
that Austria might interfere in the great
Frenoh war. So he began luring the
Emperor of Russia with territorial com
pensations, as he had done Louis Napo
leon in 1866. A treaty was concluded with
him, which the European papers call the
treaty of Versailles. By this treaty, if
Austria intervened, Russia wa3 to c ope-
rate with Germany.

Peace was to be concluded upon the fol-

lowing terms : Austria to cede to Germa-
ny all Bohemia, Moravia, Silesia and the
Duohy of Salzburg ; and to Russia the
provinces of Gallicia and Dalmatia. These
changes being accomplished, Russia was
to cede to Germany five seaports on the
Baltic. Then the treaty of Paris (tho set
tlement of the Crimean war) was to bo re-

garded as annulled. Russia and Germany
would unite for the conquest of tho East,
and would share their conquests between
them. -

But lo and behold ! As soon as this
treaty of Versailles cease i to be desirable
the Emperor of Russia is dropped and left
out in the cold like Louis Napoleon after
Sadowa.

And now another game is on the chess-
board. The imperial interviews at Gastein,
Ischl and Salzburg, if we believe the re-

cent advices, are to result in a tripartite
alliance of Germany, Austria and Italy.
The German provinces of Russia are to be
demanded of her to complete tho unifica-
tion of Germany. Austria is to extend her
limits to the mouths of the Daunbe and
to stop Russian advance in that direction,
and Poland is to bo reconstructed, under
Austrian protection, to aat as a further
check upon Russia. In the meantime
Russia is arming and seeking an alliance
with France in view of further contingen-
cies.

How long is Europe to be the chess-
board on which these imperial gamblers
play their bloody games ? The people are
the unfortunate pawns who fight the bat-
tles and perish in myriads for quarrels in
which they have not the moat remote in-

terest. How long before the nations per-
ceive that with les3 cost than one-hal- f the
victims of one single battle, they might
overthrow those dynasties which sacrifice
them ruthlessly to their iniquitous ambi-
tions ! The Internationale has proclaimed
one purpose, which alone will redeem it
from many great error : that of the aboli-
tion of standing armies, and consequently
of these wars of ambition and conquest.
Hence, is is not surprising to learn that
the imperial interview has for one of its
objects a plan for the complete suppres-
sion of tne "Internationale." "Whether
this plan will succeed remains to ba seen ;

but it ia more than probable that ideas will
be found more difficult to vanquish than
armies.

The Sixteenth Centtjby gave birth to
a noted usurer by the name of AudijEy.
Interrogated, once, as to the vae of an
office which he held, he replied : " Some
thousands of pounds to any end who
wishes to get to Heaven; twice as much to
him who does not mind being in Purga-
tory ; but nobody knows what to him who
will adventure to go to Hell i" An answer
that might be put into the mouths of
many office-holder- s, moat of whom, it
may be added, act upon the last mention-
ed alternative.

Hard work is being done by Speaker
Blaine and other men in Maine, to put
the present majority for Governor Perham
over that of last year. Thfs cannot be
honestly done. There has been no sub-
stantial gain, when all the circumstances
are taken into consideration. The re-

turns of the Legislative elections ore not
fully reported, but it is supposed that the
Democrats gain ne Senator and several
members of the Houee.

Hon. .Lewis Hanks, in the last issue of
the " Old North State," formally takes
leave of, not only his old readers, but of
the Democratio party. It is unnecessary
to say that Mr. Hanes' oourso has been
foreshadowed for a long time past, he
haying been in all fellowship with the
Radical opponents of the late Convention
question.

Economy In Selecting Carpels,
la selecting carpets for rooms much

used, it is poor economy to buy cheap
ones. Ingrain carpets, of clcso texture,
and the three-pl- y carpets, are best for
common use, Brussels carpets do not
wear so long as the three-pl- y ones, be-

cause they cannot bo turned. Wilton
carpets wear badly, and Venetians are
good ODly for ballB and stair?.

In selecting colors, avoid those in which
there are any black threads; as they are
always rotten. The most tasteful carpets
are those which are made of various shades
of the same color, or of all shades of only
two colors; such as brown 8ud yellow, or
blue and buff, or salmon and green, or of
all shades of green, or of brown.

