Near Morton's Station, on the West

Chester Railroad, resides a gentleman
named John II. Irwin, whose family con
sisted of his ward, Mis3 Caroline nerd, a
vouDg lady aged about 20 years, and a
gardner and wife. Mr. Morton is from
Chicago, where he carried on an iron
foundry, but recently moved to this city,
bringing with him Miss Herd He p urchased
his villa last spring, and has lived there
since. On Sunday, the 10th inst., in com-
pany with Miss Herd, he plucked some
mushrooms, and the next day tbey were
served up for dinner, and all at the table
ate of them except the gardener.

After the meal Mr. Irwin and his ward
oame to this city to take the cars for Jer-
sey Shore, where Miss Herd was going to
school. Finding themselves too early for
tbe train they took a walk out Market I
street, and at Thirty-fourt- h street Miss
Herd was taken with cramps. Pasting
the drug store cf Dr. Smith, the two went
in and medicine was administered, but the
young lady grew worse, and Dr. Gilting
was sent for. The symptoms were all of
poisoning, and the unfortunate young wo-
man was put to bed aod efforts made to
relieve her. About 11 P. M. Mr. Irwin
was also taken ill with similar symptoms,
and in the emergency Prof. Gross was
sent for to consult. Mr. Irwin was much
worse on Tuesday, bat by the constant
application of stimulants be was kept up
until the crisis passed, and is now in a fair
way of recovery, although still weak.

The eHorts to save the life of Miss Herd,
however, were of no avail, and on Wednes-
day night she sank into a comatose state,
and expired in a few hours.

Mr. Irwin, who is a middlo-age- d man.
was able yesterday to go to his home at
Morton's Station. There is no doubt but
that the poison was developed in the sap- -

posed mushrooms, which were probably
toad-stool- s, for tbe symptoms of both the
patients were ef that character. Besides a
this, all who ate of them were attaoked in
similarly, only not so violent, whioh can
be attributed to the fact that they ato but
sparingly of them.

A eon of Dr. Paul B. Goddard. of this
oity, was a visitor at the house, and on his
return to this city was taken ill, and con
tinued so for two days, although not
dangerously. The whole affair is a sad
one, and shows the necessity of using
proper precaution in the gathering of
mushrooms, especially when done by in
experienced persons.

ho fondly, tspecially when there is any
voting to bo done, if a white mau in the
South so much as prick the black man'e
skin with the point of a pin, a howl goes
up all over the country forthwith; the hor
rible cry of Ku-Kla- x is heard all over the
"loyal" North; and the military power of
the Government is invoked to suppress the
outrage. Iu the South, if a negro is re
fused admission to a hotel or a street-car- ,

the civil-righ- ts bill is immediately resort
ed to to get the colored mau bis rights.
Here iu Washington, restaurant-keeper- s
have been subjected to nne because they
would not allow negroes to driDk at their
bars. The courts La7e decided that social
equality in the theatres of this District
must be recognized, and that if a negro
secures a ticket he may be admitted to any
part of the house. That is tbe law for the
South; and tho law was made principally
by Northern Radicals, who profess so
much love for the negro. TLehollowness
of their professions has been frequently
exposed, and now we have another case in
point.

President Grant lately traveled throngh
the state or Pennsylvania, which is now
under Radical rule. It is tbe State of Kel- -

Iey, and Myers, and Dickey, Schofield,
Scott, Negley, Cameron and others, who
have made the balls of Congress ring with
speeches to show.

HOW THE KADICALS L0VJ3 THE NEQKO.
Well, in the course of his pilgrimage,

our President arrived at Titnsville, in the
oil regions. Titusville was represented
not long ago by Calvin W. Gilfillan, a
Radical of the deepest dye. It was deter
mined to entertain Grant, and Mr. Gil
fillan was the chairman of the committee.

President Grant did not go to Titusville
professedly as the representative of the
white portion of the Republican party, or
of the whole party. On the other hand
all American citizens living in Titusville
were supposed to be equally interested in
receiving and entertaining General Grant
President of the United States. High and
low, rich and poor, native born and nat-
uralized, white and black, had a common
and equal interest in paying their respects
to the Chief Magistrate of the country.
