The Trial cf the Petroleuies C:n vlcll-tn-

and Sentences.

We had a full Court on Monday, Sep-
tember 4th, to witness the trial of the first
batch of petroleuses, f.ve in number. The
President was Colonel Boisdenemetz, who
had transferred his sittings from the Palace
of Justice, and the prosecutor, Captain
Jouenne, whose eloquence has been so
fatal to tbe Communist prisoners of the
Fourth Court during the last three weeks.
It had been reported that there was some
young and attractive women in the first
batch, but the statement proved only half
true. Tte women were young enough, the
oldest being no more than thirty-tw- o, and
the youngest twenty-fou- r; bnt their ap-
pearance was repulsive ia the extreme,
being that of the lowest, most depraved
class of women in tbe worst quarter of
large towns. Their clothes were fordid,
their hair undressed, their features coarse,
bestial and sullen. It was difficult to get
up much interest in creatures so devoid of
all tbat graces their sex, and I was not
surprised to see the Court gradually thin
as the day wore on. Let me here, how
ever, make a remark whioh is founded on
personal observation. No matter how
hideous may be the crimes cf which a
man is accused, and let the man himself
be tbe most abject and despicable being
of his species, tnere ia always some woman
who believes in him, grieves for him,
and would be ready to sacrifice
herself ou his behalf, if by so
doing she could secure hia safety.
At every trial where a man is being
luagea one may. oy searcning, discover a
woman whose face is fixed yearningly on
the dock, and who, when sentence is pro-
nounced, elbow forward alone to take the
criminal's head between her hands and
sob some words of comfort into his ear.
iiuc tnis is not tne case wnere women are
concerned. When a woman falls she
seems to fall absolutely unfriended. Her
crimes have not often been her own. The
retribution is all hers, and there is nobody
who cares either to share it or alleviate it.
During the two dajs trial of the petroleu
ses, l heard not a single word of sympathy
pronounced in favor of them not one. I
went out on purpose during the adjourn
ment for luncheon on the first day, and
mixed with a crowd of working men who
generally hang about the public entrance
to the Court, hoping that I might pick up
a stray waif or two of information respect-
ing some of the women. As I expeoted,
there were several men who knew them,
and lived in the same street as they, and
there was one who seemed very precise on
tho subject of the youngest prisoner, who,
said he, had acted as ambulance woman
and succored the wounded at the barri-
cades. But there was no sympathy on
their part rather the contrary; and this
though they were almost lachrymose in
alluding to a former acquaintance of theirs
who had got into trouble "for usurping
functions. " To make all this more piti-
able, it appears that the women are as
much forsaken in their captivity as they
are in Court. Every male prisoner at the
Orangere has visitors who bring him mon-
ey or food delicacies; but scarcely one
woman in ten receives visitors. Nay, there
is a thing that would seem incredible but
for the curious contradictions in woman's
nature some of these abandoned crea-
tures had managed to save a few francs
out of their nameless misery and to con-
ceal them in the lining of their clothes
while they were being searched; but in-
stead of spending money on their own
wants, as men never fail to do, their one
thought was how to get it convoyed to
their paramours.

PRODUCTION OF EVIDENCE.

The names and trades of the five pelro-leuse- s

were Retif, paper maker; Suetens,
washer women; Marchais, oharwoman;
Papavoine, seamstress, and Bocquin, who
is married, milliner. The charge against
them was tbat of having set fire to the
Palace of the Legion of Honor, and to the
mansions of Counts de Chabrol, do Baneux,
and de Bethune, in the Rue de Lille. The
evidence was of a rather sensational char-
acter, for a Mme. Thome, wife to the con-
cierge of Count de Chabrol, described,
how her master's house was invaded,
ransacked, and finally set fire to, her hus-
band the while being apprehended in the
cellar where he had hid himseif,and summa-
rily shot by the insurgents at a barricade.
Mme. Thome, however, could not identify
any of the five prisoners as having Jtakenpart in the sacking of the houses or the
executions. All she knew was that the
pillage was chiefly conducted by women,
and that the women showed even a greater
pertinacity than the men in resisting the
Versailles troops. There was abundant
evidenoe to the same vague effect as this
from other persons; but few witnesses
could positively swear to the identitv of
the women arraigned. It should be men-
tioned that in opening the case Colonel
Boisdenemetz had announced his intention
of examining the prisoners separately, that
is, only one remaining in Court at a time,
the reason being that all the five had accu-
sations to bring against one another. This
arrangement, however, was only carried
out as regards the girl Retip, and proved
quite unnecessary, for the prisoners in-
stead of accusing, sought, with a
generosity rather rare in criminal
Court, to disoulpale one another.
As to their own personal defence, it was in
every case the sam9 ; they had followed
their paramours to the barricades, but
once there, had done nothing save help
the wounded. They appealed to such
witnesses as recognized them to say
whether it was not a fact that their sole
occupation had been to forage for lint,
and the witnesses acknowledged that cer-
tainly three out of the five women had
been acting as ambulancers; but they also
contended that the women carried rifles,
and exorted the insurgents not to fall back.
Two conciergers of the Rue de Lille,
named Stehlin and Audet, gave a lament-
able account of the depredations commit-
ted by the battalions of Eudes and Megy,
and by that ruffianly corps, Les Enfans
Perdus, who were the scum of ell foreign
nations, and enjoyed, even among the red-
dest Communalist?, a reputation for fe-

rocity and thievishnees. These, as well
as the other witnesses, placed it beyond
all possible doubt that the Palace of the
Legion of Honor and the Rue de Lille had
been deliberately fired with petroleum,
not accidentally ignited by shells.

