The ind of Mormonism,

For many years there has existed in the
far West a community praetically inde-
pendent of eny laws or government exceg ¢
their own. I:olated by immense distan-
¢i 8 from the other States and Territories,
the G neral Government exercised buta
nominal jurisdiction over this rottlement.
It grew np and inereased in power and
nombers very much like some of the
original colenics ; but a marked difference
cxisted between it and all other settle-
ments previously established in this coun-
try. It was a theocracy—not like the at-
tempted theoeracy cof the Puritans of New
England—Dbat one of which a prelended
prophet was both the high priest and the
temperal raler. This man’s will, foisted
upon ignorant followers as a direct revela-
tion from Heaven, was the supreme law
ndwhat distingaished, ubove all, the theo-
cracy from all other modern civilized com-
munities was the erecticn of polygamy
into a dogma of faith and a rcligious prae-
tice. Notwithstanding the reprobation of
the world this strange people prospered;
they obtained large acoe:sions of jrose-
Iytes, chiefly from Earopes There more
suceessfal in maintaining peaceful rela-
tions with the Iundians than other pio-
neecrs hal ever been except, perhaps, the
Qaakers. They built large and well po-
liced citios, and they boasted of epjoying
a greater freedom from lawlessness and
the grosser forms of vice thaa was to be
be found in any other ecivil'zed country.
Whether this claim wss well fouoded is
much more than doubtful ; and in addi-
tion to the gcaeral demoralization that
must have been produccd by poly-
gamy, there was occasional revelations of
the dark and criminal means by which the
gelf styled saints maintained their supre-
macy over the common herd.

This state of things has eontinued with
little iuterrapticn until now, for the expe-
dition of Gen. Albert Sydoey Johnston
led to no praectical results ; and even after
a territorial governor and other federal of-
ficers were sant to Utah, they did not in-
terfere with the existing ocondition of af-
fairs. The Mormons, c¢at off by great de-
serts from the rest of the world, were al-
lowed to manage their intornal concerzs
without molestation. Bu' this isolation,
which was their safeguard, ceased npon
the constraction of the Pacific Railrosd, —
The Gentile elemznt, as they ocalled it,
which had previously been driven ofl or
kept down by terror, began to flow in and
to assume n new importanca. At last the
Federal Government has determined to
put an end to the practice of polygamy,
and Drigham Yonng bhas been indicted,
gnder the territorial statute for imamoral
and licentioas conduet.
