The Commissioner of Internal Leveuue
decides that a manunfaotarer of tobacco
may sell the prodoct of his manufacture
anywhere in the United States without
paying a special tax as a dealer in tobac-
co, but he can scll it only in properly
stamped packages. He capnot retail it.
A pedler (employe) sent out by the manu-
facturcr may sell in the same manner as
the maunufacturer (his employer,) but can-
not retail. If the pedler is not an em-
ploye of the manufaoturer he is liable to
a tobacco dealer’s special tax, and when he
has paid that tax may retail tobacco from
wooden packsges packed and stampeld ac-
cording to lJaw. But in no eense can a to-
bacco manufacturer retail his own pro-
duoo!s.
