A MOCEERY Of JUSTICE,

Passing from these tragedies to minor
erimes, leot vs see how these black doves
have b:haved. Not long ago a gang of
them assembled near tlus town for the
avowed purpese of barniog the residence
of James Cappell, soms miles distant. The
Sheriff was notified and be started for the
scens. On the way bhe met Col. 1. J.
Lipscomb, and requested that geutleman
t> accompany him, Lipscomb did so, took
an active part in ocompelling the negroes
to disperse, and, as a reward for his efforts
in behalf of law and order, a few nights
later bis residence was burped to the
ground by negroes, his wife acd himself
barely escapiog with their lives.

In his evidence in

Colambia he swore somsething different.

Instead of seeing their faces, he merely

rcecognized the voice of one calling the

name of the other.
