Tho lato PresideLt, Gov. Swain,
was not tho equal of DTsraeli, but
the stop down from him to Sol. Pool was
enough to break tho neck of any institu-
tion in the land. And, as to the Trustees,
when the present Board was substituted
for that glorious body of the truest and
best men of tho Stato who were kicked out
in order to make room for them, the doom
of the University was sealed. It was be-

cause tho University was degraded in
every way that the people would not sap-por- t

it, and for no other reason ; and just
so long as it continues to be so, they will
continue to send vtheir sons elsewhera to
bo educated. Indeed, with the exception
of Mclver, the lato corps of " professorV
could not educate anybody. That thiog
was out of the question, and, if it had not
been so melancholy a subject tho status of
the University would havo boan veiy ridi-

culous. Gov. Caldwell ought to be
ashamed to try to shift tha responsibility
for this disgrace from the shoulders of his
friends, who are the real criminals, to the
backs of the true people of the State. It
is a gross injustice. Moro thaa this it is
rank insolence to call ihe peoplo to task
for not patronizing au institution for
which, so long as it remain? in its
present hands, they have a sovereign con-

tempt.
The Governor doe3 make en a rccom

mendation, however, which wo heartily
endorse, viz : that the University thll be
closed until moro prosperous times. Yes,
lot tho worn steps, the wide corridors and
tho stained walls reverberate no more with
the jocund sounds that were heard there
for three-quarter- s of a century, but let
silence wrap her mantle around them until
"more prosperous days," and may God
send that season soon.

By Mr. Strudwiek : Aroioluiion in ref-

erence to the State dtbf, instructing tho
judiciary committte to prepare aud report
a bililooking to tho repudiation (f tho
State debt; referred.

The resolution read as follows :

Whereas, The State debt is now grtater
than the people of the State can pv with-
out ruin, and the citcumsiances attending
its creation, tho manner of its application
clearly show that the persona composiag a
majority of tho Legislature making tbo
deb wero not. ia sympathy wiib the peo-
ple of the State, but were in fact btrangeis
elected undor tha bijonft ; aud

Whereas, These bo-cal-ltd representa-
tives voted bctvreen tj aad thirty mil-

lions of mocej for tho ostensible purpose
of building certain railroads, bul with tbe
real purpose of enriching themselves and
their friends ; and

Whereas, Of the enormous sum so voted
barely a half million has been expended on
said railnads, tho remainder bavitg be n
embezzled; and

Whereas, It becomes our duty clearly to
indie ite oar purpose regarding this d---

aud
Whereas, The Congress of the United

States compelled the repudiation of what
was commonly known as tho ' ar debt"
duo almost entirely to our peoj le and con-

tracted fjr the best and ho!iet purpose,
therefore

Resolved, That the Judloiiiy Committee
be instructed to prepare &id introduce at
as early a day as possible, a bi I to provide
for the repudiation cf tho entire dt bt vf
the State.

By Mr. Justice : A resolution to raise a
joint committee to investigate the charges
of fraud against tho public printer; placed
on calender.

By Mr. Houston : A bill to reduce and
fix the per diem of the merabt rs of the
prtsant General Assembly ; referred.

the Raleigh and Augusta R. It. Company;
the Air-Lin- e road may at any time dis-
charge the bonds of the Chatham R. R.
Co., deposited with the pubiio treasurer,
by substituting in lieu thereof any bonds
of the State heretofore issued to the
Chatham Company, &o.. &cj Referred
to the Committee on Internal Improve-
ments.

Mr. Gilmer introduced a resolution call-
ing upon tb.9 committee of finance for a
detailed classified statement of the public
debt. Mr. Gilmer urged tho passage of
the resolution. It was necessary to know
the exact character of the debt to enable
tho General Assembly to coma to some
amicable settlement of the debt. This he
regarded as the most important business of
the session.

Mr. Graham favored tho resolution. In
the course of Lis remarks he stated that he
would be williDg for the bondholders to
take tha State's stock in the N. O. Railroad,
provided they took an equal number of
shares in the Atlantio Road and tha West-
ern N.C. Road. He threw this out as
matter for reflection and with a view to
invite creditors to a statement of any pro
position they may have to make.

Mr. Worth concurred with Mr. Graham.

After
some farther debate Mr. Ashe withdrew
the motion to reject.

The University.
With regard to tho Univereity of the State, a

principal obstruction to ica success ia its pecuni-
ary emb&rras amenta, for which, as far as I can
judge, tbe present board of trustees are in no
wise responsible. Tho piiacipal dabt, amount io;
to about sixty thousand dollars, was iucurrtdj
and a mortgage made to eocure tho enno bcfoio
they came into ofiico. In 1SC8 the patronage cf
the institution had been reduced to less than one
hundred students. I'rior to this time, however,
the principal portion of its endowments had been
lost by unfortunate investments. Until tic in-
stitution is relieved from dbt, and its property
from incumbrance, there can be but little hope of
ita enccees or usefulness. I a my opinion an hon-
est and faithful effort was undo to lift; the Uni-
versity from the condition in which it was found
at the closo of tho late war This met with little
or no favor from the cl&ea of persons by whom it
was crushed. They have not aided the cflicers
in their efforts to build it up. Public opinion has
been moulded against it by the moat unscrupu-
lous misrepresentations, and by violent appeals
through a partizan press. Those who would have
patronized it wore threatened with social ostra-
cism. The young wore deterred lrom entering
its halls, and parents very naturally hesitated to
compel the attendance of their sons ; and now
the cause cf their failure id imputed by soma to
the trustees and faculty.

The foregoing is an extract from the
message of Gov. Caldwell to the legisla-
ture, and it is obnoxious to the loyal max-
im, suppressio veri, suggeslio falsi."

As he saiiTbefore, ho had
intended leavit-- the matter to the House,
but sir, he now took it to iioaia extent, in
his own hands. Mr. Speaker, it it some-
what sirange that all these infamous reso
lutions, passed siiaultaucouhly in saven or
eight counties, should be identical in their
language. Bat, sir, thai is ea?ily explain-
ed; h y wero a'l written here in Raleigh,
by ono and the same person, And the eamo
dastard and fiendish brin forged them all.
They, tir, are lies, dirk, damnable and
wxked as wero ever forged in the brain cf
ono of tbo devils iu hell. Ho hereby de-
fied all such men and their calumnies. Ho
appealed then to the grand juries of tho
country, "fly asked them to meet him
before any tribunal or committee, he cared
not bow constituted. They may be all
radicals and so one epaik of honesty or
manliness is left them, and if he
did not satisfy any man, whoso
heart i-- i not entirely corroded with pre-
judice, of hia entire innocence, and of
tho cowardly falsehood of all such resolu-
tions, then expel bim. He demanded in
vedigatiou before tho proper tribunals oj
the country.