In laying down carpets, it is a bad prac-
tice to put straw under them, as this makes
them wear out in spots. Straw matting
laid under carpets makes them last much
longer, as it is smooth and even, and the
dust sifts through it. In buying carpets,
always get a few yards over, to allow for
waste in matching figures. In cutting car-
pets, make them three or four inches
shorter than the room, to allow for stretch-
ing. Begin to cut in the middle of a
figure, and it will usually matcu better.
Aiaoy carpets match in two different ways.
and care must be taken to get the right
one. Sew a carpet on the w.'ong side,
with a double waxed thread, and with the
ball stitch. mis is done by taking a
stitch on the breadth next t-- y you, pointing
tne needle toward you; and then taking a
stitch oa the other breadth, pointing the
needle from you. Draw the thread tightly,
oat not so as to pucker, in nttiug a
breidth to the hearth, cut slits io the right
place, and turn the piece under. Bind
the whole of the carpet with oarpet-bind- -

ing, nail with tacks, having bits of leather
under the heads. To stretch the carpet,
use a carpet-fork- , which is a long stick,
ending with notched tin, like saw teeth.
This is put in the edge of the oarpet, and
pushed oy one person, wane tne nail is
driven by another.

Straw matting is best for chambers and
summer parlors. The checked, of two
colors, is not so gcod to wear. The beat
is the cheapest in the end. When washed
it should be done with salt water, wipiug
it dry, but frequent wearing mjure3 it.
Bind matting with cotton binding. Saw
breadths together like carpeting. In join-
ing the ends of pieces, ravel out apart and
tie the threads together, turning under a
little of each piece, and then, laying the
ends close, nail them down with nails hav-
ing kid under their heads. Miss ISeecher.

ILY IN DUPLIN COUNTY FATHER.

MOTHER. SISTER AND BROTHER
FOUL FLAY SUSPEC TED POISON
USING SEARCHED FOR THE
GUILTY PARTIES SUSPECTED,

From a gentleman who arrived here
yesterday, we learn that an entire family
in Faison's township, Sampson county,
died very reoently, and nnder such peca-li- ar

ciroumstances, that the neighbors
have suspected foul play, and have there-
fore taken measures to have the matter
thoroughly investigated. On the evening
of the 6 h inst., Mr. Exum Morris, the
father of tho family, was taken sudden5y
very ill with burning pains across his
stomach. He rapidly grew worse, and ex-

pired the next day. On the 9:b, Mrs.
Macinne Morris, his wife, aged 40, als?
died, having suffered in a similar manner.
On the 11th, a child named Buth, daugh-
ter of the above, and aged only 8 months,
was taken ill and died, and on the 13th,
Charles, son to the above couple, and aged
4 years, also died.

There were natural grounds for suspi-
cion and the stomachs of the
two children were taken out and
were yesterday brought to this city and
given in charge of Dr. D. M. Bnie, for the
purpose of making an analysis of their con-

tents.
Mr. Exum was an old and highly res-dec- ted

citizen of Duplin oounty, and the
sadden decase of himself and family has
oast a deep gloom over the surrounding
section. The neighbors, in general, believe
that the entire family were poisoned, and
there are strong suspicious, we under-
stand, of those who committed the horrible
deed .

Ihe Stnfculac Appearance oi tne Sun on
Thursday- - Theory in Explanation.
Mb. Edixob : The peculiar phenomenon

observed around the sun Thursday, is one
very easily explained by Optics. It ia one,
however, very rarely seen. The cause of
it was a rain cloud which occupied such a
position with respect to the sun, and ob
servers here, as to produce a rainbow.
The light of the sun falling upon the glob
ules of water was decomposed as if by a
prism, and saffusing rt fraction and reflec
ticn produced the bow. The paler or sup
piemen try bows were produced by
those drops of water at a higher
altitude hbove lLo earth. Clouds,
as you know, may not always be
composed of water ia the globular form,
but may be vapor, hail or snow, and
moreover, very rarely chance to occupy
just the positiou requisite to produce such
a phenomenon. Other instances have
been known, in fact, have come under the
writer's observation. The bow was a com
plete circle, because there was no earth to
interfere, as is usual when the sun is at a
low altitude.