SECOND DAY'S PBOCEEDESGS.

The second day's trial opened with a
declaration from Colonel Boisdenemetz
that two barristers of the Versailles Bar,
whom he had deputed ex-ofl- cio to act as
couneel for the prisoners Marchaise and
Bocquin, had not thought fit to appear,
and that he would consequently lodge a
complaint against them with their baton-Bie- r

STATE NEWS.
A severe storm visited Raleigh on Thurs-

day afternoon, blowing down a number of
trees in diflerent parts of the city.

Appointed. Dr. Wo. II. Howerton has
been appoint? d United btates Commis-
sioner at Salisbury.

Mr. Alvia Yates, oca of the mcst re-

spectable citizens of Wake county, died at
hi3 resriiieiioe eight miles from Ealeigb,
on Tuesday last.

'i be following priacners, charged with
kuklnxing, were on Wednesday discharged
from custody by order of the Circuit
Court : Win. Tannfr. Calvin Teal, F. A.
Shotwell, Jos. Diliinger, John Evans,
David Henry, E. fviunders and R.
Hicks.

Wo staled sometime ago that United
otates Commissioner Kcoggins had taken
leg-bai- l when he heard he would be sum-
moned by the defendants who are now
prosecuted for kuklnxing. Scoggins was
a knklux, and in the woods near the house
of James Harrell, on the big road leading
from Shelby to Marion, he initiated George
Holland into the kuklnx klan. George
Holland, the man initiated by Scoggins,
is now in jail, sentenced to two years hard
iabor in tho penitentiary for kukluxiog.
Scoggins ii very bitter against the kuklux.

It is eaid, says the Newborn Journal of
Commerce, tint Mr. E. K. Stanley, Presi-
dent of the Atlantic and North Carolina
Railroad, and tho Hon. O. li. Thomas,
one of the Directors thereof, left that city
on Monday last, to make a contract with
the Pennsylvania Central to transfer to
that company, by leesa or otherwise, the
road of which they are officials, to prevent
its falling into the bands of the legally
constituted Board of Directors, appointed
by President Warren and Speaker Jarvis,
and elected by the stockholders at More-he- ad

City, in June. The Journal of Com-
merce thinks there is much trnth iu the
report.

"Oystebcised." Gen. Philip Hawkins,
addressing the negroes cf Franklin, said
to them that he was "oystercised" by his
white friends.

Judge Logan wrote to WashingtonJCity,
complaining to the best government the
world ever saw, that the United States of-

ficers in Rutherford; "did not call on him
in ft social and friendly wy." The gov-
ernment officials at Washington wrote the
officers complained of, that "they must
call on Jndge Logan and treat him with
consideration and respect." The officers
replied that they were ever ready to per-
form their duty and obey orders from the
government, but who they should visit
and receive a3 friends wa3 a matter person-
al to themselves and they could not ac-
knowledge the right of the government to
give orders in the premises. These officers
fod Jpdgg kpgso in the kitckea with

much sterner staff than Colonel Merlin.
He conducts the trial at a steeple cbas-- j
pace, and is always recommending the
counsel to be brief. He was not uukiud
to the prisoners, bnt once told them with
more frankness than there was need for, that
he did not believe their statements, aud
tbat they would do better to tell the truth.
Up to the moment when the prosecutor
spoke, the women bore np pretty well,
only whimpering a little now and then,
and shedding a few tears when the wit
nesses persisted in affirming very stead
fastly facts which they themselves denied.
But when Capt. Jouenne, in the coutse of
a very impressive speech, said that alter
all that he felt a great pity for theee wo-
men, who had been debased by want, and
who had been mere tools in the bands of
men far more guilty than themselves,
threo of them sank down and sobbed iu a
way that was heart breaking to hear.
And yet one would rather have had the
women cry in this way than De callous.
Women are only women when they dis
play tho virtues and sensibilities of their
sex.

THE 6ENTENCE5.

Tho sontence was pronounced toward
five on Tuesday afternoon in a very
off-ha- nd and soldier-lik- e way. Three
of the prisoners, Retif, Saetens
and Marchais, were condemned to
death; Papavoine to transportation for
life; Bocquin to ten years' solitary con-
finement. It is doubtful whether tbe
sentences of death will bo carried out,
public opinion in France being generally
averse to the execution of women. Bu
the sentence suggests the refiecsion tha
the five Communalists, Ferre, Urbaiu,
Billioray, Champy, Ferat and Verdure,
who have appealed against tho judgment
of Colonel Merlin's Court in their case,
and who may possibly get a new trial in
the Fourth Court, will find Colonel Bois-
denemetz a much Ices pleasant jadgo than
the other. It muse be remembered that a
French Court of Appeal cuts both ways;
it may mitigate a sentence, but it may alo
increase it, and the gallant President of
the Fourth Court is not a very likely man
for mitigation.