Iu reference to that other matter,
tne predicted nuai wave it is such a
gross absurdity that it hardly
icurves notice. That such a notion
or prediction emanated from Agass z. or
aDy other man of science, is preposterous,
or, to say the least, paying a very pcor
compliment to their scientific attainments.
In the first place, such an occurrence de
pends upon causts which do not admit of
any prediction. For instance, a most
violent and unprecedented earthquake
might cause such a rnsh of waters from the
Equator to the Poles ; or if the revolu
tious of the earth on its axis were to stop,
it would most certainly happen. But who
can predict either of these causes ? Xo
one has ever yet been able to predict the
occurrence of au earthquake, uor does
anything we know lead us to expect that
the revolution of the earth iil be stayed
for mjnads of years to come. K. W.

The returns cf august aid
September include reports from about four
hundred cot'oQ growing counties, representing a
very large proportion of the cotton area. Those
for August point to an average condition oi the
crop, almost identical with that of the previone
year, ths average for Alabmi and Midsioeippi
beicg the stme as these cf Louisiana, Arkansas
and Tenceasee being higher, and those of other
cotton States lower. The State average cf the
September report is somewhat lower than those
of August, though the principal depreciation
occur ia ths States whioh y'eld a smU propor
tion c f the crop, while the redaction is slight in
the important district represented by the States
of GeorgU, Alabama. Mississippi and Louisiana
The per csntage of the fall oondition in tbe flr.t
week of September as averaged from all attain
able dates, ia thus a. a led : North Carolina, 82;
South Carolina, 60; Georgia, 73; Florida. 73; Ala
bama, 80; Louisiana, 77; Texas. 1; Arkansas, 95;
Tennessee, 93. There ara reports of it j arias bj
tha boll worm ani caterpillar, miiuly ia Missis
sippi and Louisiana, but there is no evidence
that a general or very serioui l.ss from ins3ots
is probable, liast is oommon in tha Atlantic
Btates, and to some extent on the Galf coast.
The drought has been injurious in tbe Caiolinas
and Texas.

It is thought the reports of the raicfall through
the South indicate a fair supply of moisture, the
distribution of which has been somewhat more
unequal than usual, at one point in Georgia the
fall m August iwas nearly fourteen inches, and
in some parts of Florida it amounted to twenty--
three inches.

These variable atmospherio conditions have in
creased the prevalence of rust and caused the
destruction of both the leaves and fruit. These

ciated yield. They are reported etch year iu eome
portions of the oo'.toa ara. Ia tha record of
laotjeir there we cju eider able complaint of
damage to the otton crop from rnt. wormi and
unfavorable August weather.
QThese facts do not point to au enlargement of
the expectation hithe rto indulged. If they are
reliable the moat favorable eeaeon could scarcely
bring a crop exceeding three and one- - bird mil
lions of bales. If the graining season should be
Bawl or amaToraoie, truce muuons would be a
good result, and with a combination of unfavora
ble circumstances, tbe produot might be still
farther reduced.

which they call 'hooks,' we must insist
that thty are mistaken, and their tuppos-e- d

lemt-d- y is a piece of useless cruelty.
Horses have a third eyelid called the

"haw" of tbe same kind as that of bird.
It ia mois'eued, see Treatise on the Ob-
ject, Advantages aud Pleasures of Science
iu Library cf u eful Knowledge, page 30,
with a i ulpy &ubsfance or mucilage, to
take bold on the eje ball, and wie it clean
off so that the eye is hardly ever teen with
auy hing upon it, though greatly exposed
from its biz and potjture.

The Hwift motion of the haw is given by
a grisuy elastic fcubftaace placed biw. en
the eye ball aud the socket, aid ttriking
obl quely so as to drive cut the jiw with
greai velocity ovrr the eye, and let it come
back: in quickly, ignorant persons, when
the haw is inflimeJ from cold and awells,
so as to appear, which it never does, in a
healthy btate, often mistake it for an im
perfection and cut it off; so nearly does
lizuoracce Droduce the sime miechief as
ciuelty.

Thus it will be seen by the profusion
and expofura to the third yield he haw
is the result and not the cause of the dis-
ease and that remedies to allay itflamma
tion 68 bleeding, cathartic medicines, aud
oooliugdiet, are the proper treatment for
the "hooks," and not the knife.
